An Elevator Compnny Wiped Out by the
Dishonest Actions of Employes_Stook.
holders Offor to Compromise With the
Banks,

Bostox, July 81.—A huge conspiracy
has boen unoarthed whereby 78 banks
and banking inatitution in New Eng-
Innd wore vietimized,

The story 1s to the effect that certain
employes of the Northern Pacific Ele-
vator Company of Minnesota {ssued $1,-
500,000 worth of forged duplicate cer-
tificates for grein in storage in the conn-
try elevators owned by the concern
where the inspection is not so strict as
at the terminnl elevators, Thess forged
certifice tes wore deposited with eastern
banks as collateral. About $300,000
was secnred in New England and the
balance in New York.

Bome of the eastern holders of the pa-
per beeame suspicions and on an inves-
tigation being made the true statement
of affairs came to lght, Thoe stock-
holders of the elevators ware dumb-
founded when the facts cume to their
notice, and offers of settloment with the
banks were atonce made and terms of a
compromise offered, The company
was thon reorganized ne  the Lake Sa-
arior Elevator company, with George

Yook, seoretary of David Dows & Co, of
New York, as president,

The terms offered to the banks were
60 per cent cnsh, the remainder to be
paid in five aununl payments. A com-
mittee of bankers whose institutions
hold large blocks of the eleyator certi-
ficates was appointed to consider this
proposition. It is impossible to say
exactly what course the banlers will
pursue, as they are very lomth to talk,
and, in fact, they have done all in their
power to keep the whole affair from the
public, The few who do say anthing—
and they are vory few—admic that they
have been swindled and declare that
the swindlers ought to be gent to prizon,
At the same time they say that good
business policy, under the present con-
ditions forbida such severs action, and
especially as the stockholders of the
elevator compiny are ready tomale o
compromise settlement,

The Northern Pacific Elevator com-
puny {4 now in the hunds of a receiver
and the frands of its employes bave
wiped out its existence,
