tion of 1t. There in tuo article of clothing
more Mversifed In ite nees, Tta apparent
triviality disaris nw, and woe are {nelined
to toy with §¢ lightly us ono of thy most
agreeable ehullitions of feminine faney
and forget that anything more serions than
adornment ever enusod ts nse, Jean God
nrd, o French rhymestor of the sixteenth
contury, wrote a poem, In which he told
how Venus, running after Adouls, pricked
her floger and ordered her maidens to get
lenther and make some gloves for her to
protoct hor bands, But M. Godard's pret
ty fancy must give way before stern facts

Tho primary uses of the glove were striotly

practical and nuromantic

Fingliah dames of early days never drenm
el of such pubtloties ns gloves. They wore
tholr sleoves long, with pointed faps, that
rested on the back of thelr hands, or, when
they went forth in winter, drew the looso
drapery of thelr outer garment over thelr
hands. 1t was not till near the ¢lose of the
| tenth century that they thought of gloves;
then they wore them with only a thumb
and no fingers, like the mittens of the pres
ent day, nnd they were wondrously embroid
ered and starred with jewela, No gloves
were flner than those of the clergy. They
weora mostly of white silk, or linen cun-
ningly embroidersd, and sometimes fringed
with penrls.

Later on, gloves became magnificent for
common wear, and in contemporary pic-
tures the nobllity seemed to have earried
them mther in their hands or in their gir-
dles than on thelr flngers, It wns by the
fine gloves his page earried In his girdle
that Oaeur de Llon was botrayed on hils
way home from the crusade, nnd so fell
into captivity.

But already the glove was more than a
mere bit of foppery. The knlght's mailed
glove sheltered his hand. It became n
slgn of power, and when a graclous lord
meant to slgnify his intention to protect &
town he sent his glove as a slgn of his
willingness. The glove, too, was the token
of defiance when one koight declared war
against another, aod at the same time, o5
if to mark the difference between the strong
right hand of man and the daintier hand
of woman, he bound hls mistress' delicate
broldered glove to his helmet by way of
showing his fealty, As the =ign and test
of love, gloves had been largely utilized.

By the sixteenth century gloves wero
common wear, together with farthinguales,
corsets and low gowns, Gloves were per
fumed greatly. Autolyous sold the mulds
“gloves as sweet ns damask roses.” In
Charles 11's time the shortening of the
sloeves led to the lengthening of gloves
