and Dixon, across tho continent, from
last to west; but that lino of demarca-- 1

tiou exists no longer it has been wiped
out forovor

"I don't think there is my mare strik-
ing illustration of the real sentiment in
tho south today than tho affectionate
and continuously growing reverence in
that section for tho memory of Lincoln, '

who, I beliovo, was of Scotch-Iris- do-- .

scent. Boru in a slave stato, reared in
a free state, Abraham Lincoln was the
spirit incarnate of tho struggle for the
preservation of the Union, slavery or no
slavery.

'Lincoln was patient and kindly ami
broad-hearte- enough to do justice to
tho motives and to tho valor even of his
enemies when they had arms in their
hands. It was on looking over tho

of Gettysburg that lie said m
reply to an oillcer who had remarked
that the Americans who had held those
heights would live in hi.storv. 'That is
trne, but the Americans who charged
thoso heights will also live in his
tory.'"

In conclusion. Secretary Herbert said:
"Tho time has passed when might
makes right, whether for individuals or
for nations. Our national government
must do that which is right unto all its
peoplo, and to all tho nations, and all
the mlers on tho earth, great and small. '

nnd thus will tho government bo like
tho city set on a hill, fair to see, an ex-

These Eminent Chinese Will,
Beg For Peace.

FOREIGN" MINISTERS ADVISE IT.

Wilde, u Aiuerlinn, sald to l!c Helping
the Chinese IIh llilil I'lomliteil the Jnpi
to lie Neutral Will Likely lie PiiuWiimI

If Caught.

London, Feb. 1 1. A dispatch to The
Standard from Tien-Tsi- u says that tho
recall of tho Chinese penco envoys will
be followed soon by the nppointment of
Li Hung Chang and either Princo Kuuyi
or Sir Robert Hart, inspector general of

Chinese customs, to act as high com-
missioners and plenipotentiaries to ar-

range terms of peace. This stop is taken
on tho advice of the ministers ot the for-

eign powers.
A dispatch from Kobe, to The Times,

says that nccording to statements re-

ceived by Chinese prisoners at
there aro soven foreigners on tha

Island of ono of them
being an Englishman, one a German
and ono an American, the latter being
one of the three men arrested at Kobe,
on the French steamer Sydney. The
island is victualed for fivo mouths.
Coal is plentiful, but ammunition is de-

ficient. Tho garrison is determined ta
fight to tho last.

If-- tho American mentioned as being
in tho fort on o island ij
John "Wildo, and ho falls or hag fallen
into the hands of the Japaneso, it will
probably go hard with him. Whon tho
French steamer Syduey arrived at Kobe
last Novomber she was boarded by Jap-
aneso officers, who arrested three of her
passengers, Wilde, a Scotchman named
Cameron and a Chinaman, Cham Tnm
Mooro, who was ono timo interpreter to
the Chinese legation at Washington
Thoy wero taken into custody on sus-- f

picion of being engaged in an outer-- '
priso against Japan, and it wns subse-
quently learned that they were engaged
in a scheme to destroy the entire Jap-
anese navy.

It appears that Wilde's plan was to
throw from a torpedoboat shells filled
with chemicals, which, on striking,
would cxplodo, creating an impene-
trable anil suffocating smoke, mulct
cover of which nttaoks could be made
with torpedoes. Tho men were, it vrm
said, to receivo from China $1, 000,000
for each Japanese squadron thoy de-

stroyed and a proportionate sum for
every Japanese merchantman thoy suc-
ceeded in blowing up. After being de-

tained for some timo, Wildo and Cam-
eron woro released after taking oatlu
not to do anything to assist China dur-
ing the war Mooro, the Chinaman
was sent to Hiroshima.

