After a Long Life of Usefulness She
Tosses Awny Thursday

Morning.
At 10:15 Thursday morning Mrs. J. W.

Underbill died at her homo on South Market
street. A week ago sho wns attacked with a
severe case of la grippe, and being in tho
seventy fifth year of her ngo and of rather
frail constitution sho was unable to withstand
tho power of tho disease and for tho past few
days little hopo has been entertained for her
recovery.

fore sho could nrrivo tho final dissolution be-

tween body and noul was mado manifest.
Mrs Underbill was ono of tho old residents

of Stark comity. Sho was born nud raised at
Kendall, which is now the northeastern part
ofMasslllon. Her maiden nnmo was Henri-
etta Widgeon, and she leacs n brother nnd
sister, Mr. Clnrlcs Widgeon of Logansport, In-
diana, nnd Mrs. Galbrcath of Los Angeles.

On Nov. 2, 1812, sho married Mr. Underbill,
who wns then n young lawyer in Massil-Io-

They lived in that city until 1801, when
Mr. Underbill was elected probate judge, nnd
they then enmo to Canton, nnd hao been res-
idents heroslnco.

Three children, Mr. Arthur Underbill, Mrs
W. A. Lynch nud Mrs. Henry Fogle were
born to them, nnd all nro living.

Mrs. Underbill was well nnd favorably
known by nil of the older residents of this city
nnd Massillon and much eorrow will lie felt nt
her decease.

Tho nrmngements for tho funeral will not lie
mado until Mrs. Foglo arrives. Sho is now on
her way and will bo hero this afternoon.

PRIVATE LIBRARIES.
How Extensive They Aro in Canton

Somo Interesting Interviews
on thu Subject.

Comparatively siicaking, Canton has few prl- -

vato libraries of an extensive character.
But why? Tho subject implies several rea-
sons. Wo hao a largo number of residents in
the city that can readily allbrd tho best that
can bo furnished them. As a class our people
like good literature, but so few undcrtako to
stock their homes with good manuscript that
tho subject is wortli mentioning. For that
puiroso wo have interviewed somo who have
good libraries nnd some who have not, whose
opinions aro of weight.

Mr. Fred Hnrtcll was seen nnd said: "Tho
private libraries of Canton nro very poor rep
rescntatUcs of good libraries. I'coplo who
would and could afford to havo lino libraries,
cither belong to tho Public Library Associa-

tion or take books from tho saino. Books at
the present day nro so cheap that pcoplo should
Invest moro money In them. I havo about
1,500 volumes, mostly of English authors The
'Hcnriads,' by Voltaire, nud n Martin Luther
Bible of 17 13, 1 greatly prizo."

Judgo W. It. Day would not express nn
opinion on that subjict, ho has a library of
1,000 volumes, which formerly belonged to
Louis Scluicfer, decensod. It contains many
valuable works in French and German.

Mr. Shields has a library of about 1,000 vol-
umes, lie hesitated in expressing an opinion,
hut said: "1 do believe a private library is a
benefit to any household, but understand that
I do not wish to discourago tho reading of
books received from tho public library for I
really believe it very beneficial to tho laboring
class of people'"

Mr. John C. Wclty, fiaid: "I havo always
heard from hook agents that Canton was a poor
city to 6cll books In. If the prldo wasAwak- -

ened on this subject, all wonld !k bettered, and
should wo havo better privato libraries, consid-
erable more interest would be taken in tho pub-
lic library, We certainly havo canso to regret
tho attitude of the people on this subject. I
have n far reach Ing library, thnt is, books deal.
Ing on ever subject."

James A. Grant when asked why ho thought
that private libraries had not been mora fully
and generally established In the city ho re-
plied; "Your question is iperhaps broader
und moro difficult to answer than It seems
at first sight; though thcro is somo reason for
this condition and it is fairly obvious. Liter-
ature, tho study of it and this is what librar-
ies public or private Imply follow
pioneer life by a distance of sovcrat genera
tlons; while I do nut think there is lacking
here somo appreciation oi books yet neither
here or elsewhere can It bo expected that what
can lo termed fairly n laboring people will in-

dulge In the luxury of fino privato libraries;
tho intelligent collection of a library is not tho
work of a day, nor is it simply a question of
means; the taste needed for this, tho wealth,
aro not accumulated ordinarily within loss
limit than grandslro and grandson,

Mr. Grant has several fino editions In his
library, notably a copy of Scott and Victor
Daruy'a history of Oreoco and Homo, He says
that bis books have for the most part been
bought "upon impulso" and not with any re-

ference to tho needs of such thing as a balanced
library, though he has a good library.

Tho nsscmblngo on tho occasion was only
moderate ns to numbers, consisting of their
four daughters land three sons, and their
families, living hereabouts, and a few others,
relatives and neighbors. The oldest son living
in Kansas and his group wero tho only absent
ones of tho lineage.

Singular to say tho couple wero married on
the very farm which they now own and oc-

cupy, and Mrs. Lcsher wns horn there ou April
Si, 1818, being a daughter or Adam Esslg, tho
then owner.

On this very farm, too, nfter a few mouths
they began housekeeping in n cabin Jnst put
up for them. It is needless to say tho old peo-
ple wcro not forgotten as to suitable presenta-
tions; but the time was ono ifor joy and enjoy
ment, aim much satisfaction was taken In
going over tho past with tho changes they havo
lived to sco and to realize.

