An American llotmewlfe Finds Both Iicau-t- y

and Comfort In Their Makeup.
Tho pride and good sonso bostowod by

tho Gorman housowlfo upon her bods nnd
bedding arc n subjoot of fymark in Good
Housekeeping by n woman writor, who
says that nfter a long rcsldonco among the
Gorman upper mlddlo classes sho has never
slept In n really poor bed.

In the, first placo, oaoh adult occupies n
sopnratf sluglo bod, n custom already
somow'nat followed among our own trav-
eled oountrymen. On thoso llttlo s

nn excellent set of springs and n

hair mattress are plncod. Should Its occu
pant doslro to sleep with tho head olovatod
a padded wlro frame tho width of tho boa,
raised six lnohes at tho book nnd sloping
forward to tho lovol of tho mattress, is
fastened, nnd over this tho linen undoi
hoot is smoothly drawn nnd tucked. The

second sheet is then drnwn ovor tho first.
After tho upper sheet is in place tho two
largo, soft pillows whioh belong to oaoh
bed are beaten, smoothed and laid ilat,
ono at tho head and tho other at tho foot,
whllo tho nlghtrobo, neatly folded and
somotlmos placed In an ombroldorcd case
of llnon, Is laid between thorn.

Over tho pillows Is laid tho foathor cov
or, which Is a tick n llttlo larger than the
bod, mado of stout cloth and containing
three pounds of flno gooso feathors. Ik Is
covorod by a largo caso of whlto llnon but-
toned securely lengthwlso down ono side
and cbangod weekly to insure cleanliness.
This delightfully warm nnd light cover,
tho greatest posslblo lmprovomont ovor
our heavy blankots and chilly counter-
panes, being carefully adjusted and per-
fectly smoothod, tho bed proper Is finished
and lacks only tho ornamental spread
whioh Is added for day uso.

times very elegant, being often mado of
tho rlohost of plushos, rops or brocades.

Thoso delicate blankots are protected by
whlto llnon oovors which lino ono side
completely and aro turned ovor upon tho
upper side for six lnohes, whoro they aro fas-
tened in placo by small buttons.

For tomato catchup, put the tomatoes
into a kcttlo, cover thorn olosoly and sot
them where tboy will bo hot onough to
burst. Tako them out to cool, throw away
tho water which rises, then pass thorn
through a sieve, and to each quart odd
two-thlr- of a wineglass' of salt, half a
toasnoonfui of mustard, nnartor of SIS- -
spoonful of gingor, quarter of a foaspoon-fu- l

of cayenfio pepper, quarter of n wine-
glass of wholo cloves and quarter of a
wineglass of allspice, two-third- s of a tum-
bler of vinegar and 2 onions (which shoald
be removed after boiling). Add n wlno
gloss of brandy, boll tho mixture 20 mln
utes and bbttlo whon cold.

Barn the RabbUh.
If the habit wero formed of bnrnlng all

tho combustible household dirt nnd nil
rubbish of tho back yard, our promises
would bo much cleaner and moro pleasing
to tho oye. Old rags, paper, bones, dilap
ldatod barrels, palls, tubs and othor organ-
ic material collect, and by becoming wot
decay nnd form nrefugo for dlsoaso gorms,
to say nothing of worms, rats, mlco and
other vermin. Tho household dirt swept
out at tho baok door Is blown In again by
tho next gust of wind from that direction.
A groon, nicely kept lawn, both baok and
front of a house, will do muoh to keep tho
houso and basement clean. Tho short, flno,
thick grass, especially if kopt moist and
growing, will entanglo tho street dirt and
kcop it from entering tho dwelling.

Sweet Melon Fickle.
Paro ripo citron molons, cut in slices

and romovo the seeds. Allow 8M pounds
of sugar and a quart of vinegar to 6 pounds
of tbo melon. Heat tho sugar and vino-ga- r

to boiling point nnd pour ovor the mel-
on onco evory day for six days. Tho last
tlrao tho sirup Is boiled there should be
addod to it half nn ounco each of stick
olnnamon nnd white ginger root and a few
cloves, and tho molon should bo boiled ten
minutes. Then take tho fruit out into
jars, skim tho sirup clear nnd pour It over
tho melon.

