Hoe wants to
get his gold out faster, and wo he takes
the tronble to adopt of the im
proved methods.  He boilds or buys a
rocker or crmdlee This i just what ita
name fmplies—u box get on rockers

bottom the water which is ponred in ot
the top must flow over thom. The bot
tom of the box is set on o wlight incline,
and on it are nniled several clonts or

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Thus fur the gold which hns boen
tuken from the Yokon region hus been
found 1n wlloy posits=—thint is, it
has been foond mixed with gravel and
dirt nlong the baunks of small streams,
Geologiots tell us thnt it there be.
it hos been washed down from
surroundipg hills und moantuins where
it had formerly been held in a viselike
grip by layers of quartz.  These gravel
bueds are culled plucers.

All the placer miner needs i8 a pick
gach ar laborcrs usc, an iron
shovel und o shoallow pan. Any kind of
a pan woold do, In faot, plucer mining
on a small scale conld be carried on by
a man with a tin wash basin or even a
pie plate. The average miner, however,
carries a shallow pap about a8 large bt
not g deep na an ordinary dishpan, It
is usonlly mude of copper for the sake
of durability.

After he bas broken np the groond
with a pick he puts two or three shovel-
fuls into his pan, Thew he necds water,
and for this renson placer mining must
bo done pear u small tream or river,
but fartunately for the miner the placers
ure usanlly located in just that position,
Dipping his pan into the water, he al-
lows the earth to dissolve. Then ho
carefully pours out the muddy water,
