Pittsburg Operators Say They
Will Start Their Mines,

CONFERENCE ENDED IN FAILURE.

Presldent Hatehford TDhelares the Al-
tempt to Muno the Minea Wil Prove
Futile and That the Strikers Wil Win,
Labor Hepresontatives Moot

Pirrtsncno, Aug. 26.—Conl operators
of the Pittaburg distriot are going to
operate their mines at ones.  Within o
week notices will be posted in conspie-
nons places abont the varions pits of
tho distriot notifying the strikers that
they can return to work if they eare to.
Such an annonncement will be given
in due timo, and if it does not bring the
miners to their work employes will be
engaged from other parts,

Such is the policy of the operators of
the Pitteburg district, as o resmlt of the
econference with the head officials of
the United Mine Workers of Ameriens
No compromise was renched and there
wns but ome thing left for the mine-
owners—to start their plants without
the aid of orgnanized Inbor. From the
standpoint of the two sides of the con
troversy the status of the whole situa
tion up to date is as follows ;

President Ratehford of the United
Mine Workers of Ameriea says that
the Inst straw wnas broken at the cons
ference ; that the operators cannot do
anything bat give in to their employes
that the strike will be kept up until
the wages demanded, 0D ocnts per ton,
18 piid.

The offivinl statement of the oper.
ators is a diplomatie supplement to the
strike, It is intended to give n who e
lot of fnformation, but few facts cnn
be found in any of the paragraphs. It
tells of the meeting and its sad ending,
and predicts that the mines can be run
without farther parleying.
