Thomas Jefferson gavo between forty and

fifty years of Ids manhood llfo to tho scrvico of
his country, and though a civilian

g. ni-- i'l not a military man, hisl.,' ratc8 tho truth oi tho poet Mil-

ton's words:

Pcaco hath her victories no less renowned
Than war.

A sketch of such a man will doubtless bo ac-

ceptable to tho readers of tho Democrat. It
will bo seen that his llfo was au actlvo and
husvonc. anil ho novor lost sight of doing
good to his fellowman. Organizing nnd

governmental correct principles
ot liberty andjustlco Is largely duo to him.
Thomas Jefferson was born April 3, 1713, In

Shadwcll, AllKsmarlo county, Virginia, and
died at Montioollo, In tho sumo county, July

, 18S0. 1'etcr Jcfl'erson, his father, was noted
as n largo and powerful man, and with tho
help of his negro slaves, thirty or so, raised
tobacco ami wheat on his plantation of 1,000

acres. Peter Jefferson, though not an educat-

ed man, was a good mathematician, skilled In

surveying, fond of standard literature and a
British whig in politics. Ho was a member
of tho colonial legislature, served as justice of
tho peace and was n vestryman .of tho parish.
Tho first ofthonamo was an early BCttler, for

ho was a member of tho first legislative body
convened on this continent. I'ctcr .TcDerson

was married in 1733, to Jano.'l daughter of
Isham ICandolph, a substantial citizen. Of tho
ten offspring of this marriage, Thomas was

tho third. Thomas resembled his father in
staturo and bodily strength, being six feet two

inches high and well proportioned. Peter
Jefferson died In 1757 when Thomas was four-

teen years old. On his death bed ho told his
wife to seo that his son was well educated, for

already tho lad was well advanced in a prepar-
atory school. In duotlmo ho waslscnt to tho
collcgo of William and Mary. IIo always re-

membered his father with gratitude, saying
that ho valued tho education iuoro than his
father's estate IIo was noted among his
schoolmates for good scholarship, industry and
not forward or obtrusive. Ills father also re-

minded tho mother not to neglect tho cxcrclso

necessary for tho boy's health, nnd tho youth
becamo a keen hunter and would swim his
horse over tho HIvanna, a tributary of tho
James. The Jcflcrsons were a musical family,
tho girls singing tho songs of that timo and
Thomas accompanying on tho violin, at last
becoming imlto a fair performer on that Instru-

ment, and which for long years was a sourco

of enjoyment. It is evident Thomas Jcffcr
son's early surroundings wcro of tho best.

At seventeen ho entered collcgo and Is

spoken of then as tall, raw boned, freckled
and sandy-hatre- with largo feet and hands,
thick wrists and prominent check bones nnd
chin, and with a fresh healthy look and erect
and strong, and somewhat bashful iu de-

meanor. Tho collego was not then fully
equipped, but In Dr. William Small, of Scot-lau- d,

professor of mathematics, Jefferson found
au educator of great valuo and gratefully rO'

membcred him as a grand teacher nnd of
agrccablo manners. Iu his autobiography ho
says tho iutluenco ot Dr. Small "probably fixed

tho destinies of my life." It Is proper to say
that tho learned and agrccablo professor

to his pupil nnd they wcro com-

panions iu their dally walks. Dr. Small was

a man with advanced views, and was up with
tho times In progressive thought.

Jefferson was n hard student nnd eo dovotcd

to his books that at times ho neglected tho dy-

ing injunction of his father as to exercise, not
even using bis horses, or making his rides
shorter, and even omitting his. violin cxcrclso
IIo mentions studying fifteen hours a day, for
a timo. Governor iauquicr gavo a musical
party onco a week and Jefferson was always
thcro with his violin, the governor himself be-

ing a performer, and at times taking a hand
In tho concert. George Wythe, afterwards
chancellor, was then n young lawyer at Wil-

liamsburg and frequented tho governor's
table. IIo was an able and gifted man

and helped greatly to form Jefferson's mind,
for after graduatlng,Jcffeuon entered upon tho
study of law under tho direction of Wytho.
His father's cstato being charged with the
support of a largo family It was necessary tho
young man should look to doing something
for himself, and so ho entered upon his legal
studies with resolution.

