oh;'r::mnm-y decided to build o work-
house, and upon |ts management by o
non-partigan bhoard of frustees. It wha
the intention to keep the workhouse out
of politios. The bonrd seleoted and now
mannging it is belng attacked slmply bo-
cause it has Ignored politicsin the choice
of a superintendent. The petition to the
commissioners requesting the resignation
of i member of the board, and the resolu-
tion offered by one of the commissioners
both so recite in so many words, Had n
Ropublican succeedod Mr. Pontius when
his term of office axpired, no one wonld
have hesrd a word about workhouse man-
ngemoent. But because the board, acting
in o non-partisan  way, happened to re-
oloot n Demoorat, it is suddenly discoversd
that the Inw s all wrong and the com-
missioners are tho proper parties to oon-
trol.

The reasons for the proposed change in
the law and management are sot forth in
an ‘“‘address” over the slgnetores of
some execllont oitizens of the connty, but
the “address' 12 the work of one of the
commissioner. This “‘address’ begs the
entire gquestion In the outset, for if, as it
assorts, *'It 15 conceded by everyone whose
opinion is worth having, that, so fnr, the
mansgement of the workhonse has boen a
miserablo failare, " why neod *'everyone’
be appealed to to petition the legislatare
to amond the law?  ‘“Hveryone'' consti-
tutes pablic opinion, and if all are agreed
no such strenuous appeal would be neoces-

Fhe “*Address’’ says the commissloners
shopld saoceed the board for several
rensons:  First, Dbecnuse prisoners from
. other countles havo been taken and kppt
at a loss; second, heosuse the workhouse
has not been run in the interests of Stark
county; shird, because ‘a multiplicity of
hoards oreates a division of 1esponsibllity,
whioch ought to be avoldod wherever
possible s’ fourth, because the bosrd has
power torcontraot bills which the com-
missionors must pay; fifth, breause the
commissloners are electod by the people
and are responsible direotly to the people,
while the board is appointed and there.
fore not responsible.  The answer to
those arguments 1s not hard to make,

First, It Is untrue that prisoners from
other counties are being maiotained at o
logs, The cost of running a workhouse
inoludes the officering, gunrding, light-
ing, heating, eto, 1f only Stark county
prisoners were kept there would be a vory
trifling reduction in the cxpense, s the
wame oorps of officers and guards, and
the same exporse for lightiog and heating
and for repairs would remain, There

" 18 an actual profit In ths keoping of ench
prisoner brought in from an outside
county. The experiences of other work-
houses and prisoners show this, The
stato of Ohlo keeps from 600 to 700
prisoners for the U, S, governmont all
the time, making a handsome profit, and
these prisoners are maintainod st s less
dally prioe than Is pald to the workhonse,

Second, ''The workhouse has not bheen
ran in the Interests of Stark county.' In'
whose Interest has It boen run, then?
The board serves without compensation,
It was not run in the Intersst of the
board. The estimates made by the
oounty surveyor show rosd improvements
to the extent of 7,000, of which the
oou gots the entire beneflt, If the
commigslonirs mansge the workhonse
they must stil employ officers and gunrds
and pay ranning expenses, There s no
more reason to supposs that the oom-
mlulonu‘u will be more loyal to the in.

If there v sny
forvo in the argument the entire system
for the government of all  publio nsttu-
tions Is wrong, Thare 18 no clalm  that
the gentlemeon comprising the board are
dishonest, or that they bave contracted
unnecessary bills, or that tho commis-
sloners. would be more economioal in

in times past, And this brings us to the
fifth proposition.

The "“‘address’’ would I(mply that the
commissloners must . be more capable
than the board they appoint, because thoy
are re-elected by the people, while the
board is only appointed, 1t would appear
then that the commissioners have shown
B lack of capacity In this particular If
they have select«d a board incapable of
managing the workhouse, If this be
true, would it not cast grave doubs npon
the abillty of the commissloners to ma-
age the institution themselves?

Thoere is no desire to attack the com-
missloners, alther as s body or #s Individ-
unlg, but it is & matter of common notor-
lety that county commis$loners are not
generally selected from mh of most ox-
tonsive business cxperidn®e, Conceding
to the present commissioners the highest
Integrity nnd avernge a A may well
be questioned If privef® Individuals or
oorporstions, would select men of similar
oxperfence for the comtrol of equal
nmotnts of money. They have entire
management of the revennes of thix rich
county. They conteact for and proot all
our bridges and control our roads, ditchos,
ete,  Thelr presont responsibility 15 enor-
mous.  They have made no pledges of ro-
form in the managoment of the work.
house, nor have thoy expressed a doterm-
inntlon to better Its affairs, With thelr
manifold duties thoy could give It but o
divided attention. Tho board, on the
other hand, ls composed of professional
and business men of high standing, and
glves Its entire attention to the one in-
stitution. It has passod the experimental
stage. Since the beginning of the year
the workhouse has been self-supporting,
nnd many of the inmates are engaged on
contract work of a permanent and proflt-
able charncter, Can It be possible that
anyone wonld desire  the eredit of more
prosperous conditions at  the expense of
the reputations of the present board?

Lot us have no further cxperiments,
Conditions are Improving and there are
prospects of continued improvemont. Ex
perience. counts for much, Let well
enough alone

A CAREFUL INVESTIGATION

attempt is being made In the staw de
partmoent to deny the Imminence of o
orisis in Cuban affalre, as espeolnlly re-
‘ates to the relntions of this country and
Spain,  Senor De Lome, the Spanish
minister, Is vehement in his denial of the
genuineness of the lotter reputed to have
been written by him to a frined In
Havana. A committes is on its way
form the Cuban Junta in New York to
lny before the President proofs of the
nuthenticlty of the letter, in which the
President was reforred to as n pot-houso
politiclan. The Junta olaims to have
positive proof that the letter was wrltten
by De Lome. He will oortalnly be givan
his passports If the letter can bo traced to
bim. That would still further_cmphasize
the strained relations, for De Lome would
kick up s much of # muss us possible
Nothing will be done until the fucts are
known, and If it 1s found that the letter
was not written by him nothing will be
gald about it., In the mesntime it I8
known that both natlons preparing
for war or any condition that may spring
from the negotintions now golng on.
