roo'nliur sbape. On the southern end,
ike an arm extended down toward the
reat of Uncle San's territory and reach-
ing for a hand which should be out.
stretched to meet it, is a long, narrow
strip of land fringed with islanda 1t is
the width and length of this strip which
are in dispute,

The British, by the simple process of
fssuing & map on which the Canadian
government has put its seal of approval,
propose to grab a big slice of this strip
which bas so lately come to be of such
importauce. It is an old British trick.
That same map grabbing game bas been
playved by the same fellows all round
the world, It has won iu Africa time
and again. It is the same game against
which Venezuels made such s vigorous
protest. How it will succeed in Alaska
remains to be seen,

The Canadians have recently issued a
mew map of British Columbia in which
our strip of southern Alaska conast ap-
peara to have shrunk, like a flannel shire
in the hands of a poor laondress,. Wae
bad always flgured that this strip ex-
sendod as far south as Portland canal
and wos 85 miles wide, the boundary
line following the indentations of the
oonst. Burt this new Capadian map
shows that the boundary line leaves the
mainland at Cleveland peninsula, far
porth of Portland eapal, and from Moont
Bt. Elins follows the const closely, leav-
ing us ouly a narrow strip of besch here
and there,

By this new claim the Canadians seck
%o grab such important parts of south-
ern Alaskna ns Junean, the metropolis of
the territory; a large part of Douglass
lsland, including Douglass City and the

Ho 18 told that the primeval forests
have been coded to a British syndicate
and that if he wants to cut down a tree
he muost pay for it.

pleasure of yiclding 10 per cent of all
the gold he takes out to the Canadian
government, which gobbles every other
olaim discovered.

Just how far the Canndiang will go
toward enforoing their claims to Alas.
kan territory Ia s ques fon, but in the
past the British policy has always been
to grab everything in sight first and ar-
bitrate afterward if necessary.,

The Canadian government is repre-
sonted in the Yukon region by a foree
of abont 800 men of the northwestern
mounted police, commanded by Major
Walsh, These men are magnificently
equipped and well trained. Unocle SBam
bas less than 100 soldiers, commanded
by Lieuntenant Colonel Rancall. They
are there for the purpose of preserving
order,

But besidesa the little handfal of sol-
diers there will be many thousands of
Unecle Sam's oftizsens in the Yukon
country as soon ns spring has fairly be-
gun. They may submit tamely to the
many impositions which the Canadians
have prepared to practice on them and
they may not. It would be a bad piece
of business if the American prospectors
and the northwestern mounted police
should clash, but the unosupported
claimsof Cannda to Alaskan territory, if
persisted in, are apé to bring about just
such o orisla

At any rate thero i bound to bena
lively diplomatio discussion concerning
the boundary line, For over two yoars
n traaty providing for the fixing of the
boundary bas been pending in the
United States sennte. The treaty proba.
bly will be ratified thisspring, and com-
missionara will be appointed to settle
the boundary, If the British claim holds
good, Dyeaand Skagguay nnd Muir gla-
oler will be lost to the United States.

Up to 1884 both countries were prao-
tically united was to the boundary line
from Mount St Elins to the southenst,
Acocording to the terms of the treaty be-
tween Ruossia and Great Britain, the
United States in purchasing Alanska in
1867 acquired all of Ruseia's rights,

On all maps from 1827 to 1884 the
boundary line hus been in general torms

parallel to the winding of the coast and
80 miles from it. In 1684, however,

one of the Canadian maps showed a
marked deflection of this line at its
south end. Instead of passing up Port-

land channel the Canadian map showed
the boundary as passing up the Behm

canal, nn arm of the sea 60 or 70 miles
west of Portland channel, this change
having been made on the bare sssertion
that the words ‘' Portland canal,'* as in-

serted, wers erroneops.

There are three facts which go te

show that this map was incorrect, In
the first ploce, the British admiralty,
when surveying the northern limit of
thae British Columbinn possessions of
1508, surveyoed Portlund canal and not
Bebm canal and thus by implication ad-
mitted this canal to be the boundary
line; second, the region now claimed
by Eritish Columbia was at that time
occupled ne & military post of the Unit-
ed States without objection or protest
on the part of British Columbia; third,
Aunnette island, in this region, way, by
act of congress, four ycars ago set
a a8 n raservation for the use of
the Metlakabtla Indians.
Another changs was made st Lynn
cannl, the northernmost extension of
the Alexander archipelago, which runs
north of Junean and is the starting
point for the gold district on the Dyea
and Bkagguay routes. If the official
Canadian map of 18684 carried the bound-
ary line around this canal, another
Canadian map thres years later oarried
the line ncross the head of the canal in
such a manner as to throw its headwa-
ters into this rich territory.

