Tho article respecting the matrimo-
nial advertisement in Wednesday's
Nows-Democr- at caused considerable
curiosity among citizens in general re
gardlng the party who caused the In
sertion of the adlet in thePhlladoiphla
Press. Reporters were dispatched to
look up tbo party who caused tho in
sertion 01 the advertisement, and ono
of them called upon Mrs. Emma Mc
Nichols, of 208 Kentucky avenue, this

r city. Mrs. McNichols was questioned
regarding tho advertisement and sho
evinced considerable interest at once
in tho matter, and tho reporter inter
rogated her further as to why it was
inserted as printed. Sho said:

"Yes, I know who pub tho advertise'
ment in tho Press, although I had
nothing to do with its out-
come and did not sanction it. A friend
of mine, J. C. Campbell, publishes tho
'Southern Home" at Atlanta, Ga. We

were friends Binco childhood and I re
ceived a letter from him sometime ago
asking mo if I would rent a postoffice
box for him and tako tho mall from
tho box and it to him. As a
friend I naturally wroto him that I
would do that, and I theroforo rented
the box asked for. The paper publish-
ed is a family paper and contains no
matrimonial advertising whatever, and
is printed twice a week. Of course I
visited tho postofflco and got a whole
lot of letters addressed to Box 160, and
with tho assistance of a friend I re-
directed them to the office of tbo papor
At Atlanta without opening any and
without knowing the contents of them.
I was not acquainted with the naturo of
the advertisement which was to be in-

serted at all or I would nob have
rented tho box, as I am not looking for
a husband and would not advertise in
such a way if I wero. I learned that
Campbell had the same kind of an ad-

vertisement inserted in the Cincinnati
Enquirer. I had nothing whatever to
do with tho information contained in
tho advertisement and cannot explain
why ho advertised 'n such a way. I
suppose ho was working to increase tho
circulation of his paper in such a way.
Tho fact is that Campbell has
a widow friend who is very
wealthy, whoso homo is at
Springfield, Ohio, but who is, at the
present time, in Atlanta, and it Is pos
sible that the advertisement is intended

Kfor her as Campboll receives tho mall
from mo unopened. Mr, Campbell is a
very nice man and I have known him
since childhood and ho would not bo
capable of doing wrong."

Tho roporter bad visited Box 169 at
tho city postofflco and discovered pack-
ed in it an unusually largo amount of
mall, mostly letters, and he enquired of
Mrs. McNichols if sho had recently call-,e- d

for tho mall.
"No, I haven's been to tho postofflco

for over two weeks and don't know how
much mall tbero is in tho box, bub I
guess I will have to send up to boo
.about ib "

"Will you open any of this mail?"
queried bbe reporter.

"No, ilr, Twill nob. I haven't any-
thing to do with tho mail that comes
to me through tho box, it doesn't be-'lon- g

to mo. I sooure my own mall at
my homo, bo why should I rent a box
if I had advertised In tho panor?"

Mrs. MoNiohols is tho widow of tho
lata Prank MoNiohols, who was a
prominent contractor in Canton, untlL
ho died, soveraryoars ago. nonasa
family of children.

EXPRESS COMPANY

PAID THE LOSS.

Mining Company Gets Money in
Place of That Stolen.

STILL WORKING ON THE CASE.

Officials and Dotectlvog Are Busy, Hat
Thoro In a Growing Suspicion

That They Knotr tho
Guilty Tarty.

The American express company of
ficials returned Tuesday afternoon from
tho village of Shorodsvllle, where they
went to mako good to tho Summers
Miming company the amount of tho
express robbery, and incidentally to
gain more-clue- s if possible to the per-
petrators of the crime. On their way
to Cleveland they stooped off in this
city and held a lengthy consultation
with General Superintendent Kennedy
of tho C. C. & S., regarding the case.
So far as can bo learned theyhau" noth
ing new to report, stating that they
had no further clues as to tho Identity
of the robber or robbers beyond that
first stated when they got the news' Of

the robbery. Express Agent Johnson
was tnorougmy questioned on
a number of points but he could shed
no more lighb on tho affair than the
statements which he made at the be-
ginning. So far bhe guilty fellows have
escaped detection, but the express
company has seoured the services of
soveral skilled detectives ,on the case
and ib is alleged that tho robbers will
eventually bo captured. There are
many rumors in circulation as to per-
sons seeing tho robbers in various cit-
ies, bub bhese have been sifted down
and nothing has come of them, and
they have shed no more light on tho
situation. The company acknowledges
its liability because the money had not
been turned over to representatives of
tho' mining company or receipted for
by them, and they therefore
turned over to the mining com
pany tno full amount of the
money stolen. Tho miners wore at
once paid off and general satisfaction
prevailed so far as bhey wero con-
cerned.

General Sunt. Kennedy was seon
Wednesday morning, and ho said:
"Tho olllolals returned TueBdav after
noon from Sherodsvlllo. They stated
that they had learned nothing of Im
portance concerning the robbery, but
that they would keep detectives In the
trail or tuo perpetrators of tho crime.
Thoy havo paid tho Mining company
tho amount of monoy stolen as they
wero uuuio lor tnab amount, not Hav-
ing turned tho package over to tho
Mining company before the robbery.
The express officials roturnod to Cleve-
land Wednesday evening. Agent John-so- n

could glvo them no moro informa-
tion than what they already possessed
wnen tney went to Bherodsvllle."

MUCH REDUCED.

But a Brief Amount Expended
Over and Above Receipts.

CONSTRUCTION OF BUILDINGS

Occasioned an Outlay That Kept tho Ex-
pense at a Higher Flgurolhnn

Thoy Otherurlto Would
Ilaro Itcaohed.

Tho roport of tho Stark county work
house directors and superintendent, for
tho quarter ending Juno ,'10, 1890, was
filed with counby commissioners
Wednesday morning. Tho reporb
shows bhab 188 persons havo boen re
ceived from bho 14 counbles sending
prisoners to tho county workhouso dur-
ing that period. There was a dally av- -

erago of 71 prisoners confined in tho
county institution.

Tho earnings for tho quarter is plac-
ed at $4,714.04. Expenses for tho pe-
riod including the amount expended
for tho construction of tho now factory
built In tho placo of tho
ono that burned, amounted $10,737.21,
Deducting irom tms sum bne cost ot
tho building $5,373.11 and tho amount
of tho earnings $4,714.04, leaves a bal-anco'- of

$653.00 as tho cost of main-
taining tho workhouso for tho poriod
mentioned.

As nrovlouslv nubllshed hv tho
News-Democr- at tho new facbory will
bo occupied by a Cleveland concorn
who will manufacture brushes.

Tho county commissioners, who havo
for somo time, shown a hostile dispo-
sition toward everything pertaining to
tho workhouse, aro loath to pay tho
bills coming in for tho new factory.
Commissioner Summer stated emphat-
ically Wednesday morning that he
would not sign a bill presented for
work on that building.

TWO BOYS DEAD AT PITTSBURG.

Another Hoy Kzplrod of tho Dread Dii-eu- se

at MoKuntiort, I'a. A Girl Met n
Similar Doath at WilhoMbarre uud a
Itoy at IlnrrlHlturj;.

IlAKRisnuno, July 12. Frank Weiss,
aged 15 years, was dying at his homo iu
this city as tho result of a Fourth of
July uccldout. Young Weiss was in-

jured in tho right hand last Tuesday by
tho explosion of a firo crackor and lock-
jaw followed.

Wilkesbarre, Pa., July 12. Miss
Maggie Jacobs, aged 17, living with her
parents in this city, mot a horrible
death from lockjaw.
