FILIPINOS BH1RN n.v

Those In Manila Now Appre-
ciate Our Methods.

LUZON EFFECTIVELY BLOCKADED.

"Tliioluils" Did Wliut Dig Ships Could
Not Agulnulilo Will Likely Ho Ito-duc-

to Using ltoinouiuilo Ammuni-
tion llonlth Conditions Improved,

Washington, July 28. Lioutonant
Eberly, flng lieutenant of tho Oregon
under Oaptuiu Barkor, arrived iu Wash-
ington from tho Philippines.

Lieutenant Eberly Bald Manila has
been cleaned on an American plan, tho
military authorities engineering tho
work with a largo forco of Ohiuamou
and friendly Filipinos. Tho vstroots
havo boon cloared of ancient accumula-
tions of filth and thoro has boon a
house-to-hous- o inspection, which is still
continuing. There has boon moro or
less native opposition to theso innova-
tions, but tho pooplo nro beginning to
ceo tho valuo of tho now measures and
to accept the ohaugo from tho old or-
der.

When tho Oregon arrived in march,
tho uativo population was dissatisfied
and in an ugly humor, oven in tho city
itself. Oabdrivors, hotolkcopora and
other somi-publi- o servants, rendored
servico under protest, and ovou turned
down American trado in somo instances.
Now, however, thoy have found out
that they are paid, a thine thoy did not
seem to be usod to, and finding Ameri-
can official promises carried out, thoy
accept tho now sovereignty cheerfully.

Compulsory vaccination created somo
opposition among tho natives at first,
but its boueficial effects boiug apparent
it has also been accopted.

Lieutenant Eberly says that tho
health of Manila is exceptionally good
and that oven among the troops on
shore, thoro was littlo sickness from
anything but heat prostration.

Ono of the most important naval
moves has boon tho distribution of tho
13 little "tinclads" among tho big ves-
sels of tho flcot on tho various stations.
Through theso small craft, ho says,
there is an effective blockade of the
whole of Luzon and 6omo boats havo
been sent to Mindanao, Nogros, Oobu
and Palawan. Most of the smuggling
of arms, ammunition and food sinco
tho arrival of rho American squadron
has beou done in small schooners known
as "bankers, " which can run through
tho island channels where tho fleot
could not follow them. Tho "tiuclad"
patrol boats havo beon doing business
witli those skimmers of tho seas re-
cently, ono patrol boat rounding up 18
"bankers" on a single trip. It is
thought that in a short timo Aguinaldo
will bo reduced to a supply ot purely
nomemaao ammunition.

Tho soldiers in and around Manila aro
now woll housed in pormanout quarters
or ueipo houses, winch aro built on a
bamboo framowork and aro cool and
dry. Even on tho outworks tho soldiers
had comfortable palm huts before tho
raiu set in, and, except for the intouso
heat, were vory comfortable.

Tho rains had not started in earnest
when Oaptain Barker and Lieutenant
Eberly sailed for homo. It was woll
understood then that tho rains would
cut off all transportation oxcept by rail-
way, and that is given as tho reason for
Lawton's abandoning San Isidro, there
being a big swamp between it and the
railway that is impassible during the
rains.

0ALAMBA 0APTUEED

BY QEN. HALL'S TE00PS,

Tour Soldiers Killed and IS Wounded.
Heroism of Two Oflicers Mrs.

I.aivton Showed Coolness.

Manila, July 28. An expedition
comprised of troops from San Pedro
Macati, Pasig and Morong, under Brig-
adier General It. H. Hall, captured
Oalamba, an important trading town
on tho south shoro of Laguna do Bay.
There was about two hours of sham
fighting during which four soldiers
wore killed and 12 wounded. Tho
trenches commanding tho harbor were
under water, but tho swampiness of
tho land mado tho work harder. Tho
troops boarded cascoos tho other night.
Tho forco comprised 100 of the Wash-
ington volunteers, 450 of tho Twenty-firs- t

infantry, 150 of tho Fourth cav-
alry and two guns of tho First artillory.
Theso and tho gunboats Napidan and
Oosto assembled opposito Oalamba tho
noxt afternoon. Crowds of pooplo in
carts and on foot wore soon ro.Bb.ing to
tho hills. Natives escaping from Oal-
amba iu canoes said 100 insurgents hold
the town.

A forco under Oaptain McGrath of
tho Twenty-firs- t infantry and Oaptain
Eltonherd lauded cast of the town, but
found a river intervening. Oaptain
McGrath and Lieutenant Batson Bwam
tho river under a fire from 20 Mauser
rifles. Having crossed tho stream tho
officers procured a casco to ferry the
troops over- - xne insurgents retreated
through tho town, shooting from houses
and bushes as thoy fled to tho hills.
Threo members of tho Washington rogi-mo- nt

waded from cas:oos through
swamps often shoulder oeop, whilo a
group of Filipinos concealed in hay-
stacks were shooting at them, until tho
Napidan focussed her rs and
Gatling guns on tho stacks for a fow
minutes. Most of tho work was done
boforo tho Washington voluutoors could
roach tho town.

