12,—Cornelius Van-
derbilt, multi-milllonaire, and head of
the Vanderbilt family, died at 6:16 this
morning, at his home No. 1 West Fifty-
Seventh street. He had been {1l for
many months, He was suddenly taken
fll at mldnight, Physiclans were has-
tily summoned as he gradually grew
worse. The only members of the family
present were Mrs, Vanderbilt, Reginald,
Vvanderbilt's youngest son, and Gladys,
the youngest daughter. Albert, the fa-
vorite son, recently left for a tour of
the world Cornellus Vanderbiit, Jr., the
eldest son, whose marriage to Miss Jen-
nie Wilson two years ago displeased his
father, was not present. A second
stroke of paralysis followed by heart
trouble was the cause of death. Wil-
llam K. Vanderbilt, brother of the dead
millionaire, sald this morning:

“The death of my brother was sud-
den and unexpected, He was apparent-
ly in good condition on his return from
Newport last night.”

to play the star role at the opening of
the Ohio campaign, in Akron, two
weeks hence, with the expectation that
he would be a great drawing card. It
was the ldea that to make the event a
success in the matter of attendance,
with the Republicans disrupted and dis-
heartened, something In the nautre of
a novelty was needed for the firing of
the first gun, The fact that gince the
war with Spain there has perhaps been
no more notable character connected
with It within the arena of national
politics than the new governor of New
York, suggested him as the particular
brand of novelty for which the Hanna
managers were In guest. Nor was
the idea an erroneous one, so far as the
pyrotechnle feature desired was con-
cerned. It develops, however, that in
scuring Roosevelt, Chairman Dick ob-
tained something quite too good for
his purposes,

MADE A MISTAKE.

As goon as the public learned that
the famous colonel of the Rough Riders
was to make the opening address of the
campalgn a demand went up for him
to remain In the state and deliver ad-
dresses In many sections. In fact,
Roosevelt's name in this connection dis-
closed that he Is a much more popular
public man than the Hanna managers
ever dreamed. Great stacks of letters
have been recelved at the headquarters
requesting that Roosevelt be assign2d to
speak In this or that county. Under
these circumstances the Hanna mana-
gers came to a reallzation of the fact
that they have perhaps blundered In se-
curlng Roosevelt to appear in Ohlo at
all.

The swelling tide for Roosevelt has
been stemmed as far as possible by re-
fusing to accede to the demands for his
pregsence In Ohlo. The word has been
sent out that Roosevelt will only con-
sent to make one speech In this state,
and that further requests for him will
be unavalling. Chalrman Dick thils af-
ternoon when dsked regarding the pres-
ence of Roosevelt in the state, sald that
arrangements had been made for him
to deliver but one address.

Some who have beenirreverent enough
to go back of Dick's returns, however,
have ascertalned from New York that
Roosevelt has not been requested to
make more than one address in this
state. This, In the face of the declara-
tion sent out by Dick that he would not
consent to make more than one, Now
that the governor of rough riding celeb-
rity Is made aware of the reason why
he has not been requested to appear
for more than & ‘“one night stand,” In
Hanna's own state, doubtless he could
not be brought into Ohlo again during
the campalgn under any conslderation.

DIDN'T WANT HANNA,

In this connection it may be stated
just how it came about that one of the
Republican managers of Mahoning
county protested to Chairmah Dick
agalnst sending Benator Hanna Into
that section to speak. The Incldent was
mentioned in today's Enquirer, but the
manner of 1ts ocurrence was not glven.
It develops that the Mahoning county
man came to the state headquarters
with & request for an address by Roose-
velt, Chalrman Dick promptly declin-
ed the request, and replled that he
would gend Senator Hanna Instead.

TRUSTS.

McKinley was elected president In
1806 through the influence of the money
power,

Trusts poured out the money needful
to buy votes to the extent of at Jeast
£3,000,000, aes admitted by Republican
leaders, and it i# belleved by Intelligent
Democratse that five times that sum was
expended,

One of the leading features of the
campalgn was the efforts of the army
of commercial travelers known collo-
quially as drummers, to secure ballots
for McKinley, the alleged advance
agent of prosperity. What reward his
been glven to this army of drummers
for services rendered?

The answer to this guestion may be
found in the testimony, before the in-
dustrial commission, of P, E. Dowe,
pregident of the Commercial Travelers'
league. The figures that he submitted
ghiow that the organization of the trusts
had resulted in throwing 356,000 salesmen
out of employment and In reducing the
salary of 26,000 more. President Dowe
estimated that the annual loss to the
galesmen on account of loss of employ-
ment and reductions aggregated §60 000, -
000; to the hotels, $28.000,000, and to the
rallroads, $27,000,000, because of the lops
of patronage,

Perhaps the commercial travelers
may now regret their display of zeal in
behalf of a man whose election has
caused loga of employment In many
cases and reduction of salaries in most
cnses,

In making his statement the witness
sald: "The great tobacco combines
threw out about 3,000 salesmen. the
Continentnl Tobacco Co. telegraphed
the discharge of 350 men In one day:
the baking powder trust has dispensed
with all excepting half a doxen men.
I know of two salesmen digcharged by
the trust who were formerly In tthe em-
ploy of thte Cleveland Baking Powder
company, one recelving a galary of £5,000
a vear, the other $4500. Thelr routes,
with other discharged salesmen, are
coverad by one agent at $48 o week

In 1806 the drummers had to work
for McKinley under duress and In fear
of loging thelr situatlons, Now a large
per cent. of them have been discharged
regardless of what they did, They will
be heard from in 1900,

ment that it will enable the trust® to
advance wages, cheapen products and
make laborers stockholdere and ownera
of the companies. Great heavens! Was
@ver more bitter Irony or insult spewed
upon mankind! And yet this s pre-
cigely the argument made by one Plerre
Lorillard, In o recent lssue of the New
York Herald., We understate, If any-
thing, the appalling filgures and ridie-
ulous claims of the trusts, as outlined
by their advocate, And vet what are
the people going to do about 1t?

ployment by trust organizations, their
wages have been reduced and the rall-
ronds and hotels have suffered corres-
ponding losses. This is only one item
in the hig bill of accounts that the peo-
“le will audit at the next presidential
election. Mark Hanna mavy aegain be
ahle to squeeze the trusts for milllons of
dollars of corruption funds, with which
to buy the popular vote for MeKinlev,
but the army of eommercinl traveling
men will be cautlous in glving their
votes to the boss.
