Washington, Sept. 16. Mr. Louis
Schade, the well known German-America- n

lawyer and editor of the Washing-
ton Sentinel, has the following to say
In regard to the Ohio campaign:

"Mr. McLean Is sure to receive a
large vote. The labor element Is very
friendly to his candidacy; and with
the people generally ho is popular. The
people of Ohio know that he has always
been a stanch supporter of organized
labor.

SIGNS OF REVOLT.
"The fight in Ohio, although not a

national one, will, nevertheless, be a
reconnoissance In force which will de-
velop the strength and weakness of the
enemy. So also those who are more
intensely Interested in natloal ques-
tions than in the important issues of
the state will fraternize with those
who care more for state Interests, and
will work with them side by side.

"The recent fight In the Eighth Con-
gressional district of Missouri was
made entirely upon the imperialistic
question, and demonstrates to the
voters of Ohio that they may look
forward to the same issue clearly
defined in their campaign.
