THE POSTMASRTER EXPLAINS

Workings of Uncle Ham's New Arrange-
ment Which Permits Menders Of Vala-
whie Letters to Reglster Them
Without Leaving Home.

Masslllon, April 30.—~SBaturday after-
noon Postmaster Shepley recelved the
necessary Instructions for putting into
operation the new system by which
residents of the clty other than those
In the business portion of the city, may
reglater, letters at thelr homes, the
registering belng done by the carrlera.
Postmaster Shepley I8 not overly en-
thuslastie in his comments on the new
system of registration. He stated to
the News-Democrat représentative that
in his opinlon the government would be
wise In ralsing the salaries of some of
the overworked clerks In the offlce In-
stead of spending money for the in-
crease of service In a direction where it
would be little appreciated and only
used in comparatively few Instances,

The circular from the postofflce de-
partment gives Information on the sub-
Ject which is of Interest to the gublic.
In the first place only leljers can be
registered and they must be ready when
the carrier calls, for he is forbidden on
pain of dismissal, to walit even a frac-
tion of a minute longer than is neces-
sary to write the receipt. The envelope
must bear the name and address of the
sender and he gust have the postage
and registry fee postpaid, either with
stamps attached or In money, the ex-
act amount to be pald to the carrier. If
for any reason these provisions have
not been complied with, the carrler is
obliged to refuse the letter, He then
leaves a card glving the directlons in
full, but under no clreumstances, is he
permitted to verbally explain the modus
operandl of the system, If it is found
at the office that a letter is unmallable
the sender is at once notified of the faot,
The registry fee for letters, foreign and
domestie, is eilght cents in addition to
full postage.

THE LOOTERS
HAVE IT FIXED.

Commission May Grant Fran-
chises at Pleasure.

AN OPPORTUNITY FOR GRABS,

The Poor Porto Ricans Will Have to Saffer
An Usunl While Others Mako s Mint
Of Moaney off Thelr
Grants,

(Special Correspondence.)

Washington, April 20 —Everybody
who understands the true Inwardness
of the Puerto Rican situation must
sympathize with the trusts who worked
#0 hard to get o chance to loot the
island, with the Republican party,
which sacrificed so much to grant thelir
desires and with the president, who
trled so hard to get permission to com-
plete the deal. At this moment of
writing, It cannot be told positively
whether the resolution authorizing the
continuance of army officers In their
posts until next August, together with
the amendment limiting the disposal
of franchises added by the house, will
becon e & law or not. If it does, it will
become 8o at the eleventh hour, but it
seems more probable that It will fall
altogether,

The whole scheme was such &
beautiful one that It 18 almost a pity
that it falled, The original tarift bill
and government bill, it will be remem-
bered, was fixed up by the senate com-
mittee on Puerto Rico, of which Sena-
tor Foraker is chalrman. There waa
no chance to debate the government
features and so the trusts and corpora-
tions and looters managed to have In-
serted a little joker, providing that the
executive council of the Island should
have authority to grant franchises
without the least limitatlon—perpetual,
non amendable, Irrepealable, exempt
from all taxation, franchlses without
making any compengation to the Island
government for them. Even the tiny
little franchises of the citles of the
Island were included 1In this vast
scheme. The city government of San
Juan, for instance, if it is ever constitu-
ted, may find the streets of that city
glven away to street car companies,
posglbly with provisions that no othery
companles shall ever be permitted to
compete with them,

The bill was rushed through the
house under the party lash and became
& law with these provisions unchanged.
But then the trusts and looters wanted
men appointed on the executive coun-
¢il who could be depended upon not to
make mistgkes In dealing out the ple.
Thelr men were too well known and
it was feared that they would stand a
chance of rejectlon even by the sub-
servient senate. So they got the presi-
dent to ask time to select the appoin-
tees, Inslead of May 1, the time pre-
acribed by the bill, he asked that he be
allowed till August 1, after the senate
had adjourned, so that no confirmation
would be possible untll it met again
next December, Long before the latter
date, the council could be called upon
to make a clean sweep of the island
franchises, The senate passed the
resolution as asked, but the house in-
sisted upon amending it so as to limit
the franchises and mate them, as they
are made In every state of the Unlon,
for a fixed term only, and subject to
amendment or repeal.

The penate refused to accept this,
and a disagreement was the result of
the conference between the two houses,
and unless Senator Foraker returns
from New York before Monday the
Puerto Rican civil government bill will
g0 Into effect before the resolutions can
be passed. Representatives Cooper and
Jones, of Virginia, and Senator Cockrell
insigted that the house amendments re-
garding franchises should remaln in the
bill, but Benator Foraker and Perkins
and Representative Cannon, who voted
for the amendments in the house, were
not 8o much impressed with their neces-

alty, 8o the conference falled. BSena-
tor Foraker announced that he was
compelled to go to New York, and

would not return before Monday, so It
Is expected the resolutions will fail, as
after the clvil government bill goes
Into effect on Tuesday the resolutions
will be of no avail.

Now, the situation is just this. By
insisting on the right to appoint their
men, the lootergs have drawn the at-
tention of the country to the audaclous
scheme and have Imperlled (ts suc-
cess. The Republican party has de-
clared Itself opposed even to “‘reason-
able" restriction on the robbers and has
in so much imperiled itself. If the
resolution falls the clvillan appointees
must be selected at once and must be
confirmed by the senate, instead of be-
ing appointed in a hole and corner way,
later on, If the resolution , the
scheme of plunder will be blbcked in
elther event, there will not be such an
overwhelming mass of loot to draw on

for the campaign funds this fall.
