rourth avenuo. The Park hotel caught
flro at 2:45 o'clock. Tho building Is
not fireproof, and tho police had a
hard time In rescuing tho gucuts.

The armory building occuptoJ en-

tire block within the limits described
above, and last night a drill was In
progress. It Is supposed that tho flro
was started by the expliwion of a mag-
azine. This building is in ruins.

FROM ROOF TO DEATH.
Two men, whoso names have not

been learned, attempted to escape' by
going to tho roof. Both Jumped from
the roof, later, and ono was instantly

, killed, tho other was fatally Injured.
A llttlo after 3 o'clock, tho four up-

per floors of the hotel wore a mass of
flames, and the flro was spreading
.down through the structure. It was
then apparent that tho hotel was
donated. Just at thla time a woman
In her night clothes appeared at a

, window on the fifth floor and flung
herself headlong to tho portico ovor
tho main entrance. It is believed that

"she will die. Two bodies wero found
on the fifth floor by tho firemen, and
two more wero fomd In other parts
of tho building.

EXPLODING AMMUNITION.

After tho flro had been subdued at
Bv o'clock, it broke out afresh on tho
seventh floor while tho panic-stricke- n

guests" wero returning to their rooms
for their valuables. A new panic en-
sued and tho guests again fled In terror
to tho street.

Ammunition exploded in the Seventy-f-

irst regiment armory, felling the
walls with a succession of shocks nnd
crashqs, and the danger that great
quantities of dynamite stored in sub-
way structures closo by would bo do--

FIREMEN, WERE HKROES.
Tm flremeaf(worked lyce heroes, is

tho face of a terrible storm of rain and
sleet Slush kneo-deo- p blocked tho
flro apparatus on Its way to tho sreuc.

The panic that followed tho first
outbreak ot fin men was Indescribable.
On ovory floor guests nppeated In their
night clothes or bath robes. Thoy
siiTleked Tor nid In ihiir fienzy nnd
clamored out on icy window sills. Two
women apepared at tho second Door
window, Immediately above tho grand
entrance. They clambored out on tho
cornlco and leaped to tho sidowilk
whero they fell lnsonsiblo. Somo of
tho fatalities wero tho result of .ho
fearful panic which followed tho cries
of flro. Several Jumped to death from
high windows; others wero suffocated
in groping for stairways.

Barcelona. Feb. 21. The strikers to

day attacked tho Jail In an attompt to
rcucuo their comrades who wero Im-

prisoned, met a determined resistance
by the troops and wore finally repuls
ed with heavy casualties, Sympathy
with tho strikers Is shown by the la-

bor organizations in London and
Paris, who havo sent money to aid in
obtaining their demands.

Madrid. Feb. 21. Tho strike situa
tion has been become so serious at
Saragassa that martial law has been
proclaimed there. Tho strike con-
tinues to spread. Vails, Villa France,
Lasnor, Gueneas, Lobregray and
Cardonler aro all affected.

Iondpn, Feb. 21. A Madrid dis-
patch says the conditions In Barcelona
this morning showed Improvement
The arrests of anarchists continue, and
stringent measures are being taken to
protect trade and traffic. Food Is

scarce and tho distress In-

creasing. Tho soldiers who are luke-
warm In their allegiance to tho gov-
ernment, have been approached by Re-
publican leaders and urged not to usp
arms against striken. '

Trains cannot enter the city, the
rails having been torn up.

Number of
Italian anarchists havo arrived hero
and aro fomenting discord among the
working classes.

Bilbao, Spain, Feb. 21. Anarchists

Prices Are Going Higher
and Higher.

CLOVERAND TIMOTHY

Ara Expected to Advance--Farme- rs

and Gardeners Will
be Affeoted by the

Rates.

Tho "Indications aro that farmers
will have to pay high, not only for
timothy and clover seeds, but for gar-

den seeds of all kinds next season.
This Is a matter ot somo moment to
people of tills section, as tho region
immediately around Canton Is getting
to bo one Immense truck patch, on

which all eorts of small frluts and
vegetables aro raised in largo quanti-

ties. Tho coming season gardeners arc
preparing to plant more extensive-
ly than over.

Tho scarcity of seeds Is duo to the
unfavorable season last summer. With,
tho gardeners ot this section there
was an 'almost total, failure of - crops,
aud the same conditions existed In the
great Boed producIhg.sqcUons.

PniCB A BIO FACTOR. f
Tho priceof seeds has little Interest

to tho persons who buy a few small
packages for kitchen gardening, but
to the large gardener It Is a big factor.
Tho present wholesale price of peaa Is
nearly double what It was last year.
Beans aro also said to be scarce and
while tho small packages sold usually
may not be higher, when they aro
sold In any quantity tho rate will bo
very much above that ot last year.

In timothy and clover seed the
farmers aro especially interested.
Large quantities will havo to bo
bought for spring seeding. The dry,
summer put a check to the second
growth clover last season and tho re-

sult was that thoro was little clover
seed produced In this section, The
crop all over the country ia limited
and the result will be much higher
