The
aepociation will never be satisned
with anything save an unconditional
surrender on the part of the strikers"

Levy Mayer, counsel for the Em-
ployers Association made this state-
ment to a reporter for the Publishers

Press after a meeting of the assocl
ation held at the Unlon League club
which had lasted nll the afternoun
and well Into the evening. It was
the' length of this meeting that led
many to believe that the employers
had deviged some new plan by which
peace and an end of the teamsters
gtrike might be secured,

Mr. Levy Mayer saw the Publish-
erg Press reporter in his room at the
Auditorium annex. -

“1s it true,” he said, “that I would
not be interviewed this afterncon.
The only reason for that was that
L was too busy. 1 authorize you to
gtate now, KHowever, that at this
afternoon’s meoting—which meeting,
by the way we propose to continue
day by day untll we have forced thia
strike to an end—wns held solely for
the. purpose of formulating plans by
which the stores throughout the eclty
will be able to carry on thelr bhusl
ness, Nothing regarding ‘peace'’-=
Mr, Mayer's volee was scornful as he
uttered the word—"was talked about
and T am quite ¢ertain no one at the
meating even thought abont it. Un-
conditional surrender on the part of
the strikers—that is the only way
that the men who went out will be
able to regain thelr positions and
even then the employers will reserve
the right reject the applieations of
men they may think undesirable.

“We claim now, a8 we always have
claimed, that we have a perfect, God-
given right to run, our business as we
please as long as we ohey the laws
and we certainly intend to do so. The
gtrike now I8 virtually broken. In a
soeek delivery waguna will be running
as usual,

“As o protection, 1 auvthorize you
to say that beginning with today we
bave had it. The police did not glve
it to us. Sheriffi Barrett and his men
have dome so and there will be no
need for troops, I could say a great
deal against the action of the polles,
but there {s no need of that now
that the sheriff has taken command
He will see that the law I8 enforoed
and that is all we ask.

“"As to the statement made by Mr,
Shea that we have Ineited riot in
order to' force the mayor or the
governor to eall out the troops, that
Is all nonsense. - Our very striking
move in bringing Sheriff Barrett in-
1o the strike glves the lle to that
absurd assertion.'

A secret meeting of the committes of
the whole of the Chicago Employers
Association was held late today at the
Union Labor Club. It was commonly
reported that the object of the meeting
was to discuss an entirely new plan
by which the teamsters’ strike might
be brought to an end, but at the con-
clusion of the meeting none of those
who attended could be Induced to talk.

Previous to the meetthg Edward C,
Young, of the First Illinols Cavalry,
visited the office of Levy Mayer, the
counsel for the pssoclation. At the
concluglon of fhis meeting the officer
denied that his presence had anything
to do with prospective calling out of
troops. He declared It pertalped to the
interests of the firm, Belding Bros.,
which I8 threatened with trouble be-
cnuge of the strike,

To the onlooker, the strike tonight
l_s ns sevious as ever. All day there
hag been more or less rioting. Many
men, some of them unionists, others
strike breakers were taken 1o hesplials
with broken heads as the result of
fights In the strects. No oane, however,
wns fatally Injured. As on previous
days, the drivers of conl wagong were
looked upon with the most enmity by
the strikera and thelr friends.

The chief of police today declded
to take drastie measures lo stop the
rioting and to that end he directed his
men to arrest all men and women, too,
who followed carts through the streets,

“These people,” he gald, may follow
these carte out of curlosity or they
may not. One thing Is cortaln and
that {8 that they canse fighting and |
proposg¢ to teach them a lesson, 1
promige them that if they are arvested
they will be heavily fined."”

SBherlff! Barrett, who ls In control of
the situntlon, declared that he and Lis
men are working In perfect acoord
with the chiel and that the latter's
orders will Le earvied out to the letter
by his deputles,. Scveral of the latter
refuged Lo do strike duty today and
were threatened with arvest by the
sheriffs. The threat caused most of
them to contluue work,
