GERM DISCOVERED

IDENTIFIED BY BERTILLON METH-- .

OD AND THUMB MARK8.

Authorities' Will Nov Proceed to
Work the "Third Degree" and

'Arrest the Culprit.

New Orleans, La., Sept. 25 The yel-
low fever germ line been discovered.
Careful tests made during a period of
four wcekB at tho Emergency hospital,
by Dr. P. E. Archlnard, Dr. J. Blerney
Guthrie and Prof. J. 0. Smith, a biol-
ogist of world-wld- o fame, have result-
ed In tho discovery, identification and
posltlvo proof of the germ whoso con-
veyance by tho s'tcgomgia mosquito,
causes yellow fever In all whom It In-

oculates.
The' discovery was mado two weeks

ago In tho clinical laboratory of the
hospital, but no announcement wuu

'mstrtd 'until absolute Identification and
proof was secured. This has now been
proved to the satisfaction of tho phys-
icians. In nearly a dozen cases yel-

low" fever was diagnosed on tho ap-
pearance of tho germ In the patient's
blood, nlthough thcro wcro no other
signs of yellow fever. It is stated
that Dr.. Guthrie, who first made these
diagnoses, was laughtcd at for insist-
ing that certain persons had yellow
fever when they displayed no symp-
tom. In every such case, however, the
patient Iirquestlon developed fever af-
ter an interval of from 1 to 3 days, and
in not one single case has tho test
failed.

This Is beyond question ono of the
most radically Important discoveries
in tho Held of medicine, for fifty years,
or since Pasteur made his famous
experiments with cholera. Any physi-
cian, It is said, can identify the dis-
ease in the first stages before ordinary
recognized symptoms have declared
themselves. It furnUhes an Indisput-
able test of tho scourge of the tropics
and cannot bo confounded with th
germs of malaria or meningitis or an
of tho diseases whuch resemblo yellow
fover In its first stages.

Tho official announcement has not
been made and will not bo mado'
throughout the secular press. Dr. Ar-
chlnard preferring to spealc through
the medical Journals In giving the.

to the world.
Official figures Issued by tho Marine

Hospital servlco show the fever, is be-

ing wiped out hero. September, in
past years, has always been worse
than any other month for yellow fever,
but exactly the opposite Is shown this
year, .(from August 1 to August 24,
this year, jthero wero reported l,30o
cases pf yellow fever, wlth'169 deaths'
from tie disease. Tho death rate for
thosot twenty-fou- r days, was 13 per
cent.i From September 1st to Septem-
ber 24th, thero were reported 912
cases, and 90 doaths. The death rate
for those twenty-fou- r days, in Septem-
ber was 10 per cent.. Up to, and in-

cluding July 31, thero had been report-ed- ,
as nearly as could bo estimated,

294 cases and 57. deaths, making the
death rate for tho period 19.38 pe"
cent. There were 393 fever cases, and
79 fewer deaths reported in September
than August and the death rato was
erectly decreased. . , . v
