BRIBERY FUND

WAS UNCOVERED IN THE INSUR-:
ANCE INVESTIGATION

To Defeat the Mortgage Tax Bill
$25000 Was Spent on the New
York Legisiature Last
Seesion.

New York, Dee. 20—Twenty-five
thoueand doliars was spent by insur-
ance companles, banks and trugt com-
panies in an effort to defeat the mort-
gage tax bill in the New York legisia-
ture last seagson.
