Paris, March 8.—Fcllowing the de-
feat of the government on a vote of
confidence before the Chamber of Dep-
ulles yesterday the entire cabinet,
headed by Premier Rouvier has re-
gsigned.” The resignation of the minis:
try followed an exciting scene in the
thamber.

The downfall of the ministry came
over the ecclesiastical question whicl
has been the subject of so much con-
troversy ever since the law decreeing

the separation of church and state
was finully passed, Coming at this
partieular moment, when France oc
cupies such a delicate position at the
Algeciras conferénce on Mococean ar-
fairs, and is believed by many to face
a possible war with Germany, the res
ignation of the ministry I8 an event
the seriousndgss of which cannot be
over-estimatad.
CHURCH QUESTION.

The church question was brought
prominently to the fore today when
severa] deputles interpellated the gov-
ernment in regard to Lthe various In-
ciients in connection with the aking
of the inventories of property provid-
ed for in the separation law. From
the moment #he authorities began to
take these inventories there  have
been troubles which have spread all
over the country and serious rioting
which hus been masked with blood-
shed has ocourred. Catholics have
been greatly aroused by what they
called the desecration of the cathed-
rals. by the entranee of the French
offiglals,

Only Tuesday night there was a
church riot in which one man was
kiiled and this cnused the question to
be sprung In the chamber today when
the government was questioned in re-
gard to the manner in which the law
requiring the taking of inventories
was o be executed in the future.

RESORTED TO VIOLEN ¥

The Nationalist orators reproached
the government for resorting to vio-
lencs to take the inventories, while
the Soclalists on the other hand charg-
ed that the government had been guil-
ty of & lack of firmness in making any
concesslon to the Nationalists. Af-
falrs reached a climax when Deputy
Lasies, in an impassioned speech, de-
clared that the Catholics of France
are treated worse than the Moham-
of. Algerin, because the
pledges of the government to the lat-
tor have been kept, while the prom-
ises muade to the Catholics have been
broken.

The attack upon the government on
this subject became so bitter that Pre
mier Rouvier, after vainly explaining
that the government had been forced
to tale the course which has been
pursued, and intended in the future to
proveed to the execution of the law
requiring that the Inventories should
be made, demanded that the govern-
meént should be given a vole of confl-
dence.

CHANGE IN SENTIMENT.,

The Nationalists and Soclalists who
have brought out the challenge from
the premier quickly accepted the offer
and the vole was taken. The BOvVern-
ment was defeated by 2087 to 234,
This showed a remarkable change in
sentiment on the part of many depu-
tles sinee the separation bill passed,

. when it was given a good majority.

The downfall of the government
came on the very first crisis which
has arisen since President Fallieres
took office February 18, and was most
aunexpected as there was no inkling
when the debate opened that it would
have guch a sensational conclusion,

Davis Rallroad & Coal Company, four-
fifths of the stock in the Minernl City
Supply Company, besides B10 shares
in the Canton State bank which was
capitalized at $300,000,

Davis also admitted he owned var-
fous pleces of real estate in Can-
ton.

The retirement of the ministry at
this time may be attended with re-
sults disastrous to France and it is
hardly considered possible that the
full significance of what the fall of
the government ai this juncture would
mean was known when the vote was
taken, This may lead (o the making
of overturea to have Premier Rouvier
and his ministers retain their port-
folios for the present at least.

Action of the Cabinet Dencunced.

Paris, March 8.—Not in many years
has this ecity been in such a state of
excltement as followed the announce-
ment that the HRouvier cabinet was
out and the premier and his assooci-
ates were roundly denounced on all
gides for their precipitate action al a
time when the foreign relations of the
nation were in so critical a state, The
feclng Is general that the French
delegates to the Algeciras convention
will be placed in an embarrassing po
sition at the change of government at
this time although the Morocean sit
uation had no direct bearing on Lhe
withdrawal of Mr. Rouvier and his as-
sociates.

DRAMATIC SBCHENE.

The scene in the chamber following
the failure of the vote of confidence
in the government was dramatic in
the extreme. M, Rouvier watched the
tally of the vote closely, and so soon
as he realized that bhe had lost he
sprang to his feet and in a voles
quivering with emotion, but which
could be heard in the most remole cor-
ners of the room exclalmed:

“The government under the eircum-
stances cannot be expeécted to take
any further interest In the remainder
of this debale.”

Then, followed by his associates,
he withdrew to bhis own foom and o
few minutes later the resignation of
the cabinet were in the hands of the
president.
