members of the Cuyahoga legislative
delegation pnd plans to Introduce an
anti-ra- t bill early in the next session
ot the general assembly.

As a preface to his legislative
movement against rodents, Kepre- -,

sontatlve Hill has been consulting
with Statb Health Office Probst. He
expects tho health ofllcer to a?sl&f in
creating reutiment against the un- -j

lucky rat by sending a circular letter
over the state setting forth the lurk-
ing dangers of disease that follow In
the wake of scurrying rodonts.,

I "I believe that the general health
conditions In the state would bo vast-
ly Improved If rats are exterminat-
ed," says the Columbiana statesman.
"They carry disease whorever they
go. It Is a peril that must be eradi-
cated.

"Anyone who has made any study
of the subject-know- s that rats largely
feed on decayed mattor. They get
into cellars where food for human
consumption is stored and contamin-
ate It, spreading typhoid and similar
diseases.

SOCIETY MEETING

The annual festival of the Stark
County Horticultural society was held
at Nlraisllla park, Canton, on Wed-
nesday, June 20.

Tho weather bolng rather lowering
in tho morning the attendance was
somewhat delayed, and the rain that
came about 11 o'clock no doubt pre-

vented many from putting In an ap-
pearance By the noon hour over
one hundred people had arrived on
the grounds and brought with them
good cheer and all that was nocossary
to make this one of tho most delight-
ful meetings of the year. Happily
about noon the clouds cleared away,
the weather was lovely, . and many,
more from the cly and uearby came
for the afternoon,, session.

At 1:30 President Hanna called the
meeting to order. Minutes of May
meeting read and approved. William
Hershoy and William Bechtel were
appointed to collect membership duos,
and Mrs. Ona D, Myers and Mrs. A.
J. Shaffer were appointed to taKc
charge of the flowets n the place pr
the regular committee who all were
engaged- - In serving the dinner or
ice cream.

DR. YOUNG'S ADDRESS.
The essayist not bolng present Dr.

Young, of the Canton college, was
called upon for somo remarks, who
kindly rsponded With a-- well fitting
talk on "Why Should We Educate Our
Young People for the Higher Duties
of Life?"

He said all of us agree that the
highest power of tho home, of a na-

tion, depends upon the degree to
which the educational faculties of the
people have been developed. Many do
not stop to realize the value of a good
education. We never get through
learning, either by study or by experi-
ence.

It is a right that we should use our
power to develop the man physically,
but It Is equally right that we should
use our power to cultivate and de-

velop the mind that It may attain to
its highest capacity, bo that degree
groat or small.

Many of us do not know the possi-
bilities that lie in tho mind of the
child of the home. If we knew the
influence, the power he or she could
or would exert in the home, the
church or the nation, we would put
forth more effort to cultivate and de-

velop' that power that It might attain
to the highest and best duties of life.

The question is otten asked shall
we educate this boy or girl? Yes; but
all minds do not have the same ca-

pacity and it does not seem meet to
spend $2,000 on a boy or girl;
but the intellectual faculties of the

boy or girl should bo develop-
ed to the highest degree attainable,
that he or she may use their best
power to the greatest good. God has
given us a soul power to exercise,
mental faculties to be developed, that
we may be better fitted for the high-

est duties of life. ., . ,

' This address all through was listen-
ed to attentively ,and received with
applause.

President Hanna followed with a
few remarks, saying no doubt we all
realized the truth Sn 'Dr. Young's
address. C. W, Faust added that
many powers have been wasted and
squandered because not rightly di-

rected in early life.
STRAWBERRIES.

C. W. Faust was requested to say
somothlng about strawberries Ho
said he had not given the strawberry
the attention the past few years that
he did formerly, but kept In touch
with the business, and predicted, that
the use of this fruit will increase be-

yond our expectations, because of the
Improvement In the berry, Its early
fruitage and because it gives a
fair compensation for the labor be-

stowed. He emphasized the idea that
no fruit is' so wonderfully influenced
by the different soils as the strawber-
ry, hence the necessity of the grower
knowing the varieties suited to his
soil and then to plant accordingly.
The name originated from the berries
being strung upon straws and sold in
that manner, also, being mulched
with straw, hence the name strawber-
ry. The perfection thus far obtained
in' the strawberry, and the practically
few varieties 'that are cultivated, have
been developed out of thousands ot
seedlings, He made particular men-
tion of one basket of fine berries on
exhibition, which is a seedling that
was developed by J. O. Stump near
by Canton. The berry Is largo, finely
colored, finely flavored and far ex-

ceeds many varieties now on the mar-
ket. He gave a plan by which a berry
field could be rid of rust, and like
disease. This plan is successful as
practiced by a man who grows 70
acres. This roan in July mowed down
tho plants and let them dry, and burn-
ed all over the field, cultivated and
thinned out the plants; the next win-

ter mulched with straw, and the next
summer harvested an immense crop
of berries.

