Then
while Funk held the revolver at his
head, Benson to6k $1700 in currency
from the cashier's desk and the two
men departed.

Officers have been on the hunt of
the men continually since and early
last week arrestod Benson in Peru,
Illinois. He inplicated Funk in the
Job and told where he could be found
In this city.
