About 10 o'clock yesterday morning
Canton was visited by a severe wind
wtorm that made things look dectd-
edyy squalley for s time, The storm
did not last more than ten minutes but
the wind seemed to want to make up
In severeneas for the shortness of s
visit, BEverything that was loose on
the streets such as paper and dirt was
not allowed to remain In one place
very long but was transferred {rom
one location to another in short order,

The most serious damage that has
beon reported was the breaking of the
large plate glass window that Is in
the north lobby of the MoKinley Ho-
tel. That pane of glass was blown In
as if it were made of paper or soms
equally thin materinl.  ‘there were
about Afteen men standing near tho
window when the wind biew It in and
it 1s sald that some of them were
40 frightened that they did not move
til)l the wind also blew them awny.

Fortunately the pleces of glass did
not strike anyons and but one man
received a sérnteh from the Aying
glagn ‘and he was but very alightly
hurt, his leg belng only scratched by
one of the sharp pleces of the broken
window.

Whoshington, March 16—In spite of all
that is being said to the contrary
the third term movemont continues
to be furthered by friends of the pres-
Ident. Senator Bourne ls busy getting
up his “second elective term™ litera-
ture with pletorial accompaniments
and there are rumors of a concerted
movement on the part of Mr. Bourne
an others to innist that tne president
shall succeed himself.

John A Stewart, president of the
longue of Republican clubs of the
state of Now . York, Is the latest
boomer of the president for a third
term. He ga¥e olt a long. statement
tonight which contalne “an analysls
of a political situation that has been
earefully and consclentlously studied
on the ground In the south, middle
west and east.”

Mr, Stewart says: “It Is due Viee
Presldent Falrbanks, Becretary Taft,
Governor Hughes, Speaker, Canbon,
Senator LaFollette, Benator Knox,
and Senator Foraker to asny that If
Mr. Roosevalt were a candidate no one
can prevent him from recelving a
nomination.”

Mr. Stewart holds that If nomin-
ated Mr, Roosevelt would be slect-
ed by a majority eqpal to that which
he recelved in 1904.

After giving many reasons for the
president’s  popularity Mr.,  Stewart
progeeds to analyze the situation. He
montions as a possibflity that the con-
vention may nominata a dark horse,
He thinks it probable that Instruc-
tions “will be largely lgnored,” and
saysn thers Is no doubt that Roose-
velt sentiment will dominate the con-
vention,
