- ATTY. KRICHBAUM SPOKE

Colsldcrable Interest was taken In
the discussion nt tho Y. M. C. A. yes
terday afternoon. It, was tho Inst tils
cusslou of tho club for tho year, Mid
considering tho wonthcr, It was the
largest In point of attendance. Tho
subject wna "Is tho Present Reform
Wnvo Transitory or Permanent?" It
Was uphold by sovcrnl that In their
opinion tho wavo was but temporary,
and that In tho course el tho noxt
few decades, If not sooner, tho Inter-
est would lagf and things woilld be-

comes oven worso than they aro now;
nnmoly, thnt If tho saloon wcro put
out of business within tho near future,
that should tho wavo bo but transitory,
they would como back vlth a ven-
geance which would make their pro.
cnt stylo of business appear an n
shadow. This, thoy claimed, would

tho nmount of crlmo In tho
country, and thcro would be murders,
burglaries and u thousand othur
crimes, In comparison to tho few of
today. Others, howovor, contend thnt
tho wavo was permanent, and that In-

stead of public opinion lagging In tho
future, it would bo oven stronger
against the evil thnn it Is today. They
argued that If ovll was wiped out of
tho country, men would spend their
money which would bo a bene-
fit to their families and mankind, and
that crlmo would bo nlmost unknown.

Attorney Chnrlcs Krlchbaum gave
a Bhort talk on tho reform wavo, and
etatcd that 20 or 30 ycarB ago a man
would havo been considered Iilsano to
fight tho trusts and saloons as ho docs
today, and that when he did uphold
tbo right, ho was hooted as a fool
end turncoat, as was tho mau who sev-

eral years ago attempted to Investi-
gate the power of tho Standard Oil
company. During his attempt, tho
books wcro burned, and tho public
mid that tho company was right In

burning them ns It was nobody's busi
ness how tho company was run so
long as Uioy furnished" tho pooplo with
oil at a smaller rato thou bad been
charged. Mr. Krlchbaum stated that
Jn his opinion tho reform wavo was
permanent.

At tho closo of the meeting a vote
wns takon to decldo In their opinion
whether tho wnvo was transitory or
permanent, tho vote being unanimous
In favor of tho latter.
