INSTRUCTIONS ISSUED

By Pension Department as to How
Widows Can Get Additional
Allowance.

Col. W, L. Curry state soldiers claim
agent, sent vut a letter containing in.
formation as to how widows now draw-
ing pensiona can gel the additional al
lowance under the new law ns fol
lows:

“All widows who are drawing less
than $12 per month penslion should
execulp the vouchers now in thelr pos-
gesslon for the payment of June 4,
1908, and forward them as usual to
the pension agency through which
they are paid.

“The pension agent will add to the
voucher the amount named in the
voucher the incrense up to June 4,
and send check for the full amount in
cluding the Inerenase up to June 4.

“After the June payment, the pen-
sion agency through which widows
are pald as nbove noted, will eall for
thelr pension certificates and they

should be forwarded at once as re
quested. The same rule applies (o
minors drawlng pensions  through
guardlans

“The certificate will be properly
stamped with date of act of April 19,
1908, showing that they are entltled
to $12 per month and It will then be
returned,

“Tha abuve instructions are given
by arder of the commissioner of pen
sions, Washington, D. C.."”
