Which Was Lost Through
Anti-Liqu- or Legislation

Every Line ofBusiness
and Profession Must
be Under License,
According to the" Al
abama Plan.

Special Dispatch to the Cincinnati
Enquirer.

Birmingham, Ala., Oct. 10. Tho
now license schedulo ot this City to
mako Up the loss of revenue' from the
liquor tax through state prohibition
has been piaced In b6ok form by the
City Council. 'A perusal of Its pages'
discloses' some interesting figures,
and many businesses, professions and
individuals are now, taxed through
being compelled to take, out a license
that never before wero assessed.
State prohibition "has worked a tre-

mendous loss of revenue and this loss
Is taxed against tho people.

Tho farmers In tho future will have
to pay more for their hardware and
agricultural Implements and their
seeds, for the reason that, hardware!
stores must pay a licenser tax from
$15 to $200 a year, according to,.tho
value of tho stock they carry, All
seed dealers, must pay from $25 to
$75 per year. Dealers on horses,
cows, and other live stock are as-

sessed $50. Grain dealers are on the
list from $50 to $100." Already prices
ot these commodities have .been ad
vanced 'on th& farmers and in other
cases less Is paid for their farm
products. -
