In other places, vast amounts of ex-
celsior had been allowed Lo accumn-
late. Other merchants had boxes plled
bigh up along the sides of thelr bulld-
ings, and protested that the Christmas
rush had brought this about when 1
ordered them removed. 1 found var-
lous other secumulations of rubbish,
which would be transformed into a
veritable furnace, upoa coming ln con-
tact with the alightest flume. All of
the merchants complained that or-
dinarily such conditlons did noi ex-
fstend that I had eaught them un-
awares at the busy Christmas season.
1 hardly belleve that this is true, for
In most cases, the rubbish looked as If
it had been allowed to remain for

HEVENUE STATE LOGES
BY GOUNTY OPTION

Columbus, 0., Deec. 11.—~Interesting
figures relating to Lhe revenue of the
stale and the varlous countles arising
out of the recent local optlon elec
tlons have been secured from Auditor
of State Gullbert. The money derived
from the tax on saoons goes Lo the
general revenue fund of the state, to
the municipalities for the police and
Infirmary funds and to the county for
poor relief and county infirmary pur-
POBEs.

Through the voling dry of 68 coun-
ties the state loses $688,720 and the
countiea themselves $1,208,432.70, The
net gaip In the general revenue [und
of the state last year, according lo
the flgures furnished by State Treas
urer Green today, was $364.418.48. It
will be noticed that the loss sustained
by the state will wipe out that gain
unlesy there (8 a secondary Increase
from some other source not now dis
cernible,

‘The counties that voted wet retain-
ed to the state for revenue—if the
same number of saloons are kept—
$134,672.38, and for themselves $314.-
007. The countles In which no vole
has besn taken, and this Includea Al
len, which votes loday, mre expected |
to contribute to the state $1,908.862.21,
and to themselves $4,590,650.40,

In this array the counties of Geau-
ga, Harrison, Morgan and Clinton,
whioh have no saloops, and Ashland
and Highland, which have hut one
each. These calculationa are based
upon the expacted returns for 1808,
and represent the estimates for the
business purposes of the state,
