A picnic of mammoth proportions,

at which Cnnton citizens generally,
will regale themselves, and enjoy
themselves, Is planned by the Canton
Business Men's association, for next
summer. It will be an event In which
Canton merchants, druggists, grocers
and butchers, jewelers, lumber men,
manufacturers and worklngmen gen-
erally will combine to enjoy them-
selves.

The picnic, It Is stated, will bo held
t some point distant from Canton.

While the place , has not yet been
chosen, It Is stated that Bilker Lako
will In all probability bo selected.
ThG committee appointed by the Bus-
iness Men's association expects to ar-riv-o

at some decision in this matter
soon, In order that all of the neces-
sary arrangements for the affair can
bo completed in duo time. Tho com-
mittee is composed of C. N. Vlcary,
president of the association, and F. L.
Palm.

Negotiations are under way with the
railroad companies for the arrange-
ment of transportation to whatever
spot Is selected. For the accommoda-
tion of the picnickers, it is estimated
that fully eight or ten sections or sep-
arate trains, made up of 80 or 90
coaches will be necessary. As to the
date of the picnic, while the intention
may be altered, it will fall on tho
2st of July.

The proposition for holding such a
picnic was launched at a recent meet-
ing of the Business Men's association.
It met with the complete favor of the
entire body, and it waB at once de-

cided to appoint a committee for the
purpuose of making all necessary ar-
rangements.

The plan of holding annual picnics,
In which the entire city participates,
1b established in many of the cities
in the vicinity of Canton. Youngs-tow- n,

the ctlzens many thousands
strong turn out to hold a gala day of
this kind. Massillon has adhered to
the custom for many years.

The organization of the Business
Men's association is now almost com-
pleted. C. H. Hayward, of the Mer-
chants' Mercantile agency, leaves to-
day for the headquarters at Pittsburg,
after spending several months In this
city organizing tho Business Men's

H. F. Shaw, who has been
assisting him, will remain In the city
for a short time yet, In order to give
the situation its final touches..

Auxiliaries of the grocers and butch-
ers, the druggists and the lumbermen
have been formed In connection with
the business men's association. It is
Intended to afllllate organizations of
those who engage In other line3 ol
business, with the association.

In point of excellence and efficiency
it is stated that the local organiza-
tion "compares favorably to all others
of Its kind in the United States, and
Is' second to none. Tho Akron organ
ization has been in existence for nbpiu
6irt years, yet it is no'mor'e complete
than that of this city. ' Mercuauu
throughout tho county are organized,
both In Massillon and In Alllano.

TO WILEY'S TOMB

City officials are considering plans
for an additional approach to the ey

monument as well as tho per-
manent improvement and beautifying
ef the streets now leading to the tomb.

The new approach in contemplation
is over Elgin avenue, now little more
than a wagon road or narrow drive-
way from Tuscarawas street to the
pumping station of the water works
department. The west side of the
etreet, which Is the first west of tho
Tuscarawas street bridge, is a rough
bluff of irregular helghtn, starting a
short distance north of Tuscarawas
street and extending beyond the
pumping station, while on the east
side there is an Incline varying from
four, to ten feet that leads to the
water's edge in West creek or tho
water works race. What would be-

come tho middle of tho street should
It he extended north of the pumping
Station is now occupied by the water
works race which flows into the res-
ervoir at the pumping station and pro-
vides a reserve supply or water should
the artesian wells nt any time fail
to meet the demands.

The course of this race will have to
he changed from a point some distance
north of Linden avenue, and accord-
ing to City Engineer J. A Starrett,
the plan most favorably considered Is
tho placing of tho race in a closed
trick conduit, about five feet in diam-
eter, from a point near the northern
boundary of "Water Works park to
the pumping station. Under this plan
Elgin avenue can be extended north
in a direct line through city property
to a point beyond the monument, pro-Tidi-

an approach along the lower or
front side and affording a splendid
view of the structure and its surround-
ings.

When the street 1b extended it is
proposed to grade it to its full width,
provide an odequate dnveway, lay
walks en. both sides with lawns and
shade trees between walks and curbs
en both sides.

The city officials also plan to pave
XJnden avenue, one of tho chief ap-ou- ld

only beireached by way of Tus-
carawas street, which was undesirable
for funeral corteges because of its
street cars and Us heavy traffic. Lin-

den avenue Is now used to a great ex-

tent in preference to Tuscarawas
street, but to fully serve the purpose
Should be paved and kept clean and
in good condition in all seasons and
under all conditions of weather.

Engineer Starrett said be hoped to
secure a beginning on the legltlalion
and other preliminaries for tho Linden
avenue work this year and that tlo
improvement would be completed isi-si-

of two years. He could not fay

when tho Elgin avenue work would In
undertaken but hoped it might be in
tho Immediate future.

Tho city engineer's office is prepar-
ing for a btiBy season, and as soon
as weather conditions will permit
largo forces of mon will bo put to wortt
on city contracts. Tho legislation and
preliminary work for a number of ieImprovements has been comploted and
contracts will soon be let.

Engineer Starrett estimates that
over $300,000 worth of work will bt
done on street Improvements and sew-
er construction in the city during
this year. Provision has already been
mado by council for the Improvement
of eighteen streets and a start ha
been made for five other streets. Sev-
en sections of sewer havo already been
ordered and legislation is being pre-
pared for one or two others,
proaches to the monument at present,
as soon as conditions will permit. The
stieet Is now well built up, except on
the abutting property owned by the
city, and It Is. believed there will he
little or no trouble In securing waiv-
ers for tho assessments should they
bo higher than tho tax duplicate valu-
ation warrants.

LEAVES CAR FARE

Columbus, o., Fob. 4. The state
medical board has caused tho arrest
at Cleveland of a doctor who hasbeen
conducting a kind of institution where
tho unwary would bo fleeced. He has
been advertising hlrnself as being able
to cure all known ills and when a vic-
tim would present himself at his place
of business he would be taken Into a
small room, disrobed and then led to
another room. Meanwhile attendants
would go through his pockets and see
how much money he had. If thcro
was as much as $20.60 in tho pockets
tho doctor would charge a fee of $20.
Tho fee was mado to cover whatever
was found in the victim's clothes.
The doctor always made It fi point to
leave money enough for car faro. Af-

ter an examination the patient was
told he was suffering from some dis-
ease which would bo cured for a cer-
tain amount. After ho was told that
ho had been cured, a second examina-
tion would disclose he had sdme other
trouble and that in that way another
good fee would be secured from him.
