Bids were opened this afternoon at a
Ilobokcn hotel, but the lighters and their
representatives asked lor lime to con-
sider the various offers, each side prom-
ising to reach an agreement before 1

o'clock tomorrow.
Jeff did not attend the conference, but

he was represented by Sam Berger,
whllo Johnbon, when It came to looking
out for his own interests, needed no as-

sistance from his manager, George
Little.

Five bids were received by Stakeholder
Murphy, who acted as chairman and
master of ceremonies. They came from
T. J. McCarey, of Los Angeles; Kdward
Graney, of San Francisco, H. D. Mcin-
tosh, of Sydney; Jack Gleason and J.
W. Coffroth, of San Francisco, coupled.
and Tex Itlckaid, of Nevada, and Jack
Gleason. coupled also.

Coffroth, slrango to say, coupled, was
not in evidence, but Gleason said he had
gone Into partnership tilth the Colma
promoter. But Gleason did not say
