LOSS OF THE

STEAMER ARCTIC
AND ALL ON BOARD BUT THIRTY-TW-

NEW YORK, Wednesday, October M.

A rumor is afloat this morning that the
steamer Arctic run into a propeller,aleamer,or
a wreck, when near Cape Race, and sunk, and
all on board but thirty-tw- o were lost. Eight
of those saved are said to be on board the
Union now below at Quarrantine. One of
the saved is said to have arrived in town.

SECOND DISPATCH
The stcry is too true. George H. Burns of

fmiaueipr:ia,ana bearer of dispatches per Arc-
tic is the authority for the atatement. She had
'256 passengers and 176 crew, rnd was run into
by the propeller Sun on the 26th ut., near
Cape Ruce. The propeller sunk in four hours
out the Arctic remained afloat a while loniier,
and the life boats were got out and rafts rig-

ged; the latter, however, capsized, and only
thirty-tw- o of all those on board were saved.

Burns is at the St. Nicholas, and registers
his name Ss belonging to Adams' Express, as
well as beaier of dispatches.

FURTHER NEWS,
NEW YORK, Wednesday, October 11.

Geo. H. Burns, Express Messenger for
Adnms & Co., ou boiid the Artie, gives the
following slstement in regard to ihe loss of
that steamer:

"(J ii Wednesday, September 27, at noon
precisely, when in a dense fog, we came in
contact wiO a black-rigge- d irn propeller,
with a blsck hull, salmon-colore- d deck and
boats, and a black pipe. She was bound east-
ward snd had all sails set, snd with a strong,
fair wind. The speed of the Arctio at the
time wss about thirteen knots an hour. The
shock to ui appesred slight, but Ihe damage to
lha other vessel appeared frightful.

"Capr, Luce instantly ordered the quarter-boat- s

cleared away, and the chief mate, in

and three sailprs went to the relief of
the propellor, and before the other boats left
the order was countermanded.

ered no traoe ot the ship or the boats.

"I sent word to Captain Leitch, of tbe city
of Philadelphia steamer, which ran ashore
near ihia point, acquainting him with the loti

of the Arctic, and tarn informed he sent off
two vessel which he bsd employed about bis
own ships, but found no trace of the Arolio or
boats; there were, however, severe ivewcia in
the neighborhood, when the disaster ocoirred,
and is not at all impossible tint many lives
may have been saved. No doubt, however, is

left in my mind as lo tba total loss of the Arc- -

tie.

Good Advice.

A foreign correspondent of the Washington

National Era gives the following good advice

to those who direct tbe administration of af
fairs in this country:

"It is at lesst not very piudent to permit
New York and severs! ofthe other large mar
itime-citie- of the United States to remain as
exposed as tbey are at present, to the attacks
which, in a war with cngiann or rranoe,
would most certainly be directed against them
if left us vulnersble ss they are now. Nor is
it any evidence of statesmanship la assume
that a war between the United States snd
either of the States now mentioned, or even
with both sf them at once, is among the num
ber of events not probable even to occur.
None supposed, two years ago, an alliance
between Franca and England against Russia,
as probable; still it is now a fail accompli. An
alliance between those two Powers, against
the United States, ij far less improbable. Hie
true statesmanship consists m preparing to
meet every event of such a nature as to in-

flict great injury upon one's country, if per
milled to occur withoulpropcrresistance. The
Russian rulers have not been deficient on this
point, lit nee it is to their sble msnagement
and laudable precautions thstRussia is indebt
ed for the utile injury which it has asyetsus- -

tninedfrora thn mighty fleets of the allied
powers.1'

More of the Arctic.
We hsd last evenins.by Adam's Express,

the New York Herald ofThursdny, from which
we extract an eloquent mention ofthe malan

choly disaster of the d Arctic, which

has cast a gloom over the whole country:
"Among the narratives of maritime disasters

which hsve reached us in authentic form, none
can harrow the feelings like the one wt pub
lish this morning. In every point of view, it
is unprecedented. The collision took place
at mid-da- in calm weather, in the broad At
lantic, forty miles from land; a thousand years
might elapse and no two vessels agsin pass
over that fatal spot. The Arctio was; all
things considered, ss noble and as perfect i
vessel ss floats. So nigh bsd nsvsl architec
ture and skill been developed in her construe
tion snd management that she might almost
have been considered storm-proof- . Science
had raised her beyond the reach of barm from
the ses, or the wind or fire. Nothing bat just
such sn accident ss hss occurred could have
destroyed her. Even a collision with nineteen
out of twenty sea-goi- vessels would not hsve
endangered ber ; it needed a large, hesvy
steamship to tall upoa the extraordinary
trengtb of her null.- - The large, heavy ate am

ship was there. Alter the collision, in nine
cases out of ten, a sail passed forward over
the bows, and mattresses forced into the leak
would have enabled her to sail tbe short
distsnce of, forty miles which seperated
her from Cape Race. Tbe leak could not be
topped, she did not sail one mwe before tbe

end came. Altogether, the hand of fate,
overpowering the effort of man, and setting at
nought the most csrelul calculations and the
strongest probabilities; was nevermore appa
rent.

"No steamer hsd arrived hem for months
freighted with so many of our leadingcitizens.
Names familiar to us from childhood follow
each other in a sad succession in the list of
passengers. So goodly a company is seldom
offered to the hungry wave. Out ofthe whole
two hundred and twenty-six- , we only know
of twenty person;, snd not one female, that
have been saved, for our part, however, we
will net relinquish hope lor some portion of
the remainder. At lesst three boats may still
be above water with humsn beings in tkem,
and if so, we hsve every resson to believethey
msy be picked up. Those who know Mr.
Gcurlay, the first officer, entertain strong hopes
from his skill and enorgy; he left the Arctic,
as will be remenbered, to go to the sid of tbe
othei steamer. Besides, there is still a chance
that some vessel msy bsve rescued strsv pas
sengers from portions of tbe wreck. It is cer
ts in deeply grieved are we to say it that the
family of Mr. Collins, together with the most
of tbe ladies, perished before the steamer be
gjn to sink, in consequence of Ihe tackles
their boat giving way. We know, also, that
seventy-on- e men and lour females died
bly on the raft, daring the night of the 27th
One boatload'of men from the unknown steamer
was run over by the Artie, and all hands save
one lost. The fate of all the others on board
both the teasels is yet a mystery. God will
thai we be allowed hereafter to record their
eacspet
