SLAVERY.

The relation of master and slave has never,
to my satisfaction, been proved a sin. That
there are great evils connected with it, or that
may grow out of it, I have no doubt. So are
there evils that may result from the marriage
relation, or the relation of parent and child,
but this does not prove the relation itsolf to be
a sin. A great change has come over the polit
ical reeling bom worm ana souin, witnin toe
last twenty-fi- ve veers. One extreme begets
another. The extreme measures of the North
upon this subject, bave driven the South Into
the opposite extreme. Heretofore there were
thousands at the South who considered slavery
an evil, but a necessary evil, which they knew
not how to remove; but now, so far as I could
learn, they have oome to the conclusion that
the "institution" is right and scriptural, and
the best state possible for the blacks. I will
not stop to argue thepotnt at all, I merely stato
the faot. As to the physical 'condition of the
slaves at the South, I believe thru art far bitter

They appear the happiest set of people to be

round their masters ana mwreeeee nave an
the care and expense. I am told that the laws

Rents
sre again on the rise, so that the proprietors
will, in due time, be smolf compensated for
the small assessment necessary for the plsoi-cultu- ral

operations wbioh bave, of late years,
attraeted so much attention."

The Increasing soarcity of cnoioe freen Dsn
from the inland waters of the United Bute,
will eventually compel a resort to means such
as are here described: and it is satisfactory to
know.ln advancs that efforts in this direction are
sure to have their reward. N. Y. Journal of
Commatt.

Progress of Sculpture in the United States.

To th Editor of th Tratueriph Frequent
visit to ths Dorio Hall at the State Hons,
during the few dsye since it has been obanged
to a "Sculpture Gallery", have taken our recol-
lection backover a quarter of a century to the
time when there was not a native born sculptor
in the United States) and when there was not a
bust or statue in Washington, or In any of our
large cities that did not owe Its origin either to
a foreign country or to a foreigner' band.

Taking a retrospeot 01 tne put oepartea
sculptors of eminence bave become Immortal io
their works; and many living In foreign lands
have written their names onImperishable mar-
ble; but In the present case we have before us
a gallery or sculpture inacpenaent or foreign aid
or education, and feel much enthusiasm, pride
and satisfaction at ths faot. Henry Dexter, the
sculptor of these contemporary Governors, was
the pioneer, borne educated, native sculptor, we
believe, who made the first marble statue in the
United States "Ths Binney Child," at Mc
Auburn. Since then his works In marble nam.
ber mors than two hundred pieces. His bast of
the late John D. Williams, of Gea. Lyman, of
Wm. Lawrence, and of,R. C. Wlothrop, A. H.
Rioeand Henry Wilson, and many others, have
sufUoient artlstio merit to immortalize any name.
The status of General Warren at Bunker Hill,
standing In dignity snd grandeur, is by him.
Hia smaller pieces the Winchester Daughter,
and the Cashing Children, are remarkable ex
amples for embodying Individual likeness and
poetical idea.

Mr, Dexter Is withal a modest man, relying
upon his own merit; he asks nothing but an
opportunity to spend his time and talent In the
art I e loves. He does not OABt plaster npon the
face of his sitters, as many suppose to the de
gradation or all art malting, in Ibis way,
spectral forms but has art in his eye, and feel
ing to guide hia bands, performing more truth-
fully than by mechanical means.

All these Governors of the United States
were in office the first of January, 1860; but few
of them are in office at the present time; and all
these busts, thirty-tw-o with the President of
the United States (California and Oregon be-
ing yet to be taken) bave been modelled from
lite by the sculptor, who has visited each State
in the Union, and worked at the residence of
each Governor. Another collection of equal
interest and magnitude Is not to be found In the
world. Being a national work, they are de
signed, when completed in the marble, to be
kept as an historical collection of 1860. The
likenesses of those we know.we find faithful and
truthful, having thatyois ot attitude, so impor-
tant In a bustor statue. There Is not an Ignoble
head in tb collection. Every fold of drapery
is natural, appearing aa if it had been mov
ed, vet keeping its breath and simplicity of
contour. '

Wc hear that Mr. Dexter has been advised
to take this collection abroad to exhibit as th
last Governors of the American Confederacy.
But this should never be seriously thought of.
Orders, we learn, have been given for copies of
several of them In msrble.to adora either private
residenoee or legislative balls, snd we djubt not
that the national enterprise and artlstio skill of
tbe girted sculptor will receive rtcn rewards,
in orders for copies which shall occupy as much
time as he desires to devote to his profession.
