Jackson says the President in calling out
troops to subdue the seceded tstatos, baa threat-
ened civil war, and his act is unconstitutional
and illegal, and tending towards consolidated
despotism. While ho evidently justifies the ac-

tion ef the Confederate States in seceding, he
does not recommeud immediate secession, but
holds the followine language:

Our interests and sympathies are Identical
with those of tbeslavehoiume : atss, and neo
essarilv nnite our destiny with theirs. The
similarity of our social and political institutions.
our industrial Interests, our sympathies, habits,
tastes, our common origin and territorial con
tiguitv. all concur In pointing out our duty in
regard to the separation now laaing piace be
tween the Stales of the old federal Union.

He further adds:
Missouri has atHhis time no war to prosecute.

It is not her oolicv to mako aggression on any
State or neonle: but In the present state of the
country, she would be taitniess 10 ner uonor, re
oreant to her duty, were she to hesitate a mo
ment in making the most ample preparations for
the protection of her people against tho aggres
sions of all assailants.

I therefore recommend an appropriation of a
sufficient sum of money to place tho State at the
earliest practicable moment in a complete state
of defenoe,

In conclusion he says: Permit mo to appeal to
yon, and through you to the whole people of the
State, to whom we are all responsible, to do
nothing imprudently or precipitately. We have
a most solemn duty to perform. Let us, then,
calmly reason with one another, and avoid all
passion, all tendenoy to tumult, and respect and
obey Implicitly the law and constituted authori-
ties, and endeavor ultimately to unite all our
citizens inoordial for the preserva-
tion of onr honor, the security of our property,
and the performance of all those high duties im-
posed upon us by our obligations to our families,
our country and our God.

Washington,' May 3. The President has Is-

sued bis proclamation, saying that as exigencies
demand immediate and adequate measures lor
the protection of the Constitution and the pre-
servation of the Union, by suppressing revolu-
tionary combinations opposing the laws of the
