If she rebel lo¥ddrs do not seriously contem-
plate an Javasion of the Northern Biates, they
¢ st Jesst seem determivcd to extend their eway,
if poscible, over the entire arca of [the wlave
States. Wiih thls end in ‘view, they arg con-
ceptratipg their foioss at two principal poinig—
ia Virginla on the Potomac &nd in Senthern
Missotri. Thess may be said, thereforn, to
form the two grand poiots of attuck snd de-
fense.

The suceess of the rebels in the Bast would
give them the National Cipital and the com-
mand of the. Chesapeake.  The latter would
ensble them to control the Northern and West-
ern trado cobtering at Baltimore. The prestige
of possessing the Federal City would go far to-
ward inducing foreign powess to recogui=e their
Confederacy.
