Barial of Soldiers.

The War Depuartment has lssued the follow-
ing order in relation to the burial of soldiers:

Wan Derantuenry, September 9, 1561,

For the purpose of preserving mcourate and
permanent records of soldiers and
sheir place of burial, it is hereby ordered that

the Qaarlermustor-General of the United States
Army shall cause o be printed and to be
placed In every General and Post Hospital of
the army, blank books and forms, corresponding
with the sccompanying duplicate forma, for pre-
serving eaid records. The Quarlermaster will
also provide proper means for a registered head-
board, to be secured at the head of each soldier's
grave, as direoted in the following special order
to commanding officers, in reference to the in-
termont of deceased soldlers:

It is hereby ordered, that whenever any sol-
dier or officer of the United Siates Army dies,
It sball be the duty of the commanding officer
of the military corps or d ent in which
such person dies, to cause the regulation and
forma provided in the foregoing direstions to the
Quartermastec-General (o0 be properly executed.
it ls nlso ordered that any adjutant or acting
adjatant (or commander) c} a military post or
company, immedistely upon the tion of a
oopy of any mortuary record from a military
company, shall transmit the same to the Adju-
tant-General at Washiogton.
