Gen-Nelso- of Ky., She and Killed
by Gen. Jeff. C. Davis, of Indiana,
at Louisville.
Lodibtille, Sept. 29. At the Gait House, at

aboot eight o'clock this morning, a dilliouity
ocourred between Brlg.-Gen- , Jeff. C. Davis and
Maior-uen- . Kelson, it appears that there baa
been a aiiucuity between the parties lor some
time. Nelson was in the office of the Gait
Houee.when.DivlB approached and spoke to him.
Nelson refused to listen to him. and used some
insulting lanenaKe. Davis immediately bor
rowed a pistol and followed Nelson, who was
going op stairs to his room, and whilst on the
stairs, shot him, the ball entering tbehoart.
Nelson afterward walked to bis room and was
laid on matt Ms. lie died at about half past
eight O'clock.

There are many conilictine accounts of the
hooting of Gen. Nelson by Davis. About a

week ago, Nelson placed Davis in command of
the home mard forces of the city at night.
Davis reported to Nelson the number of men
working on intrenchments and enrolled for ser-
vice. Nelson cuieed him for not having more.
Davis replied that he was general officer, and
demanded the treatment of a gentleman. Nel- -

Bon, in an insulting mannerordered him. to re
port at Cincinnati, and tola mm ne would order
the Provost Marshal to eject him from the city.

mis morning uov. Morton and uen. nelson
were standing near the desk of the Gait House.
Gen. Davis approached and requosted Gov.
Morton to witness the conversation between
himself and Nelson. Ho demanded of Nelson
an apology for the rude treatment be bad re-
ceived last week. Nelson, being a little deaf,
asked bim to speak louder. Davis again de-
manded an apology. Nelson denounced him,
and slapped him on the face. Davis stepped
back, clenched bis fist, and again demanded an

pology . Neleon slapped hi in on the lace again
and denonnoed bim as a ooward. Davis turned
away, procured a pistol from a friend and fol-
lowed Nelson, who was going up stairs. Davis
told Nelson to defend himself, immediately
firing. The ball penetrated the left breast.
Nelson died in about twenty minutes.

Nelson requested to see bis old friend, Rev.
Mr. Talbott. rector of Calvarv Eoitoonal
Church, ;who was then at the Gait House.
Talbott administered the sacrament acoording
to the forms of his church. The General re-
peated the service after the minister, and

to talk on any other subject'; be regretted
that he had not long ago turned bis attention
to religion.

Cincinnati, Sept. 29. The Aneuata. Kv..
