Resolutions of the Kentucky Legisla«
tare, ve=affirmed by the Democrats of
the Poennsylvania Legislatnre, and
adopted by the Democrnts of the New
York Leginlnture.

The following are the resolutlons appended lo
tho address of the Democratic members of the
New Vork Legislature:

Resolved, That ss represeviablves of (he
Domocrata of New York we cordially coneur in
nnd adcpt ag our own the platform of prineiplos In
rogard to national queations which waas originally
deolared by the Leglalature of Km!uek{: snd

has since been and re-affirmed by the
Demoorata of the Pennsylvania Legielatare, and
which is ae follows:

Resolved, That an our institutions are assall-
od by sn armed rebelllon on one side, which in
belng met by the sword, and on the other by
unoconstisutional ncts of Congress and startlip
nsurpation of power by the exeoulive, whic
wo have seen by experiment can be coerected
by tho ballot-box, policy aa well as prinoeples
requires Shat our people shall await the pro-
oees of reform which is slow but sure, and re-
frain from all unlawfuol and vnconstitutional
actd, which have already bronght terdble oa-
lamities upon the conntry, while they invoke
tho aid of all patelobio men (o asalet i avors-
lug she ovils that threaten our free inatisutions

cond. That this State has ever been, is uow,
and will remain Io foture, devotedly true Lo the
Constitution of the Unpited Btales and to the
Federal Government established by 1L, and ia
determined 0 malutain them with ber utmost
power againet both domestic and forelgn foes,
and to this end we declare that gll possible
conatitutional ¢iforta shall be made to suppreas
the present rebellion.

Third. That we recognize a manifest differ-
ence between the Administration of the Goy.
ernment and the Government itself—the ono I
trhngltory, limited In duration to that period
of time for which the officers eleoted by the
people are charged with the conduct of the
same; the other 18 permancnt, intended by it
fonnders to coduro forever,

Fourth, That in the exercise of the right o
differ with the federal execulive, we enter our
solomn protesd agaiuss the proclamation of the
Preaidont of the United States, dated tho firat
day of January, vne thousand eight hundred
and gixly-three, by which he assnmes to cman-
cipato slaves In certain States, holding the
same (o be nnwise, uoconstitutional, and void.
Fifth, That we declare our determined op-
position to & systom of emancipation by the
States vpon compensation to be made out of
the treasury of the United States, an bueden-
some upon the people, unjuat in ita vory na-
ture, nnd wholly withont wartant of the Con-
atitution.

Sixzth. That we declare that thepower whioh
haa recently heen npenmed by the Presideot of
the United Btates, whereby under the gulse of
military neoesaity ho has proclaimed and ex-
tended martial Inw over the States whore war
does not exist, and has suspended the writ of
habeas corpus, is uowarranied by the Constitu-
tlon, and ite tendency is to subordinate clvil to
military aathorlty, and to subvert our system
of free governmend,

Seveath, That wedeem It ttropar farther to
declare that wo, together with the truly loyal
people of the Siate, would hail with pleasure
and delight any manifestations of a desire on
the part of the seceded States to return to thelr
alleglsnce (o the Government of the Union,
and Insoch event cordially and earneatly co-
operate with them In toe restoration of peace
and the ‘rmuuremunl of such proper guaransees
a8 would give security toall their Interests and
hta.

Bighth That the soldiers composing our
armies merit the warmeat thanks of the nation.
Their country called and nobly did they re-
spond, Living, they sball know & nalion’s
g;uitude;woundeﬂ,amtion'a oare; and dying,
they shall live in our memories, and monn-
monta shall be raised to teach posterity to honor

at ‘thelr country’s altar. Their widows and
orphans shall be adopted by the nation, to be
walched over and cared for as objeota truly
worthy a nation’s guardisnahip.

Ninth, That New York will adhere to tho
Counstitation and the Union aa the best, 1§ may
be the last, hope of popular freedom, and for
all wronga which may have been commitied or
ovila which may exies will seck redrese, nuder
tho Conatitution and within the Union, by the
posceful buk powerful agenoy of the euffrages
of a free people. '

Tenth, That we hail with pleasure and hope
the manifestationa of conservative peatimeot
among the people of she Northern States in
their elections, and regard the same ns the
earoeat of & good purpose npon thele pars to co-
operato with all other loyal citizens in giving
secority to the righta of every section and
maiotaining the Union and the Consiliution
as the; l:un ordained by the foundera of the

leventh, That whenever It becomea practi-
oable to obtain a convention of all or of shree-
ruugsr;lt;ho States, l}:uh body lhuulg ha u:s-
ven e pur, of proposing such ame
ments to the Fom Conatitution as experi
enoce has proved to be neo to maintain
thet lpstrument in the apirit and meaning in-
tended by it founders, and to provide againet
future convalsions and wars,

Tvwelfth, That we condomn and denounps the
faults of she Natlonal Administration and the
encroachments of the Abolitloniste; ad also
mook thoroughly condemn snd denounce the
huur of e ng unwarranked by the Con-
atitation and desteuctive allko of the seourity
and perpetully of the Government and of the
peace and liberty of the le, and do hereby
moot solemnly declare that the people of this
Siate are unalterably opposed to any division
of the Union, and will persiatingly exort their
whole influence and power noder tho Constita-
tlon £ maintain and defend I,

« Thas the lawa of this State must
be maiotained and enforced, and that it Is the
duty of the constituted authorities of tho State
to see to it thak by all constitntional means this
indispensable end shall be mainialued.

