The Seventeensyear Locust—Its Habits
and Pecnliarities,

We geo by the papers [rom Western Pennsyl-
vanis, Esstern and Centeal Ohlo, Wheeling,
and some other parte of Virrlols, that those
reglons now have a visltation of the seventesn-
yoar looust (Cicada Septemdecim ) Thiasivgn-
lar ineect fa one of the eight or nine families
or broods found!in onr country~—each brood com-
ing tothesurfaco at intervals of exaotly soven-
taen years; tho greater number coming up ont
of the greund on the samo day, In the evening,
betweon sunsed and dark. Tleroe ore a few
places—one in Loudon connty, Virginia—where
they appesr twice in that time, owlog to Ihe fach
that two families overlap; bot the two visita-
tiona always make the exact period of seventeen
years, This circumatanon has givin rise to the
popular impregaion in somoe placea that oallin
them seventeen-year locusta 1s not correct; lng
wo hear of the seven year, ten or nine year-
locusta.

But therels no fack better established in ento-
mology than the exaol periodioity of the retarn
ol these loousta, Records have been kept for
more than & century of the family in Eastern
Poonsylvania, and there are men living who
have seen them in 1800, 1817, 1834 and 1851,
and expect to meet them again in 1863,

LONGEVITY OF THE LOCUBT,

It in not known that any other inseot live: so
logg as this one, bot many others live several
years, and observe asimilar periodicity. Many
of the ephemers fiiea that appear in such coung.
leds numbers, and sre seen but & single day up-
on (he wing, have lived und r water, In little
cella in the mud, for several years; there foed-
ing upon the hugnrmu that othorwise would
probably make that water unwholesome, and
caude the malaria of marehy distriote. The
ohafer, or May bug, o dark-brown beetle, about
throo quartors of an inch long, that fills the at-
mosphere somelimes on spring nights, and that
baogs sgalust the sides of yoar house or win-
dows, giving rise o the saying, ‘a8 blind na a
beetie," has lived a8 u larva or grob for years
under ground, sud is often B0 numerous as to
be quite destructive to the roola of some of the
grapes, and oocaslonally injurions to the pota-
toea. ‘This ia the grab that boya often use as &
bait for fresh.-water fishing; the locust is bet-
ter, but boys cannot wait seventeen years.
Many oitics vaslchivs vuuld be mensiuloed shas
require more than a year to go through the va-
rious stages of life, though moat insects are an-
nusls.

THE FOOD OF THE LOCUIT.

The loouat in ita lass or winged slate appeara
to eat nothiog. The gllkworm, as a worm, ia s
grosa leeder, but as a butterfly, eating scems
to be no paré of Its business, wnd that, though
not & rule, ia common in inseot life, Bat the
seventeen year locusl, when IV firet emerges
from the ground, in & mass of fatoess; all the
poultry, many of the birds, hogs, and even cats,
feed upon it ravenouely,
Farmers who plant thelr corn late Ina looust
year, 8o that the loousta shall come up first, will
oot be bothered with the crowe. A lady in
Germantown, Penpsylvanis—a well koown pat-
uralist—has given av interesting agoount of the
feeding of this insect underground. By digging
:S & pear tree she fonnd grest numbers astach-

to the rcots and liviog by suction. ‘The
writer of thia bad a large brood hatshed from
the egge lelt in the trees by those that were
here in 1860, which he kept in the earth in
fiower pota for several months, and fed by giv-
ing the roots of young trees, and alwaya lound
them attached by thelr litsle beaks, juat as you
gee the aphides and many others feeding above
ground.
If this loonst Is injurions, it must be to the
trees while under ground, by exhbausting she
sap; and from records kept by eome cider-
making families in Rahway, N. J., there {s
reason to believe that the apple orop is & good
deal dependent vpon the nge of the loousta,
‘The firss balf of their lives, or for cight or nine
years after each a ance, the cider crop has
been found €9 be the largest. It is coriainly o
common saying that looust year ls a good fruit
yoar.

THE ROMANCE OF THE LOOUAT.

This insect above gronnd is harmless—It will
nelther bite you, sting you nor polson you. It
will eat none of your Toutn!m. At the ut-
most it will but sip & litile dew from the cnpa
she akies have filled. If your heart I8 in the
right place—if you contemplate the wounders of
oreation ag you should—ihis litile locuss will
give you great pleasure, Itis one of the most
beautiful creatures in the insect world—elegant
an the oriole among birds, or as the rose among
flowers. ““The red-eyed cicads,’” has boen a
theme for poetry in all sges, but the wings of
thie locust are ita cspecial boauty: aa clear and
pelinoid as water, with a bordering tint of yel-
low, beyond the power of the painter to imi~

tate.
- 174 PECULIARITIRS
All who heard them io this pelghborbood
three yeara ago will remember how vocal the
whole country waa with their music. As with
mont Insects, the males are the only musio'nos,
The “Phatash,’ long drawn ont, of this locust,
is not & voice, but is produced by & kind ot
drum, one on each side, juss back and under
the root of the wing, Touch it with the point
of n pin and the voice ceases.
Thero i3 s varloty of this loovat in Brazil,
where the noise of a giogle ono can be heard a
mile. Thelocusts on Siaten Ialand have been
heard on the Loog Island side of the river, &
distance of two milea. Asthe larger number
come up at the same time, so the commence-
ment of their sioging is simulianeous.

