of the Southern Blatea.

In 1850, thero wers in Now Eagland 93,221
negroon and mulattoes; of theso the ratio of
mortality in the sggeega:e wasoue in sixty. In
order thei this ratio may compare as favorably
o8 poenible with that of the glaves, the five old
slave Biatos of Maryland, Virglala, Noeth Car-
olina, Bouth Carolina aud Georgls, though fot
the most favorable to the hoalth sud longevity
ot the negro, may be selected ae giving the
nearests lmatlon so New England io the
conditions of olimste. Agaivst Now Eogland’s
ono desth lo every pix'y emeng free ne-
groen, thess five old elave Biates give
one In every alxty-fcor elavos. For tho same
perlod of time, there were, reepeoiively,
smong the free negeoor of New Eoglsud, dumb
or deaf, ene in every threo thousand and flve;
among the Buuthern slaves, ono lo every six
thowsand five bundred und fifty-iwo. In Now
Eogland there was ooe free nogro blind for ev-
ery eight bhundeed and weveolty; smoog the
Southern alaves, one for every two thouzand alg
hundred and forty-five. Ioaune o idiof, among
the free negroes of Now Eogland, shere wis
one for every nine bundred and eighty; among
the Southern elaves, ona for every three thog-
gand and eighiy. Bak the diference by do
means ends here. By the Bisle Registeles of
Rtode Islaud end Connsotiut, whera the dif.
tinotion of eolor has been specified for the ooy~
sus of 1860, the annnal deathn of the blacks
sod mulattoss have cousiderably exceeded the
births, In the clsy of Providencs tho ratio of
deaths among the negroes has been one In ev-
ery twensy-four. In Bosion, derlog the five
yoars ending with 1859, among the blacks aad
mulatioes the number of births was ouve less
than the number of mairiages, and the deaths
exosed the births [o the proporilon of nearly
twoto one, Yet these are the olties whioh, of
all others Io tho United Btates, offar the highest
rewarda of gocial position snd equality of priv.
