No; that belonged to tne claas Of questions
whieb eonld be debated aod decided, and acted
upon without daogtr to the .interests of tbe
country, or without inflicting any mo-- e evil than
tbe temporary codotance of an' indefinite pub-
lic measure Bat there was another class of
questions, and these were precisely of that class
of quetttons r blob, our forefathers foresaw,
and against wuwh they eo loudy and io repeat-
edly admonished ns. These were local,

quislions; questions calculated to atray
one part ot tbe Staiee against another part, and
there happened to be la this country one faction
which admitted of being used for the purpose
of deitroylog the Union through tbe very in-

strumentality that bad been anticipated by oar
forefathers. No question touching oommeroe,
no question touching' agriculture, or tbe me
chanical art9, no question which had any rela-
tion whatever to tbe bare means of subsistence,
or bapploess among the people should be made
a local queition; no question of this sort could
over be made a sectional question by which the
people of one end of tbe Union could be made
the enemies of the people of the, other end of
the Union. Bat there was one queition, one
fact which afforded an opportunity for evil
mlnd'd men to produce this mleohlef, and tnle
quedtion wai tne queition of slavery. Now,
my ineods, i with to make some remarks upon
this subjeot, which I wlsb yon all to bear la
nlnd and think over when yon are upon your
farms and In j our workshops. First, remember
the faot that slavery existed before onr Gov-
ernment: remenner the fact thatslavsrv waa
nofanltof Ibe American people. It was brought
nere oy witisn legislation; it waa nere wben
onr thirteen original Slates were colonies. The
raot or slavery existing was no fault, then, of onr
Government either State or Federal. After
the revolution tbe Stales being bound tosclher
only by temporary association were all leagued
together, but were totally Independent of eaob
other.' When the revolutionary war was con-
cluded, they were at liberty, if they thought
proper, to exist side by elde aa so many Inde-
pendent sovereignties. Tbe revolutionary war
bad Riven them a right so to exist. Tne Arti
cles of Confederation, wbloh bound then to
gather during the war, ceased with tbe war;
and therefore each State was Independent to
tot for Itself. All this time slavery existed.
Tbe Constitution of the United Slates was
formed, being no more nor less than a great
treaty or stipulation between the States with
regard to their future condoot. When the Con
stitution was formed, therefore, the ftct of
slavery existed; and consequently 'it did not
depwoV lor. its Ilia opon any act of Congress,
and, consequently oo aot could deprive lt of its
life. When the Constitution was adopted,
slaveiy was recogoiced In Its double aspect It
waa reooguisea even ei en eruoie-- or foreign.
oommeroe, aod a, solemn U stipulation wae
plaoed In tbe body of tbe Constitution that
the slave-tra- de should not extend where f
Beyond the adoption of ' the CoDstitotionl
Not at all. . But that tbe African slave-trad-

Mark that! For twenty tears from the ado-o-

tlon of the Federal Coottllullon up to 1808,
m uuvoruuieui uaiug gop.e mil) operation
twelve years before tbe conclusion of the last
century, sod eight years ofjhis century, tbe
twenty tears within wblcb It was lawful to oar.
ry on the slave-tra- de by Importing' fresh alavea
from Africa, wow. when the Convention snt
in this amendment, limiting the duration of
the African, slave trade, why did they not put
in an amendment nmltlbg tbe duration of
domemo slavery In tbe tatesT Beoanee they
bad no power to put it there. Laughter. But
yet If It was a sin, then waa tne time for the
Aboiltioniits to nave prevented this sin from
entering the new Government. Here was tbe
Garden oi Eden. . A new Constitution abont to
b lormed,,tbey weri4bout.toetart up on a new
stale of exlstanoe. If elavoiy wai a sin, now
is your time, before the fatal fruit thereof shall
oe piaoEoa. Mi uey ota not even mate a
proposition. 1 bey never ofltrtd, they never pre-
tended to bavs tbe right to Interfere with slav
ery. qw, yon win observe t&at the teodenoy
of the population of' thls'oonutry haj been
regulated by wiimat. The, groat fact that tbe
two reese exists upon the oonttnenr, is a faot
that existed before the .Government. In tbe
course ot time lt was found that the Northern
people prererred white labor, and in order to
make way tbey sent their slaves South and
sold:them.' The South wa willing to reoelve
black labor, aod thug both parties were gratified,
one making bis choioe of whUe and the other
oi otaoa laoor. . now, suppose mere naa been
BO Sooth to send tboie negroes to; suppose there
naa oeen no suen piaoe as ine ooutn to which
to tend these nseroeti. .As a matter of oonraa
these negroes wonld have been amoni them,
ana me p'tcet new oocupii oy a miuioa wblt
laborers would have been occupied by a mlilici
of fiee negroes. .Now, it is a cations wart ii
reverse this state of things. .

