The Potomac Army---G- en. McClellan's
Policy.

.', We think in not inopportune to publish
the following letter from Gen. McCi.Ellan
to Gen. Hallkck, dated August 4, 18GSL

Had his protest been regarded at that time
And his suggestions hceded, llichiiiond would
have been in our possession more than a
year ago, and thus the whole face of things
changed. But fanaticism ruled the hour,
and McCleixax did not suit the mad fanat
ics, aud hence he must be deposed, though
by so doing thousands of lives and hundreds
Of millions of money should bo lost. Mo
Clbllax was deposed, and what has since
occurred fully demonstrates the wickedness
of the act:

Va., Aug. 4, 12 M.
Oommand4$-Chff- :

Your telegram of last evening Is received.
I must confess it caused me the greatest
pain I ever experienced, for I am convinced
that the order to withdraw this army to
Acquia Creek will prove disastrous in the
extreme to our cause. I fear it will be a fatal
blew. Several days are necessary to com-
plete the preparations for so iiiijxjrtatit a
movement as this, and while they are in
progress, I beg that careful consfderation
may be given to my statement. Tliis array
is now in excellent discipline and condition.

Our larg-
est line of land transportation would be
from this point 25 miles, but by the aid of
tbe gunboats we can supply toe army by
water, during its advance, certainly to
within 12 miles of Richmond. At Acquia
Creek, we would be 75 miles from Rich-
mond, with land transportation all the wav.
From here to Fortress Monroe Is a march of
70 miles, for I regard it as impracticable to
withdraw this army and its material except
by land. The result of the movement would
thus be to march 145 miles to reach a point
now only 25 miles distant, and to deprive
ourselves entirely of the powerful aid of
tbe gunboats and water transportation.
Vdd to this the certain demoralization of

this army which would ensue, the terribly
