Any one acquainted with prices knowing
that most of the cotton bought is pad for itin supplies at enormous prices charged for
tha supplies, and the high prices of cotton or

The owner re
plied, "i have not DiacK-ma- u to oiler, this
cotton Is mine, and I give you my word I
will get it out." lie went back to the first
officer, who refused positively the permit.
The owner stated to him with some posi- -'
tiveness that he. should certainly secure a
permit, and requested tne officer to state, in
writing, his refusal, and the reason.. It was'
refused. 'Ihe owner then himself wrote out
his application for a permit, stating the
facts requisite concerning his cotton, his
own loyalty and proprietorship, handed it
to tne Treasury agent, and demanded that'

should indorse thereon his refusal, stat-n- g,

"If you do not indorse your refusal in
writing, I will bring witnesses by whom I
may prove ii.- - ; a ne xreagury agent with
some agitation, took the paper, read it, and
wrote on it what the owner supposed was
tha refusal. He did not examine it until
outside oj the office, when to Jils surprise
he"discovered that a full permit to bring
out hls'cotton, was written on the sheet,
Taeaeiacu were.raacea to me by the ownf
er of the cotton, a gentlemah of culture
and education, Twho, for a year or. moret
has served in the army, and from the begin-
ning has been an unswerving adherent of
the Union cause In Arkansas. .The bribe in
this case was not obtained. :, r. ,

This same gentleman related to me an in--
cSdent concerning one of hla fellow towns
men, who had been a rebel, but had re-
nounced his treason and desired to resume
Ids allegiance. He. desired also to obtaiu a
permit to sell hW cotton, amounting to nearl-y- five hundred bale - He came to Mem- -
jflils, took tjiewatll t)f allegiance, prepared
ai frank atatementv.owing ibe had"peerj:i
rebel, but was now loyal, anff w6uld;ye- -,

nainio. The permit fo iend forward hi"

cotton to Memphis, to sell on' his on ac- -
count, was graniea. lie returnee- - nome
and trot out about half his cotton without
trouble, and it went forward; but for some
reason the remainder was seized and de- -
tained by the commander of the post, Col.
Clayton. While still under seizure, th
owner nau conversation wnn tne person a
first named, and said, "If I am deprived of
this cotton, I am ruined." "Why, no you
are not," replied his friend; "you have got
out two hundred and lifty bales you owe

and no children, and if you lose these two
hundred and fifty bales you will still have
enough." To which the owner replied, with
some significance of manner, "I am totally
ruined if I do not get those two hundred
miuniiy uiues reieaseu. lire ouiy posmoie
inference, under the circumstances, was
that pretty severe terms had been imposed
upon the repentant rebel, and that his per--
mittogetit out had cost him one half Ills

Perhaps the inference was unjust;-
" " neighbors could see no other that
