YANKEEDOM BOILING OVER WITH EXCITE~
MENT,
{From The Richmoud Whig, July 4.

The Northern papers of the Oth. from
which we gave coplons extracts fn_our is-
suce of yesterday, naturally whetted up the
appetite of the reading public for later
news from our forces in Maryland, At 10
o'clock the agent of the Associated Press
luckily received from the Executive De-
sartment a copy of The Washington fron-
iele of the 10th, containing admissions of
the completeness of our success so far. As
g00n a8 a synopsis of the news of The Chron-
icle was placed upon the various bulleting
of the city papers, it attracted crowds of
readers, who not content with devouring
every item, line by line, proceeded to the
diseussion of the probable consequences of
our present successes, nnd the future objects
of onr invasion.

Grant and Petersburg were regarded ns
of ns little lmportance a2 a poor boy ata
frolie, while Washington, Baltimore, Gen.
Wallace, the loyal militia of Maryland and
Pennsylvania guddenly loomed up in pub-
lie estimation as the only objeets worthy of
a moment's considerution.” Joe Jolhnston
and his retrograde movements, too, were for
the time lnid upon the table, and we doubt
whether a thonght of the safety of Atlanta
once crossed the minds of the sage proph-
ets who were iugeniously planning in
imagination the details of the future ecam-
paign across the Potonme,

present movement.  Silently a body of
troops, which the Yankees say is large, at
least it is too large for ary foree they have
ready to meet it is hurled into Maryland,
and after having destroyedl railroad bridges,
vinducts, commissary stores, and in fact
everything they pleased, are now threaten-
ing the Federal capital and the city of Bal-
timore, while a conquering Yankee General
is asleep or stupefied by Virginia juleps in
front of Petersbure. walting for something
to turn up that will save him from the dis-

rrace e merits. Northern papers have
tan.-ilm'l often that Grant fully comprehend-
ed Gen. Lee's strategy, and was prepared
to checkmate it. We didn’t think so, but
now we know he does,

Brig, Gen. Tyler, who was captured nt
Monocacy, is no doubt the same Brig, Gen.
Tyler who fizured at the battle of Manas-
sas, in July, 1861. He has since been oth-
clating, we believe, as Provost Marshal or
post commandant at Baltimore. At all
events, he i8 a “small potato,” and it will
be observed that his capture is mentioned
next in order to that of Col. Seward, from
which eireumstance it is interred that Sew=

One of the Baltimore telegrams of the
13th says, “active arrangements are being
made in anticipation of an emergency which
it is confidently believed is barely possible,
not probable What is the “emergency”
thus alluded to? We dare say that it is the
uprising of the p{ror!v of Baltimore to put
down Iﬁc tyranny by which they have so
long been oppressed.  The “arrangements™
may be, for aught we know to the contrary,
the planting of cannon in the streets of that
city. We pray that the devotees of liberty
and independence in Baltimore may soon
have cause to thank God for their deliver-
ance from the brutal foe. “Maryland, my

As the chief cause of the high price of

As the Govern-
ment cannot properly undertake this busi-
ness, the only mode in which the result can
be accomplished, if at all, is by the combi-
nation of capitalists of known solvency
and acknowledged integrity. A capital of
$50.000 in gold might thus be raised, and
certificates issued to that extent—the specle
remaining on deposit at one of the bunks,
The suggestion is mentioned for the con-
sideration of all who are interested in the
improvement of our finances.

A correspondent of The Atlanta Confader-
acy, writing near Marietta, June 26, gives
an aeeount of the charge ol Brown's brig-
ade. He says:

“Brown's brigade, composed of the 45th,
23d, 18th and 3d battalions consolidated,
and 42d and 26th Tennessee regiments, oc-
cupied the right of the front line of Ste-
venson's division. Our brigade was cov-
ered by the 18th Tennessee, and several
companies from other regiments deployed as
gkirmishers, commanded by Lieut. Col, M,
It. Butler, of the 18th, The lines were or-
dered forward about 5 P, M., and Col. But-
ler soon encountered the enemy’sskirmish-
ers, in heavy force, posted behind siroug
works of rails and logs. With a cheer our
skirmishers rushed upon the enemy, dis-
lodging him and capturing twenty or thir-

TERRIBLE COLLISION ON THE

ERIE RAILLROAD.

Dreadiul Loss of Life === Sixty«Fonr
Hebel and Union Soldiers Killedes=
Ome Hundred and Twenty Wound-
od.

Sadly familiar as the last three years have
rendered the conntry and the public with
tales of blood, scencs of slaughter, and the
accumulated horrors of the battle field, we
are not yvet so used to them as to feel un-
moved when, on a similar scale, some fear-
ful raflroad eatastrophe brings them to us
fiee to face ninid the quiet of eivil life.

