Berore ATLANTA, July 206, 1864, §
As the details of the battle of the 22d
come in, its importance and rank nmong the
great battles of the war become more appa-
rent. Never, perhaps, In nny eampaign,
has more desperate or more stuceessful fight-
ing under disadvantageous circimstances
geenrred. Gettysburg, with it thousands
of dend strewing the ground—Stone River,
with its frighttdl losses——Chickamanga,
than which no hloodier field can be foyud—
present no such seenes as were here wit-
nessed, The design of the rebel General
was a daring onpg, nnd was =0 nearly sne-
cessful, that what the results of its entire
sucetss would have been, may readily be
pereeived. Nothingbut the most persistent
eonrage and desperate fighting saved the

rout, Simnoltancons with an impetaons at-
tack of a well appointed column on the ex-
treme flank, its commander fell nnd parts
of theline were hroken throngh by overpow-
cring masses.  Assaults were repitlsed from
the front, and then Hies were faced to the
rear and attacks repulsed from thatdivection,

This was purticularly the ense in the 17th
Corps, where the rebel dead, strewed in
it front, tells ofthe desperation of the contest,
In such a contest it is impossible to speak of
the dolngs of regiments or bodies, Tt seem-
od to be g contest where companies and Inidi-
vidunla fought as repson dictated, Divisions
beset on evary side by an impetions oo,
fought by detachments: corps and corpe com-
manders were lost sight of. and divisions
and brigades forgotten. When they wire
fought as communds they were marehed
from one end of a ridge to another, or
fought (rom one side of o work, then from
the other. But the troops, tried on wmany
sangiinary flelds, were not to be thrown
into disorder or confmsion. Assanlts were
received and repulsed, and attncks were
made and improved. On theextreme right
of this army in front of Gen, Wood's divis-
jon, the buttle could be plainly seen from
the headquarters of Gen. Sherman, Near
the right of the line, Capt. Glass’ battery of
2-pormnid Parrotts, was stationed, and the
regiments supporting it were driven away
at the first onset of the enemy, Gen. Wood
observing the battery deserted, and the en-
emy endeavoring to carry it off, sent his
reserve force to retake it, This foree, mov-
ing through ravines, was not obsarvid by
the enemy, and gained the work just at the
moment that an additional foree of the en-
emy, who had been sent to assist in earry-
ing off the guns, mounted the work, and
here wad geen by Generals Sherman, Scho-
field and others, one of the most stubborn
couflicts that a goldier ever engnged in. In
tlie ghapenee and intense excitement of the
oveasion, it seemel] to last for balf mm hour,
when In reality it was of short doration,
and finally resulted in the fres use of the
bayonet.  From au extended point on the
road leading to tho eity, near the leit of
General Haseall's line, batteries were
brought into position, that plaved with
frightful havoe into the flanks of the dar-
ing enemy. These shells, plowing through
their runke, already thinned by the de-
struetlve musketry of our infantry—these
missiles; coming with their pecnliarscream-
ing noise, seattering death amidst them—
wunerved them, and sent them in confusion
back over the ficld they had so nearly won.
Their backs were 1o sooner tarned, than
onr men jumped to their feet, and with a
wild, exultant cheer, sent a volley through
their wasted lives, that told with fearial
effect. Thrice their colors fell with the
hearers, but each time they were ploked up,
and finally borne off by the few who were
Teft to tell the story of thelr gallant fight.
Sueli conflieta are beyond the control of
officers of any grade, and none but the
brave, heroic men who enrry the muskets,
deserve credit for snch bitter, decisive re-
pulses. Men, with snch hearts, with eour-
age that thus confronts death, with perves
that thus withstand the assanlts of snperior
numbers 6f men, maddened by delusions,
are heroes and deserve monumentsof brass,
Ot this part of the field one handred and
sixty-five dead rebels were found.  These
figures alone speak for the determined re-
sistance that wis made. In front of the
20th Ohio, just such another scene might
have been witnessed. Men of that regi-

.ment eaptured and in the enemy’s hands,

were literally jerked ont of their hands, the
rebels pulling by the feet and our men by
the body.

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Tn prisoners onr loss is not definitely knos n,
but it is asserted by General Logan that
three thousand five hundred will cover onr
entire loss, I'helosses fell equally through-
ont the command. Tt is reported that the
20th Regiment Ilinols Volunteers went ln-
to the fight one hundred and sixteen strong,
and came out with thelr Lieutenant Colo-
nel, one Captain and gixteen men. Other
regiments were quite as fearfully cut up,
but comparatively speaking, our losses wre
light, and, as the above fgures will show,
the Army of Tennesseg won, on the 22d
Ingt., one of the most decisive victories of
the war,
THEIR COMMUNICATIONS

discontent,

Important changes have been made in the
lnes of the entire army.

I,ls armies
are in the best of spirvits; his troops conti-
dent, and in the few days to coge great
aud: glorfous successes will be ours, It
is useless to speculate or to promise suc-
cess, for ere this reaches the public the
telegraph will have given the re-
sults.  Of one thing, however, the
people may rest assured, and thst is that
this, campaign is not yet ended. The ob-