Princo Ferdinand is tho youngest son
of the lato Princo Augustus, Duko of
Saxe-Coburg- , and Princess Clementine
of Bourbon-Orlean- s (daughter King
Louis Phillippo.) Ho was born Feb 20,
1801, was elected princo of Bulgaria by
unanimous voto of the national nssem-- 1

bly July 7, 1887, and assumed tho gov-
ernment Aug. 14, 1887, in succession to
Princo Alexander, who abdicated Sopt.
7. lfeSO. The election of Prince Ferdi-
nand has not been confirmed by the
porto and the great powers. Russia has
maintained an attitude of hostility to-

ward the princo.

Washington, Feb. 10. Both Miss
Frances Willnrd and Lady Somori-e- t

havo been detained m Boston by an at-

tack of tho grip, but are expected horo
today to attend tho W. C. T. U. con-
vention. Consequently Miss Anna Gor-
don read Miss Williard's address.

At the close of tho reading of tho ad-

dress Mibs Bollo Kearney delivered nn
address to men. She wns followed by
Dr. Lunn of London and Mrs. Baker,
the national treasurer ot tho union.
Tho latter held that man had no right
to mark out woman's sphere in the
world. "Adnm was asleep when Evo
was made," said she, "and it was not
thought necessary to wake him np to
take Ids advice in the mntter." Papers
on other subjects were also read.

Telegrams of regret were read from
many persons, who were uuablo to bo
present.

Tho prinoipal object of the gathering
is to call to the attention of con-
gress nnd tho president, ns strongly
as possible, tho immense polyglot peti-- 1

tiou which has arrived in Washington
after n journey round tho world nud
which, it is asserted, bears tho signn-- '
tures of moro than 8,000,000 peoplo of
nil nationalities.

Burmah
follows with 82,000 nud Ceylon, Aus-
tralia, Denmark, China, India and Mex-
ico follow, with all tho others coming
after.

strict integrity soon raised him to a
partnership in tho business, nnd in a
few years ho became sole propriotor in
tho establishment. In 1855 he removed
his family to Union City, Ind., wliere
ho resided for mnny years, and where,
after successfully continuing tho mer-
cantile business for n few years, he en-

tered upon tho practice of law Mr
Gray was colonel of the Fourth Indiaua
cavalry in tho Civil war, whero he mado
a good record and remained until dis-
charged on account of Re-

turning homo he regained his wasted
energies, and reentered the Ono Hun-
dred and Fortieth Indiana infantry
In 1SCU ho was selected as tho candidate
for congress against the Hon George
W Julian, who had long represented
that district in the house of representa-
tives. After a close contest ho was de-

feated by about 800 votes Two years
later he was elected to the stato senate
where ho remained four yoars. In
July, 1870, ho was tendered tho con-
sulate at St Thomas, Wost Indies, b .t
Mr. Gray declined tho honor.

As a young man he was a member of.
tho Whig party, but ncted with tho
Republicans during tho war. Sinco
1871 ho has been an active member of
tho Democratic party, sorving as a
member of tho Indiaua delegation to the
Liberal Republican convention in 1873.
He was nominated by acclamation on
tho Democratic ticket for lieutenant
governor, was elected to that honornblo
position in 1870 nnd was renominated
for tho same placo in 1880 by tho stato
convention. Iu 1884 Mr, Gray was
elected governor of Indiana on tho Dem-- '
ocrntio ticket, nnd servod his full term.
After retiring from that office lio fol
lowed the practico of his profos-sio- in
this city in partnership with his son,
Piorre Gray, until he was called to the
Mexican mission by President Cleve-
land, about two years ago, In 1850 ho
married Miss Eliza Jnqua of Darke
county, O. Thoy hnvo two children
living Pierro, who is a lawyor in this
city, and Bayard, who has been noting
as his fatlier's privato secretary in Mex-
ico. Mr. Gray wieldod a large influence
in tho politics of Indiana, had nn excel-
lent judgment of men nnd things, was
well balanced by knowlodge and experi-
ence, nud had a handsome personal ap
pearance aim courteous adiiress.