Of tho nino oflsprings born to Mr. nnd Mrs.
Lcsher ono died at tho ago of thrco years,
while tho others, four sons and four daughters
yet survive. Tho tweuty-nin- o grand-childre- n

and five great grand-childre- n wcro all present
but two.

A few words ns to the life history of as
worthy a man ns Ocorgo Lcsher will not bo
out of place. He was born in Northumberland
coonty, Pu , April 1st, 1811, so that ho is near
81 years old, and is still active on foot and
otherwise. In September, 18.15, Mr. Lcsher
camo to Stark county, nnd being a enrpenter
by trade, soon got work at fifty cents n day.
Ills first boss was Koch or Cook, who wns
then building a large flouring mill at oar, nnd
ho worked for this man a year and a hall.
After this he worked during tho summer for
David Ellcr, and in tho fall footed it back to
his old home, returning tho following April.

After working for Ellcr during tho summor
ho accompanied tho lato Jndgo Loutzcnhelscr
on a tramp to Dekalb county, Indiana. On
returning in three or four weeks he continued
to work fur Ellcr, but at cabinet work and by
the piece, earning $10 a month. In tho mean-
time ho and Barbara Esslg arranged matters
which werodu'y consummated according to law
on February 21st, 1838, which partnership still
continues.

Ho soon turned his attention to farming and
for four years run, as u renter, tho old Daniel
Smith farm, now I2i Smith's. Then for Bevcra
years he run tlio Ahrain Llnd place, now
owned by Joseph Klinker. After this ho
bought a farm In Lake townthlp, selling it
five years after, when he bought a farm in
Jackson township, two mllea or so west of Now
Borlin.

In 1800 ho bought his present homestead of
230 acres for $18,000. paying ono-thlr-

down. Mr. Lcsher followed threshing for
twclvo years, and was tho first man aliout Can-
ton that had a separator, mado at Minerva by
Kcrstctter & Davenport.

Mr. Lcsher took a hand in building the
Werstler church, and has served as pall bearer
attwonty-on- o funerals, It will bo seen that
Georgo Lcsher has passed a useful life thus far
and his Barbara has been with him in well
doing, and It Is proper to say that lioth ore yet
In fair condition and reallzo that lifo has yet
its pleasures. Long may they continue with
us,

A DESPERATE MAN.

Ono of tho Alliance Highwaymen Shot
and Jailed-I- Io Tries to Kill

tlio Olllcers.
Marshal Jones nnd Officer Oglino of Alliance,

brought n man to Jail Friday night who was
arrested nt Alliance on tho chargo of highway
robbery in connection with tho attempted rob-

bery of Ilcv. Martins. Tho man refuses to
givo ony name, and is plirccd on tho jail regis-

ter ns John Doc. Ho is about thlrty-fiv- o years
old, Is fivo feet nlno inches tall and will weigh
about 150 pounds.

About 11 o'clock Thursday night Marshal
Jones arrested a man in Alllanco just as ho was
boarding a freight train and started with him
to tho luggage room to search him when tho
fellow broke nw ay. Tlio marshal shot at him
nud missed nnd the fellow returned tho nro
nud was soon lost in tho dnrkness. Tho mar-
shal procured tho nsslstnuco of Olllccrs Knlo
and Oglinonnd rodoon a ireight train to Al-

llanco Junction, about thrco miles cast of Alli-

ance and started to walk back up the track.
When about two miles from town Marshal
Jones wns suddenly confronted by his man
nnd before n word could bo nttcrcd tho fellow
shoved n 41 caliber revolver into tho marshal's
face and pulled tho trigger. By a quick
movement Jones struck np tho desperado's
arm and tho bullet just grazed tho top of
his hat. Before tho desperate man could
lovel his weapon again, Olllcer Ogllno had
pulled his gun and fired two bullets into him.
Tho fellow dropped in his tnicks, but nervy to
the last,

cocKi-.- ins mo oun
and attempted to shoot Olllcer Kale, who was
bendingover him trying to pinion his nrms.
Tho olllccrs brought their prisoner into tho
city on n shifting cnglno, nnd summoned a
physician who dressed his wounds.

Ouo of tho bullets from Ogllno's
revolver entered his side nn inch below tho
heart whllo tho other entered his thigh. Tho
wounds nro not necessarily fatal.

Tho only thing found on his person except
tho revolver, was about ?30 in money. Ho wns
taken to Shnw's boarding honso where ho wns
identified by He v. Mnrtcns. Tho mayor held a
preliminary examination in tho boarding
house, and hound tho man over to court in the
amount oi $2,000. Tho fellow claims ho was in
Canton nt tlio timo of tho roblicry, nnd that ho
had been In Canton nil day Thursday. Ho was
resting easy in tho jail this morning, and Drs.
Brant and Kobluson who attended him say ho
will recover.

HOPELESSLY TANQLED.

Another national gamo and danco which
created great amusement was conducted by
about fifty young Italians. They had a ropo
about half tho sls of tho floor with which thoy
formed a circle, keeping everybody insido
without actual violence. When tho people
wcro crowded as closely together as possiblo
each man snatched an unwilling partner and
they danced around the room still holding to
tho ropo until thoy wcro tnnglcd in n
hopelessly iutrlcated mass. When tho
ball was at its gayest, tho room was
showered with coufetto, which dropped down
on the heads of dancers and produced great
merriment.