&utieK With Vegetables.
A cooking school teacher is authority for

tho statement that nutmeg in moderation
that is, a grating of it muoh Improves

tho flavor of spinach, string beans, peas
and similar vegetables. Not enough
should le used for one to bo ablo to name
tho spice that gives tho dish its appetizing
flavor.

Feaob Batter,
Take pound for pound of peaches and

agar, cook the peaches alono till they o

soft, then put in one-ha- lf the sugar
and stir for one-ha- lf hour, then the re-

mainder of the sugar and stir an hoar and
a half. Season with cloves and oianainoa.

WILL BE OPEN AYEAR

MEXICO'S GREAT EXHIBITION TO BE

A WONDERFUL SHOW, THEY SAY.

IU Foreign Department li In tho Hanils
of tho Vlcomto Be Corneljr of Midwin-

ter Fair Fame Glorlei of the Mexican
Building.- -

Of Vlcomto Reno Do Cornoly, director
of tho foreign department of tho Mexican
world's fair, whoso doors will bo opened
on April 2 noxt, it was said by M. H. Do
Young of Sin Francisco n year or two ago
that ho was "without a poor as n promoter
and originator of exposition ideas." De
Young mndo this stntemont whon Cornoly
was engaged upon tho San Frnnolsoo Mid-wlnt- or

fair, and judging by tho success of
that show and tho degreo of publicity

secured for tho approaching Mexican
one thoro was good reason for tho Journal-
ist's pralso. It was to Cornoly's onorgy,
onthuslasm nnd fertility of Ideas that tho
Collforninn oxhlbltlon owed 'not only Its
success, but its very oxlstenco, and It was
Cornoly, too, who proposed tho fair at tho
City of Mexico, and who succeeded in in-

teresting Porflrio Diaz, president of tho
southern ropubllo, without whoso booking
tho enturprlso'could not havo boon success-
fully launohod.

It Is upon tho work of Cornoly, as chief
of tho foreign department, that tho show
will depend for its recognition by other
governments and n generous amount of
patronage by foreign oxhlbltors, slnco, al-

though tho Mexican management of the
exposition has beon placed in tho hands of
an incorporated company of whioh Igna-cl- o

Bojarano Is director gonoral, tho entire
managomont outside of Mexico rests with
Comely. It may seem strange that so Im-

portant a part of tho onterpriso should bo
Intrusted to any ono but a Moxican, but
Cornoly Is especially well qualified to at-
tend to this part. His oxperlonco as an
exposition promoter has boon vory ox ton- -

slve, as ho was both originator and direct-
or of tho Brussels exposition as well as n
promlnont factor In the California Mid-
winter fair.

No duties will bo charged upon any
goods ontorlng tho country for exhibi-
tion, No import or interior duties will be
lovlod upon any exposition building ma-
terials or mnohlnory. Praotlcnlly all fod-er-

taxes will be romltted from all proper-
ty of tho exposition and tho federal govern-
ment ongages to uso Its lnfluonoo in evory
possible way for tho furtherance of the
scheme, thus virtually becoming Its back-
er. This aotlon of tho federal government
was undoubtedly prompted by the great
interest folt by President Diaz. A similar
lnterost has also boon shown from tho first
by Sebastian Camacho, president of tho
sonate and municipal counoll of tho City
of Moxlco, and by Edouardo E. Zarate, a
membor of oongress, and many others,
both in and out of tho federal legislature.
Camacho is prcsidont of tho board of ad-

ministration and also of tho flnnnco com-
mittee of the oxposltlon, and he, next to
Ignacio Bojarano, tho director general, is
most important in tho Mexican conduct of
the. enterprise".

Cornoly camo to tho United States some
months ago, oponed an office in Chloago
and at once set about tho work of interest-
ing gtnto governors in the oxposltlon. Al-
ready he has sucoeeded with moro than
half of them, has secured tho passago of
resolutions showing friendliness to the
Bohomo by tho legislatures of several states,
and has opened branch offices In most of
tho larger cities. He now proposes to
vklt th6 8npItaTsof Europe

Director Gonoral Bejarano is said to
President Diaz in many respects.