When of ago, In April, 17ft, tho
management of tho family estate, and was ap-

pointed to his father's two offices, justice of
tho peace and vestryman. IIo gavo great at-

tention to tho farm, and through llfo was
known as an improving farmer. Hlslega
training was based upon tho works of Lord
Coko, of whom ho said that, "a sounder whig

It was Jefferson's judgement
that Coke's great work, "Coko Upon Lyttlo-ton- "

prepared colonial lawyers for tho part
they took in opposing tho usurpations of tho
king and parliament; hut from tho timo Black-ston- o

becamo tho leading text book "tho pro-

fession began to slldo into torylsm." While
a BttulentGl law ho witnessed theso mcmorablp
scenes in tho Virginia legislature that followed
tho passago of tho stamp act. IIo was a spec-

tator in tho houso when Patrick Henry read
hlsfivo resolutions, written on a blank leaf
torn from "Coko Upon Lyttlcton." Theno de-

clared that Knglish subjects living in America
had all tho rights of Kugllshmcn living in
Kngland, thochlofof which was that they
could only bo taxed by their own representa-
tives. In his old ago nt Montlccllo ho loved to
refer to that great day, and tell of tho thrill
and ecstasy of tho moment when tho master
orator was Interrupted by tho cry. of "treason"
on saying "Cesar had his Brutus, Charlos first
his Cromwell nnd Ocorgo third may profit by
theso examples. If that bo treason make tho
most of It." Jefferson said he had heard tho
greatest orators of Europo but bo never beard
tho equal of Patrick Henry.

If tho amount of monoy in
circulation docs not control prices that Is, It
matters not whether thcro Is much or little
monoy In circulation tho price of products is
not controlled by it, then somo other thing
must bo tho controlling factor In prices. That
tho advocates of scarco money declare, Is
supply and demand. In other words tho valuo
of a thing depends on bow much thcro Is of It
and how much thcio is wanted. Evorybody
knows that when a thing is Bcarco it is dear.
If tho wheat crop is short cither at homo or
abroad flour goes "up." If horses catch tho
"Eplzooty" cartago doubles in price. When
labor is scarco and hard to get as in sparccly
settled communities wages aro high. When
land is limited as in favorable localities in
cities, a few sqnarp feet aro often worth a
fortune.

If the amount of &6ny in circulation docs

not make theso particular things under special
conditions scarco and therefore doar but It all
depends on tho supply and demand, why is
thcro any demand for money at alii Why uso
moncyl But tho advocates of tho theory of
supply nnd domand ns tho only clement to
make prices must admit thnt money represents
nnd exchanges nil of tho products of human
toll nnd nil of tho requisites of modern llfo,
and is a necessity of civilization nnd thcrcforo
a necessary adjunct and a part of all human
endeavor.

If monoy is scarco exchanges of products
aro hard to make. Crops, horses, labor, land
nnd everything clso must bo given up nt nny
sacrifice to obtain it. Exchanges cannot be
inado in theso days without monoy. No plan
has yet been devised' for making exchanges
without money or its representative In somo
form. Civilization which means progress to
ward perfection and ultimately perfection
itself would bo dead, without somo factor to
exchango tho products of human toll. Tho
mora readily this Is dono tho less burden is
placed on tho producer and tho mora rcnl pro- -

pcrity comes to him, Tho enso with which
exchanges nro mado must depend on tho
medium by which thoy nro mado. A restricted
or scarcity of vol timo means n burdensomo tax
on tho producer. Hardships, deprivations,
low prices and debts follow Inthowako. On
tho other hand, an easy and nnrcstrlctcd ox
cuango can oniy do mauo wucro mo ioois Of
exchango nro nt hand to mako thorn. In tills
day of largo reading on flnanco and currency
these tools aro recognized as a largo volumo of
money. An easy exchango means good prices
for products and good wages to thol producer.
Thcro Is no other clement that so clearly
demonstrates tho quantitatlvo theory of monoy
as this.

oxpenso ot the American workmen, it tho
theory advanced by our high protective apos-

tles Is truo. With this procedure wo will have
a high tariff and no rovenuo and an lnccntlvo