The man who is directing the policy
of the Canadian government in this
matter and who will engineer the grab
if it is made in Clifford Bifton, minis-
ter of the interior. Ho is thoroughly fa-
miliar with the situation and already
knows all the ins and outs of the bound-
ary dispute, He is the official who re-
ocently visited Washington in conneosion
with the Klondike relief expedition,
He is shrewd and sharp and will un-
doubtedly see to it thas the boundary
line, now in & rather anstsble oondi-
tion, s pushed the right'way to pleass
Canadians.

ed, I have never seen It. It ls & mingling
of all other allks and the consoquent pro-
duction of a superb plece of goods, There
are several color combinations of thisnew
sllk, so that all tastes may be sulted, but
the lovellest one s whore eleotrio blue and
sllvary white are united in one perfect
fect ploture.

Tols sllk has been woven 40 Inches wide
#o that the new two plece akirt cun be out
from i, leaving the stripes to meet In
front in a V shoped design. It ls o heavy
oorded slolllenns weave, with alternate
three Inch stripes of heavy satin. The satin
woave Is the electrlo blue, The alternate
stripes are white, with a rich molre thrown
over thom, Themolre in some lighte hints
of the blue and sometimes the blue looks
noarly white, so that altogether the surface
shows a subtlo blending of the two, Faint
greon and Ivory, Ivory and old rose and a
dozen other oombinations of oolor are
brought together in this benaatiful silk,
which s rich enongh for acoronation robe,

The Intention s to have tralne of medi-
um longth to all gowns made of this silk,
which 1 could not flnd a name for, It goes
without saylng that no trimming is to be
put-upon the skirt, but po restriction ls
placed on the amount that may be added
to tho walst,

One pattern gown had tho walst round
and low in the neok and draped with
whita arepe llgss flchu, This began at the
corper of the right &lde of the neck and
waa fostooned to the left shoulder and car-
ried ovor » koot of electrio blue satin rib-
bon ns wide na tho stripe. The flohu was

In plalds tho blue and green i the now-
eat, and I shink it will prove very popular.
Platd 18 produoced In everything—silk, vel-
vot, velours, poplin, grenadine, gause and
baregea and even in the oottons. The
ginghams show the offood of the rage for
pinids, for, though thoy are nearly al-
wayn In plalded deslgns they are of a
kind entirely difforent from the regular
plalds found In other goods

The best ginghamae leave very little to
ochoose botween them and the wsllks In
point of appearnnoe. Thore are somo new
cotton mixed taffetns in lght colors, They
nro very ploasing to see and to feel. They
aro washable, Some of them are woven
with » sllken gloss and others are dull
surfaced. There are some very pretty thin
oottons in faint colors with small cheoks
outlined in siik thrends in difforent colors.
Wool and ootton are also blended in other
very pretty goods for everyday wear, This
6 also In fine chocks and plaids. In facs,
almost everything in the cotton and wool
wonves and most of the rest have chooks
or plalda,

Tho lawns, dimitles, plumetls, organ-
dlos, hatistes and peroalos are printed in
dainty floral designs, for whioh wo should
be duly thankful, ns they refresh the eye.
Nothing ocould bo more delloate or lovely
than these thin and filny fabrios. They
are not expensive——indeed one wondors
how all that besuty oan be provided and
gold so cheaply.

AN ALASKA MYSTERY

SOPPER RIVER AND ITS LEGENDARY
RICHES TO BE INVESTIGATED.

Daring Prospsetors Will Penetrate to Tta
Bonroe In & Searoh For Rich Gold Pine-
ern and the Fabled Mountaln of Puare
COopper—Porils of the Trip,

During the next few monthes the mys-
tory whioh bas for years hung around the
Copper river in Alaska will be dissipated.
Not n fow of the thousands who are evon
now pouring Into Alaska will out looso
from the genornl army of prospeotors ab
Bitka and go by Infrequont ta to Oros,
and thonce to Alaganlk, whioch s on the
north shore of the great delta of Copper
river.