Tho Filipinos loft threo dead. Of tho
casualties on tho American sido two of
tho killed and threo of tho woundod
wore members of tho Fourth cavalry
and two killed and eight wounded

to tho Twenty-firs- t infantry.
Thero was much shooting by amigos,

who emerged 'from tho, bushes with
white flags. After tho fight about a
dozen men holding up their hands and
shoutiug Oastillauos" mot tho Ameri-cavalr- y.

Even Spanish soldiers em-
braced tho Americans hysterically,
Thoro were 60 Spanish prisoners at Oa-
lamba, of whom somo woro civil offi-
cials and somo woro soldiers. Thoy had
been given tho choice of joining tho Fil-Ipin- o

army or becoming servants to Fil-
ipinos and chose tho army, intending to
Burronder at tho first opportunity. Most
at tha niyillans rftackfld the laaoriCttU

linos during tho flghtlmr, but Hie insur-
gents took others away with thenl in
thoir retreat.

General Hall captured 12 Filpiuoa
with guns.

Major General Henry W. Lawtou,
Prof. Dean O. Worcester of tho Amer-
ican Philippines commission, Mrs. Gen-
eral Lawtou and General Lawton's sou
accompanied tho expedition on board a
launch and sat coolly iu an unpro-
tected boat closo to tho shoro during tho
fighting, tho ballots splashing about
thorn.

Tho noxt day General Hall brought to
Manila tho Spaniards whom tho expe-
dition had released from captivity. Tho
samo day Lioutonant Larson, 'command-
ing tho Napidan, found a long missing
Spanish gunboat which had boon cov-
ered with bushes and fishnotn so as not
to rosomblo.a vessel. Tho Filipinos
having mot roinforcomonts and think-
ing that tho Americans had evacuated
tho town, descended from tho hills in-

tending to reocmipy Oalamba. Gon-ora- l
Hall easily drovo thorn back,

Goueral Hall will loavo a garrison at
Oalamba.

It was reported in Filipino circles in
Manila that tho insurgents recently

It was reported that $3,000,000 in Mexi-
can monoy will bo offered to tho insur-
gents for tho releaso of tho Spaniards.
General Jaramillo docliuod to confirm
this report.

Atlanta, July 29. Govornor Gaud-
ier has, sinco tho Baiubridgo sorios of
lyuchiugs occurrod.beon asked bv news-
papers iu various parts of tho country
to givo his opinion of tho raco question
in tho south. To ono ho said that bo-

foro tho ballot was thrust into tho hands
of tho negro, uuproparod for it and ut-
terly ignorant of its sanctity, of tho re-

sponsibilities of citizenship, notwith-
standing ho was a slavo, ho was happy
and woll contented.

But after his emancipation cr.mo his
enfranchisement and with his enfran-
chisement camo a hoard of carpet-baggor- s,

who took chargo of him when
his former mastor and protoctor, with
whom ho had livod for gouorationB on
the most friendly and oftor ovon on af-
fectionate terms, was by
tho partisan reconstruction laws.

Thoy falsely taught tho negroes that
tho sonthoru whito men woro sololy

for thoir onslavemout and
woro thoir worst and only onomios, and
that therefore it was their duty and
their interest to vote against them and
thoir party and opposo ovorything thoy
woro in favor of, favor everything thoy
woro opposed to in a word to hato
thorn.

Tho civil teachings had but littlo
permanent effect upon tho grownup
nogroos, but upou tho children, tho gen-
eration which has grown to manhood
sinco that timo, that effect has boon
most banoful.

A moro immodiato causo iB tho per-potu- al

intermeddling with tho relations
of tho races iu the south by fanatics and
fools.

Thep publish in the uewspapor grossly
exaggerated accounts of crimes commit-
ted against tho nogro in tho south aud
omit any uotico of tho crimes against
tho whito womou which provoked tho
retaliation. Thoy write iucoudlary let-
ters to turbulent negroes all over tho
Bouth, advising thorn to ann themselves
with Winchester rifles and for every
gnilty rapist who pays tho penalty to
shoot down tho first two whito men ho
meets.

Thousands of such letters havo beon
written to Georgia in tho last throo
months.
k Governor Oandlor says tho inter-meddle- rs

of tho north do not present a
respectable minority, and that tho law-
less and criminal negroes of tho south
coustituto less.

Rape is aft-muc- deplored by tho bet-
tor class of nogroos as by tho hotter
class of whito mou. But, as becauso
somo negroes commit rapo tho whole
raco sutlers, so, becauso somo whito mou
lynch ravishors, all tho whites of tho
south aro abused.

Another and a continual present causo
which contributes to raco friction is cor-
rupt politics.

Govornor Candler said ho bolioved a
restricted suffrage will remedy tho
pvils, that tho ballot bo given only tho
intelligent negro. As to tho disposition
to bo made of tho largo percontago of
illiterate negroes, tho govornor makes
no suggestion.