REV. POLING'S TALK.
Rov( Poling arriving about this

time was pressed to a place on the
program. Being now in a horticul
tural meeting, ho did as horticulture
altsts do, suited his talk to the com
pany, and. in a very pleasing mariner
gave a good, practical talk on some
ot the. experiences ot bis boyhood va

cations spent on he farm, and wcslorn
ranch orchard where tho rows ot fruit
trees wfiro4 two miles long, and" the
work done in a wholesale mannor,
His experience as ho pelated It proved
to be a profitable lesson along differ-
ent lines in horticulture. He said,
"I believe In your object and work
and am glad to be with you today. I
believe in working hand In hand with
God to dovolop fruit and flower, and
the higher power of man. It makes
us better men and women. Have seen
comfort and happiness join hands
with the man that works and realize
that there is a pleasure and a benefit
to bo derived from lovo and contact
with nature and nature's God."

The audience showed their appreci-
ation of Mr. Pollng's practical talk by
hearty apple use.

QUESTION BOX.
No. 1. How and what Is the best

means to get rid of the roso bugT
C. W. Faust said he tried dusting

the trees thoroughly with air slacked
lime, and succeeded in stopping tnem
in their ravages. Janies A. Long
used lime with good results. Mrs; J.
J. past gave a remedy: Make a so-

lution of one-ha- lf pound of whale oil
soap to five gallons of water and spray
the trees. Some one suggested this
better bo done Just after a rain. Dr.
Young said he had used a liberal sup-
ply of water from the hose and It
seemed to drive them away. F. A.
Hanna learned from one who had
tried it that a solution of pokeberry
root used as a spray would extermin-
ate; also sulphur smoke under the
trees.

No. 2. How to rid a lawn of ants?
Answered that It can sometimes be

bon oil in the ant hill. Sprinkle salt
about their runs. Oil of cloves will
drive them away from shelves. Mrs.
Knoll advised -- the use of powdered
borax sprinkled over shelves.

No. 3. How can the peach borer
be destroyed?

Answered that It can some times be
removed with a wire. It is helpful to
wash the stem of the tree with salt.

No. 4. What is the best way to
can strawberries to have them retain
ther flavor and color?

President called on the ladles to an-- 1

swer. Mrs. Long gave her method:
Cover the berries with sugar, put the
berries In the jar and cover with the
syrup. Mrs. J. J. Snyder makes a
syrup into which 8he drops tho ber-
ries, lets them heat, dips the berries
into the can and covers with this
syrup.

No. 5. How near are strawberries
over? - ;

C. W. Faust thinks the season is
nearly over. Thinks those who are
waiting for the glut of the market to
purchase berries will be disappointed.

No. G. What Is the Influence of the
blackberry or. the human system?

Referred to C. W. Faust, C. W.
Faust says the blackberry furnishes
the system with an acid that is neces-
sary to the system in the hot weath-
er of July and August.

Several agreed with Mr. Hanna. Ed.
Byerly gave an account of how a rose
bush that grew under a grape vine
was badly infested with rose bugs last
year. This year he removed the rose
bush, and this year that grape vine
suffered attack.

On flowers Your committee find a
good display of cut flowers. Mrs. Ed,
Byerly has on exhibition a very fine
bulbous plant for name which the
committee cannot name. Mrs. Eggert
furnishes two bouquets, one of late
pink peonies and one of several va-

rieties of roses. A cluster of sweet
peas was brought by Mrs. Hector
Long. Sprays of honeysuckle with
out name. A fine bud of magnolia
brought by Mrs. Rltterspaugh. Mrs.
Hershey has a bouquet of jacqueminot
and cocclnea clematis. Mrs. Wllla-ma- n,

a mixed bouquet of roses, lilies,
sweet willlam, muskflower, pinks, one
blooming and one foliage geranium,
and primrose. Mrs. Ona Meyers fur
nishes two bouquets, one of Spanish
Iris and one of pink moss roses. C.
W. Faust turnishes 200 carnations,
and fifteen varieties of other flowers.