It
govo countenanoce lo, and jostified all the atro-
cltiea of the inqguisition iv Spaln. It gave uts
terance to the stifled groans from the Black
Hole of Calontta. It was written in tears upon
the ‘Bridgo of Sighs’in Venice; and pointed to
those dark recesses, upon whose Ionn{npnmll
ihere was never reen returning fool-print,

“1¢ was the plea of the auaters and ambitions
Stafford in the days of Charles the First. It
filled the Bastile of France and lent ita sance
tion o the Lerriblo atrooitien porpeteated there,
It was the plea that snatohed the mild, eloquent
and patriotio Camille Desmonlios from his
young and beaatiful wife, nnd hueried him upon
the huedle to the guillotine, wish shousands of
others equally unoffending and jonocent. It
was upon this plea that the greatest of Geners
ala, i1 ok of men (you cannot mistake me), 1
mean him, the predence of whose very aalies,
within the last fow montha, was suliciest Lo
stir tho heartiof a contivent—It wan upoun thils
plea that he sbjured that noble wife who threw
aronod hia homble daya light and gladocas,
and by hor own lolby eaergiea and Ligh Tutol
laos, enoouraged his sspivations. It was upon
thin plea that he committed Lhe worel und most
fatal ach of his eveotfal life. Upon thig, Loo,
he drew around his perdon tho imperial purple,
It haw, in all time#, nod in every nge, been the
fue ot liberly, aud the indispensablo stay of
tsurpation.

“Whero were the chaing of despotism ever
thirown araund the freedom of apeech and of tho
press, but on this plea of "Slate necesslty?
Liek the opirit of Charles the Tenth and of hia
ministors anawer,

It has sirlcken down innocence In its heauty,
youth In ita freshness, manhood in ity vigor,
and old age in ita feeblencen and  docropitnde
Whatever gther plea or apology may be set up
for the aweoping, rubhlesa exerciso of this civil
guilloting at the present day, in tho name of
Liberly, let na be spared Lhls fearfol one of
‘Hinte neocsalty,’ in Lhis early ago ol the Re
publie, ugon the floor of the American Senate,
tn the face of a people yoi fres

The good book tella na thalt "* Words filly
spoleen are like applea of gold in pictures of
gilvor,'"” nnd these of ex-Preaident Pierce are
certaioly of that charaoter. ‘Thoy are most ap-
ropriate, and show how general and natural it
ﬂ for Demoorata at all times, and on all ooos-
alona to oppose tyranny and deapotiam,
Wo recollect with great distinciness the im-
presaion produced upon our mind by the pernaal
of the speech of ex-Presidont Piorce, from
which the above exiract is made, at the time it
wus delivered—although more than twenty
years ngo. We have not the Congressional
Globe ol that perlod now st hand lor referonce,
but if we recollect neight, the speech was de-
livered during the seasion of 1841-2, nos long
before Ueneral Plerco resigoed his seat in the
Unpited Stntes Senate, How alrange i6 must
now seom o him thst the plea of ** Stato ne-
cossity' of which he then spoke, is at this time
not merely removing from cffice and proseribing
from public employment for opinions’ sake, bub
with armed violence, in defiance of !aw and of
the moat onored Conatitutional rights, areeatiog
and boreying sway for imprisonment in military
“ bastilea'" the most patriotio and able men of
the land? In foot, thore is no assursnoe and no

which are now abrikiog them down, may not,
whooever those who claim tho power to judge
and excoute deem It desirable for theis pur-
poseq, reach even him, or any of na.