In 1843, during the Millerite delusion, the
sudden pouring forth of the loousta was looked

their nsoension robed.

The muscular power of ingeots is indesoriba-
ble, exceps by comparison. Entomologiats tell
us that it we could jomp as floas can, to clear
the Norih river at one lesp would bo a small
affair. Could men make druma of correspond -
ing power to those of the locuat, Stentor would
be nowhere—ono would be euough for General

the palmer worm hath left hath the looust
ealen.'

This locust was s grasshopper, 4o whick our
most common kind bears an exact resemblance,
differiog only In size, and la found In nearly all
conntries, but espeolally troublesome in hot, dry
olimates, and being !nrqar as you approach the
equator, Bpecimens from Central Amerios
mepdure five and a half inches in length, and
oight lnches when the wings are expanded.—
The common grasshopper of our flelds in the
fall is about one and a half {nchea long; that of
Egypt and Syria Is a medium alze between these
oxlremes,

Tre vumber of these locusta or grasshoppers
in some countriea s inoredible tona. We have
po ipseot plague as all to compare with them,
Thompsaon, the missicniry, gives most vivid
deceriptions of the destruotion caused by them,
realiziog in one day (be language of Joel,
where ho eays:

“ The land 13 aa the garden of Eden belore
them, and bebiod them o desoiate wilderoesn—
yoa, und nothiog sbsil cseape them.*

They have been knowan to fall into the sou in
such pumbers shat when washed ashore the
stench feom their decayiog bodled haw caused
pestilonoe.

We have nothing of this kind to fear from
our locust, The female, o making provision
for the future of her race, bas an instingt that
teaches her Lo deposit ber oggs in Lhe twigs of
trees. The punciures she malkea for this por-
pose sometimen kill these branches, and are al-
ways deformities, but are soon oulgrown.
Farmers who have young frulé orchards are
often greatly alarmed at the advent of she

\reed,
frighteved than shey will be hart. Cuitivate
and mapure your young orchards as they should
be, und your treed will soon outgrow these
wounde; but if badly panciored, treat them s
you would your grape vines—prune severaly—
cuot off the injured branches, and your trees will
be the better for it.

Who
solly them that in the critical (ime of their
traveflormation—while casting off their subter-
ranoan coat—they will be belpless; that for a
Wme ey will be white, and thus be pecollaely
exposed to their enemies, the birds, but that in
the nighs the birda will be saleep? Who tells
thom that as goon as they emerge from the
groond they must direst their course toward
the nearess tree?  And who teaches them how
to know a tree? Eyea to them, for the seven-
teen yearn of thelr lives, had been as nsaices as
to the fishes in the Mammoth Cave, bul silil
they koow that when thit old coat Is cast off
tbelr wings will be liberated ;and to give them &
botter chiance to expand, they must be in such
i poeition that gravity may help to unfold them.
During this process, lasting about balf an hour,
the locust always staude erect, the fluids of the
body seem to rush into Lthe cells of the wings,
and the weighs nofolde thiem, Place them in s
different position ard this delleste process is
often apoiled.

General T. W. Sherman.

The telegraph reports the desth of General
T. W. Sazaman, who was severely wounded at
Port Hudson. The followiog brief notice of
the life and services of the General we olip
from an exchange:

General Bhermsn entered the army from the
State of Rhode lsland, graduating in 1836,
when he was appointed a 24 Lientenant in the
31 Artillery. Io May, 1846, he was made a
Captaln of artillery,and in May, 1848, a brovet
Major, “*for gallant and meritorious services at
the battle of Buena Visita," the year previons.
In 1857 he preventod, by his firmoess aud pro-
denoce, & war with certain of the Sioux Indians.
For many years he was lo command of o bat-
tery of light arlillery known as Sherman's Bat.
tery, and on the breaxing out of the rebellion
was appointed a Lisutenani-Colonel of the Sth
Actillery, in whioh position his skill and attaln-
ments a8 an artilleriss were conspicuously dis-
played. Socon after tho baitle of Bull Run,
haviog been appointed a Brigadier-General, he
was appointed to the duty of organiziog the
Iand forces of the Port Royal expedition, of
which he continued in command until relieved
tw General Mitchel, when he proceeded to the

est, remaining thero until ordered to the De
partmens of the Gulf. He has lstely been in
command at New Orleans duriog Gen. Banka's
absence in Western Loulsians, but upon the
conoentration of our forcen at Port Hudson as-
samed his place on the field, and, fighting gals
lantly, fell with the wound from whioh we are
now informed death has resulted.