Srery mil knows tbat there have been great
ware about religion, in all parts of tbe world
these wars bave existed more or less extensive
ly, and more or less frequently. Nor ing since
there were thirty years or war t Europe
about what? About religion. W . now, ao-o-

diotr to the Abolitionists, religion ooebt to
be exterminated In order to bave got rid of the
war. fLtntrhter 1 Religion being the came
of tbe war, one way of getting rid of religion
was by cutting the taroat of every man wbo
ptotesssd It. By getting a decree pronounced
by ome person Liko Abraham Lincoln, that tbe
Bib.e is ail laiee, ana its teacners all liars, and
tberefore having been the cause of tbe war, it
ought to be exterminated in order to get peace.
CCbeora. nut, my irionai, this would be ua--
ju t, and ll wonld bave been UDjur.: to religion
to say that religion bas been toe cause of the

sr. It bas been the cause of wars In no other
sense than tbat It has afforded a pretext to In
terpose on tb opinions ot others, via you ever
bear any talk about a war in the United States

religion? .1 answer you .never. Because
Soon ea gre! many religions here, aod a
grea. uiauy parts where there is no religion at
all. . we are Jews ana monammeaaas; 'aero
are Catholic aod Pro.eitaoti, and these Pro-

testants are divided np into half a don n differ-

ent denomioatlons, and tbey are cnmp.aed of
foreigner and natives those wbo nave taken
tbe oath of allegiance and those wbo bave not
t all men from all climes bave been living bete
ondor our Constitution for seventy-fo- ur years,
and no civil war about religion. Wby got Be-

cause our forefathers, seeing that religioa bad
been mads a pretext for civil war, did not
detfare tbat there ebonld be In the United
8tates no religion. They did not undertake

(j exterminate religion. What they did was
put into the organlo law a protection to re-

ligion- de. ominatiooa and sects of all kinds
tnd ascriptions, en that we oould not cut the
throat of one another. By tolerating all opin-
ions, by proteotlng all men In their rights,
(here bas been no quarrel. These people bave

In tbelr own way to argue; tbey have
Sweat about it, and used a great deal of ink In
tbelr religious controversies, but no blood. The
very moment they attempted to shed eaob oth-
er's blood we should not bave sent General
Burnalde's spies, we should have sent the Sheriff
pr the county, and, If the Sheriff le not strong
enough, he calls out the farmers of tbe county
to help blm; and If be be Jew, Infidel, atheist,
or Ibe devil bim.elf, tbey will lake blm. If a
man knock out tbe braloa of another, he can
not escape by saying that the man whose brains
be knocked ont was a Catholio.and tbat this is
a rrotestant oountry. No matter whose brains
he knocked onl, be had no rlgbt to knook them
ont, and the man wbo lost Ibom, bad a tight lo
keep tbem. If be sbonld come before a Judge
with snob a plea, tbe Judge wonld reply, "ll Ii
nt reasju because you are In a Protestant ronn- -

!ry tbat you should kill a Catholio. The law
nothing of Protestants and Catholics :

it knows Only clticens." But the prisoner's
attorney might reply: "Bui the man whs mil

suppose we say that this man's religion is
tbe eanse.of Ibe war, therefore exterminate
lit I say religion Is not the oause of tbe war,
but the oause of the war has always been tbe
attempt of one sol of men to ooeroe and brow-

beat another ott of tbelr rights. Did you ever
hear of any mlsohlef occurring In jour neigh-
borhoods, among your farmers! Did you ever
find yourselvee In law-suit- or mlsohlef of any
other kind, without there being some mischief-make- r

at the bottom of UT Did you ever bear
of people having a fight without there having
been an attempt of one man to tread upon the
toes of another? This law of personal right
Is one of the first terms oar children are'taeght
to prooonnoe. They eons Into existence In a
oountry wb'te they hear of the rights of man,
of tbe rights of States, and rights of the Peo-
ple, repeated over and over and over again, as
though ll was tbe intention oi the framers of
the Constitution to sink It deep Into the heart
of erery ono of their posterity. Why, si',
this word has bcoome eo strongly imprinted
upon the hearts and brains of tbe people,
tbat ll is like an instance I have beard of where
three mn were to be hung on tve same scaf-
fold. Tbe hour came, and they all arranged in
dne order to meet their doom. One was finely
dressed, wss of good blood, being born of good
family; one was more of a eommon-pla- oe man,
and bnt ill chid; while tbe third was a poor un-
educated follow who bad spent all bla life in
driving a dray. The hour arrived, and In ar-
raying thtJiJves on the scaffold, tbe poor
fellow with dirty elothee got too near fre fine
gentleman, and rubbed against him, urj"u wbloh
the fine gentleman ilnohed.and dema led why
be thus discommoded him? "I stand
where I please," replied the poor man. "I
have aa much right to be here as you bave.V
Loudlahter i 1U ...

Now, Mr. Lincoln, be
lt remembered, came In"as the first President
upon a seetionsl question 1 All Other Presidents
had been elected by the votes given partly In
tbe North and partly in the South; partly In lbs
East, and partly in tbe Weal. Lincoln was tbe
nrst seetlonal oandldate who' first mooeeded in
obtaining power, aod obtained tbat power while
oaring a minion less votes loan tbe votes oasl
against bim.