One of these terrible eatastrophes, the
most terrible that has bappened in this
country for some years, took place on Fri-
day morning last, when the grave was again
opened to receive a hecatomb of human
]l[tl-. oflerad at the shrine of managerial in-
efficiency aud subordinate recklessness—
It appears that on the 13th instant o bateh
of elght hundred and thirty-three rebel
prigoners left Point Lookout under the
charge of one hundred and twenty-five
Union soldiers. They safely arrived at
New York on the Lith, and left Jersey City
nt 5 A. M. on the morning of the 15th, en
route for Elmira, New York, whither they
hatd been ordered to proceed.

All went well, and the convoy reached
Port Jervis in the best of spirits. At Port
Jeryis the double track of tllw Erie railroad
ends, and for the next twenty-four or
twenty five miles the road is but & single
trick to Lackawaxen Junction, with ocen-
sional lengths of double track where the
nature of the road permits.

Throughout the whole of this distunce,
and for gome miles further on, the railrond
rung up the valley of the Delaware, and is
full of sharp curves and awkward turns,
along which it is often imposgible for the
engine driver to see more than fifty or six-
ty yards in advance. I was along this
piece of the road, about two miles from
shohola, and when curning a point of oue
of the abutting hills, that the train of eigh-
teen cmigrant cars, with its freight of nine
hundred and fifty-eight souls, running at
the rate of twenty-five miles an hour, met
o conl train of fifty cars, with each a loud
of twelve tong, that came thundering down
the ineline from Laxawaxen, When the
trains eame in sight of each other they coulil
not have been more than one hundred
yards apart, the drivers not having time to
reverse their engines and jump off before
death was upon them, the driver of the pas-
senger train, named Willinm Ingram, and
histireman, named Tuttle, being both ta-
ken off the engine dead, as was the fireman
of the coul engine, numed Philo Prentiss.

The shock was tremendous, and its re-
sults awful, though fortunately neither of
the engines left the line. The tender of the
pussenger engine was turned up on end,
the wood for fuel being thrown in front,
and horying the driver and fireman before
named. The first car, of course, was tt=
terly destroyed, being jammed, as aspecia-
tor deseribed it to us, into a space less than
sixgeet, while to complete itz demolition,
the tender that had been tipped on end fell
back on its roof. It contained thirty-seven
men, some of whom were on the platforn
at the time of the collision, and from its
wreek thirty-six were taken ont dead, only
one man escaping with his life by falling
between the platforms to the earth.,

Three of the cars in all were totally de-
stroyed. and seven or eight of them so
muech brecken ns to be entirely useless, and
it was in these ears that the greatest loss of
life ocenrred;: for when the collision took
place two Union soldiers were placed as
sentinels at ench door on the platforms of
each ear, which were also occupied by some
of the rebels beguiling the way by conver-
sation with the sentry. OF the men thus
standing all were immediately killed, save
one or two,

As soon as possible the survivors set to
work under the guidance of the Captain in
charge of the body, to extricate the dying
and wounded from their fearful position,
and, in the meantime, word was sent to
Shohola, apprising the authorities there of
the state of things, who immediately tele-
graphed for assistance to Port Jervis,
whenee, in a short time, Hugh Riddle, Esq.,
District Superintendent, arrived on the
seene of disaster in a relief train, with three
surgeons to attend to the injured.

The seene is deseribed hf' those who es-
caped as most appalling, the rond blocked
up with debris, car piled upon cuar in the
most indeseribable confusion, the bodies of
those thrown from them covering the road
at every step. the flying dust and blinding
smoke fron the guenching fires, the noise
of the escaping steam, and, above all, the
fearful groans and heart-rending cries of
the injured and px]nlrlng will never be for-
fntteu. Some of the corpses were shock-
ngly mutilated, heads completely erushed,
bodies transfixed, impaled on timbers or
iron rods, or smashed between the collidin
beams, while one man was discovered dead,
sitting on the top of the upturned tender,
in grotesque and ghastly mockery of the
seene aronnd him.

When the eties of the last wounded had
directed the searchers to his place of im-
prisonment, and the last corp-e removed
trom its temporary tomb, it was found that
the victims numbered sixteen Union men
and forty-four’ rebels, dead; while the
wounded numbered one bundred and twen-
ty, some of them wounded mortally—in-
deed, four have sivee died, and & number
of others cannot be expected to recover.—
J. T. Ridgway, Esq.,, Assoclate Judge of
Pike conuty, was goon on the s‘!ﬁ)t, and af-
ter a consultation with Mr. Riddle and the
officer in command of the men, a jury was
empanneled and an inguest held; after
which a large trench was duf by the sol-
diers and the railway employees, 76 fect
long, 8 feet wide, and 6 feet dm;l)‘ in which
the hodies were at once interred in boxes,
hastily congtructed—one being allotted to
four rebels and one to each Union soldier.
The wounded were conveyed a3 soon as
possible to Shohola, where they met with