Ho is n man of high education and attain-
ments, ono who is reputed nover to have
made a failure, and wjio has won for him-
self, oxlended popularity among his fellow
countrymen because of his many engnglLg
qualities, not tho least of whioh is his in-

tense patriotism, Ho proposes that this
exposition shall bo in tho naturo of tho
crowning aohlevomontof his Ufoandumny
regulations hnvo been adopted In conform-
ity with his desires which will tend to
give the fair features not possessed by oth-
er expositions of a similar sort, Tho no-

tion of keeping Its gates opon for a whole
year originated with Bojarano, and he al60
introduced and pushed through tho plan
for allowing unlimited sales of tho goods
of any exhibitor upon tho grounds.

Another novol feature of tho oxposltlon
will bo tho fact that all the buildings must
bo of a permanent nature, thus adding to
the lasting beauty of the Moxican capital.
Tho climate of Mexico is such that this
provision will not rendor it necessary to
construct these buildings as solidly and
oxponslvoly as would bo necessary In Chi-
cago or any whoro else InthoUnltod Stntos,
but nevertheless very many of tho struc-
tures will be of tho wildest possible con-
struction. Ono of these, whioh will un-
doubtedly attract much attention, will bu
the building of tho Moxican govornmont.
This struoturo will bo tho same ono which
was put up at tho Paris show, whore it
was universally commented upon beoauso
of its magnificence and its pure Azteo ar-
chitecture. It cost 11,000,000 originally,
but was 60 constructed that it could bo
takon apart and at tho closo of tho Paris
exposition was removed in ploces to Moxl-
co to await somo suoh occasion as the ono
now approaching.

Tho oxposltlon grounds nro about 050
acres in extent. They are situated at the
foot of the eminence upon whioh stands
tho castle of Chapultopoo, about ten min-
utes' rldo by electrlo car from tho city.
Thoy aro being laid out most tastefully,
will bo well sewered, furnished with gas
and electrlo lights and planted with hand
some trees. Tho chief railroads will con-
nect directly with tho grounds, and after
tho exposition's oloso tho transportation
building and machinery hall will be turn-
ed into a permanent railroad station. Tho
grounds will bo divided into throo large
courts tho grand, tho Mexican and the
foreign. Thoro will be five buildings al-

lotted to tho foreign department tho Ad-
ministration, the Horticultural and Agri-
cultural, the Palace of Mechanical Arts,
Palace of Food Products and Festival hall.
The Palace of Food Products will be the
most Important of all the bulldlngi'ln1 this
Department.

Boys woro boys 60 years ngo ns thoy aro
today. Princeton's boys of that porlod
wero no worsd than thoy aro now nnd no
hotter. Thoir pranks In thoso days, how-
ever, took a different form. Thoro woro
thon no boat racing, no football, no baso-bal- l,

no athlotlo sport to work off tho su-

perfluous animalism, nnd tho boys had
thoir ingenuity taxed to find means of di-

version. Thoy would mufllo or stcnl tho
clapper of tho chapel boll, would smear
tho blackboards with oil, would fill up
Prlncoton's sacred Revolutionary cannon
shot holes in tho walls of tho old Nassau
with bird llino, with a plcturo of n Scotch
hon, with somo kind of caokllng legond
nbovo It. Tho professors woro always get-
ting It in somo way. Pctor Bogart, who
was n grandnephow of tho first Frollng-huyse- n

in America, was also n descend-
ant of John Wltherspoon. Ho was noted
as a man with two sidos to his naturo. Ho
was curator of tho theological seminary
nnd nn lntlmnto friond of President Car-
nahnn. Ho was llkowlso n closo friond
and sympathizer with tho boys in all their
sports.

Ono day In tho early thirties Mr. Bogart
got n gcntlo tip that tho "boys" wero go-lu- g

Tho night was very cold, and whon tho
boys reached tho bank of tho stream thoy
found it already frozon ovor, but n dozen of
them with axes soon had a placo broken
through, into whioh thoy trundled tho
president's carriage Thon thoy built a big
lire, unloosonod somo moro applejack and
sang a lot of collego songs. Thoy woro just
nbout to dotaoh tho ropo from tho carriage
nnd proceed homeward whon ovory moth-
er's son of thorn found himself transfixed
to tho spot.

"Young gentlemen," said n great and
majestlo voico as its owner oponed tho oar-rlag- o

door and let down tho folding stops,