Including the marshy {slands, sand bars
and small ohannels into whioh the groeat
stream s divided, the mouth of the river
18 ovor 00 miles In width and from tho son
to where the river divides 1s over 50 miles,

Copper river rises way up In the conter
of the southeastorn corner of Alaska and
flowas almost due south to the ocean. Its
source is somewhere in the Alaskan rango
of mountains, and It 18 hommed In by par-
allel mngos for most of it length. Its
bed {a a long, winding gorge or oanyon,
out out of the solld rock by anclent gla-
olers. On tho wost come in_many small
tributaries whioh rush down from among
the monntaing, The water is shallow and
swift, baving » fall of somo 6,000 feet In
840 milea. It 18 not navigable for even
the smalleat of stoam oraft and even canoes
and shallow bouts have to be poled or
towed through tortuous channels which
wind through ita rook strewn bed. The
Indinne profor to travel over its oourse in
winter whon 18 18 coverad with lce, but to
this mode of travel there Is a serfous draw-
back. From the middle of November un-
til lnte in Fobruary a terrible wind blows
nlwost oconstantly down the flumelike
onnyon, & wind so terrible that lving
orestures oan hardly faco it Of course
the wind 14 not notually continuous, but it
is #s0 nearly so that, considering the lack
of shelter afforded along Its desolate banks,
travel 1s hazardous at best.

But notwithstanding all these diffloulties
daring prospectors will probably penctrate
to itsa very source during the next 12

manths, for It 18 generally belleved the
untold wealth awaits the men who shall
face the dangers and explore ita upper
ronches. Placer beds have been found near
the mouth of the river, not flch In gold,
it is true, but rich enough to lead shrewd
prospectors to bellove that farthor up the
river aro placers which will equal those
along the Klondike.

But while the chanoes of finding gold are
supposed to be good there is an equnlly
alluring prospect based on the old tradl-
tions which led to the naming of the
river. Thaey tell storles of a mountain of
solld copper which rears n red peak up
somowhere near the source, a mountaln
which the Indians know about and which
thoy jealously guard, but which no white
man has ever soen and lived to tell about.
It is like the fabled amllver mountains of
tho Aztecs.

That the Indians geb copper from some-
whaere {8 most oertain, for it 18 n common
metal with them. Thoy make bullets,
knifo blndes, pans and other articles of it
They also bring down copper ore in which
gllver and sometimes gold is mixed, It s
woll known also that the Indlans are too
lazy to be miners and that If tho coppor
did not lle exposed on the surface they
would never take the trouble to use it,
Lieutenant Allen, U, 8. A., explored
Copper river in 1888 and nearly starved
through loss of supplies. Much rain fell,
80 that, although it was in April, sledging
wns noxt to lmpossible and the men slept
in the slush in sopping elothes for weeks.
Theo natives, who are known as Midnoos-
kies, or Btlok Indlans, have an anclept
reputation for hostility and are oredited
with nwmerous massacres of Amerlcans
as well o8 Russians, Reooent visitors to
Copper river deny this and say the Indlans
are intelligent and friendly.

In a rocent letter posted ab Alaganik a
Copper river prospeotor has this to say of
them: "“The Indians are not hostile. On
the contrary, they are mare than friendly,
They are 8 much finer, more intelligent
lot of men than any Alaska Indlans along
the coast and compare favorably with the
best examples of the Crows or Chippewns.
They are very olean, have a fine skin,
palnt very little, have a oclear, kind oye,
are very manly In sotlon and look you
square in the face when they talk.

“Wa travelod and camped with a band
of slx of thom for nearly ten days, off and
on, and in every camp found om ready
to help oarry our -f.\l short dlstances, to
help us get wood waber for eamp, and,
although they were ocurlous sometimes,
they never molosted a single article."

Tho same prospector, in desoribing his
MP up the river, saya:

The actual hardships sommencoon the
trip from the Bear House, for even under
favorablo nuspiocs a party with o loaded
boat can only make about two miles a day
and must work like heroes to even accom-
plish that digtance. They must be ready
to sleep upon a river bar, where the stones
vary from fine black sand to bowlders the
slze of one's bead; they must wos Mor-
phouslying ona lmr.oh of open swamp, with
the rain falling In torrente; Shey must
waork early and late and expeot %o be sonk-
od to thelr wolsts day after day; they must
be content with two hasty ‘meals aday,
and such mesls—bacon amd beans, then
beans and bacon, then bacon and beans,
ooffee and occonsionally n tough fapjaok,

“To I8 impossible o cook more when
pushing ahcad; then, again, blankets of-
ten get web, nnd there 1 no place to dry
them—no plonio even for men acoustomed