In connoction with shio, let us ses also what
General Plerco sald, on the enme subject, fiftecon
yoars afterward, when power waa in his bande,
Heo was then Peasident, aa fully in all respects
what the politieal feiends of the present Admin-
iatration vow «laim for it, tho * Governmem"
of the conniry, and aa fully eatitled to the “‘on-
conditional eubmission and support'’ ol every
citizen *in all of his polioy and measurea,” as
President Lincoln is. And he then waa the
moat fiercely and falsoly assailed pablio nervant
who ever braved a storm of obloguy for Lis
country’s good. Bat notwithstanding this, theie
wid no change of his views on tho great quos-
tion of Free SBpeech and a Freo Press, withouk
which everybody knowa there ean bo no Froee
Govaroment. In his Anpusl Mesaage to Con.
grean, Dec. 2, 1866, President Pioroo said:

“"Porfeot llbutr of nascolation for palitical
ohjects, and tho widesl scope of discussion, are
the received and ordinary conditions of gov-
ernmank fn our oountry. Our fostitutions,
finmod In the apirit of confidance in the Intel-
ligonco and Integrity ol the people, do nos for-
bid oitizena either individually or associated to

gether, to attack by writing, apecoh, or any
other methods short of physioal foree, the Con-
stitation and the very existtuce of the Union.
Under the shelter of thia great liberty, and
protected by the laws and usages of the Goy-
ernment they sssail, mssociations have been
formod in some of the States ol individaals
who, protending to seek only 1o prevent the
aprend of the institution of slavery into the
t or futare iochoate Skates of the Union,
are ronlly inflamed with desire to ohange the
domestic iostitutions of existing States. ‘T'o
acoompllsh their objects, thoy dedicata them-
aelves to the odious task of depeeciating the
Government organization which atands in their
way, aod of calomoiating, with Indiseriminate
Invective, not ouvly the citisens of particular
Hintes, with whose lawa they find faunle, bat all
othera of their fellow-cisizens thronghont the
oountey who do nob participate with them (o
their meaanits upon the Constilution, framed
and adopted by oar fathers, and olaiming for
the privilogos it has seoured, and the blessings
it bos oonferred, the steady support and grate-
ful reverenco of thelr ohildeen. They sesk an
object whioh they well kuow to be a revolu-
tionary one. They are perfectly aware that the
change In the relative condition of the white
aod black races In the slaveholding Siates,
which they would-promote, ia beyond thelr law-
fal authority; that to them it ia n foreign
objeot; that it cannot be offcoted by any
ul ipstenmentality of theirs; that for
them, and the Siates of which they are
citizens, the only path o ita accomplish-
ment in through burning ocities, and ravaged
flelda and slaughtered populations,
thoro in moat terrible in foreign, complioated

with oivil and servile war; and thas tho first

atep in the attempt ia the forcible dlsraption of
a country embracing io ita broad bosom a de-

greoof liberty, and an amount of Individual

and public prosperily, to which thera ia ne par-

allel in history, and subatituting in 1ta place
hoatile Governments, driven at once and inev-
itably into mutnal devastation and fratricidal
earnnge, sransforming the now peaceful and
follcitona brotherhood into a vask permanent
oampo! armod men like the rival monarchios
of Europe and Asis. Well knowing thas such,
and anch o:n‘l ,ﬂml:lu l;;llll and th:h conse:
quenoss ¢ plana and purposes, on=
deavor o ste the people of the United
States for clyil war by doing evergihing In

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their power to deprive the Constitation and the
lawa'of moral anthority, and to undermine the
fabelo of the Union by appeals to passien and
snotional prejudice, by indootrinating its
with reciprocal hatred, and by eduosting them
to stund fage to face as enemies, rather than
shouldor to shonlder aa (riends.”

And io the same Message, Gen. Plerce ut-
tored these prophotio words of warning, which,
although disregarded at the ime, aro now im-
promag upon our minds by thele full and terri-
ble folfiliment in the fatal calamities which arp
NOW come upon us;

““1 eoofidently believe that the great body of
those who loconsideratoly took this fatal atep
are sincerely attached to the Constitution an
the Union. They would, upon deliberation,
gbriok with upaffected horror from any con-
#clous aot of disnpion or civil war, Bat they
have entered Into & path which leads nowhere,
unlesa it bo to civil war and disuniop, sod
which has o other poesible outlet.”’

PORT HUDSON.

Port Hndson is about twonty-five milea above
Batoo Rouge, va the east slde of the Minsisippi.
It Is o poiut where o bend forms almoet a right
angle, thus completely commandiog the river
both waye. Ou thervorth, fora distines of eight
miles, it is proteciod by an impassuble swamp,
which in bounded on thoside nearest Pory Hod
aon by Thompson's oreek, the hither bank of
which is a precipitons blaff, crowned by an in-
treached abattie. ‘T'his abatils extends from the
rivor eastward, (il 1§ jolos a series of Intronch-
menks uing or teu miles io 6xtent, sweeping to
tho south in a sem!-cieelo Uil they reat upon the
viver on the orest of a rauge of high hills.

Hoported Surrender af Vicksbuig—
Exscutlon of Splews.
Munrargenono, June 9.—A Iady from Shel-
byville arrived to-day, aod says that & repout
of the surrouder of Vickeburg snd the garrison
of twalve thousand men was provalent in the
robel camps. A laler arvival confirms this ra-
mor. the lady states that the rebel papers
:n:o had published particulars of the caplin-
