The Ohio University.
Whatever affects theeducntional interests

of the State is a matter of great Importance,
and deserves the critical attention of each
individual of community; but especially
Is it the duty of the press, which Itself wields
so large an influence as an educator, to
watch with Argus eyes the many fountains
to which the youth of our land resort to
slake their thirst for knowledge: to know
that they are pure, or, if some have become
corrupted, to warn the public, lest they
drink and be poisoned. It is the province
of the public journal to applaud and sustain
whatever is right, and to criticise and con-
demn whatever is likely to work an evil to
the nublic. The subject of this article is

. one of the "fountains," to whioh the young
men of this ana some or tne neignooring
States are invited to come and drink. It
behooves them, and those interested in their
wellfare, to know its condition. The Ohio
University, under the administration of Dr.
Wilson, early attained an enviable position
as an institution of learning. It stood by
tho side of the Miami University, at the
head of the list of Western Colleges. Under
Dr. McGuffey it advanced to a position
which rivaled the more favored and older
institutions of the East. But pecuniary
embarrassment made it necessary to close
the College for a while, and the very able
faculty who occupied the several chairs in
the University at that time, were called to
other institutions. During the interreg-
num, there were some deaths and several
resignations among the Board of Trus-
tees. From tho fact that the College
was suspondod, it failed to occupy the at-

tention of the public thus affording an op-

portunity for some designing men to pro-
cure for themselves and their friends posi-

tions as members of the Board of Trustees.
This they did, and men, who can not write
a single grammatical sentence in the En-

glish language, or even spell the words
correctly, which they might attempt to
write, have for several years past annually
occupied their scats with the Board of Trus-
tees on commencement days; and have act-

ed a prominent part as members of the Ex-
amining committee, holding a copy of Xeu-opho- n,

or Horace, or, may be, Euclid, dur-
ing the recitation, looking wise, and voting
on the merit of the examination. Ohpudor!
There are still some good and worthy men
in the Board. But with this mixture of
good and bad in the Board of Trustees, we
may expect to llnd a corresponding rcllec-tlo- n

in the Faculty; and in this we shall not
be disappointed, 'for both branches of the
Board are represented In that body, in kind.
Hence, the recent rupture, and resignation
of two of the most competent Professors in
the College Dr. Blair, from the chair of
Natural Sciences, and Professor Arthur,
from the chair of Mathematics. And as
this is a publio matter, and has already been
commented upoirtargely by the journals of
the State, allow me, as briefly as I can, in
justice, to give you the fatts connected with
this trouble in the Faculty:

In the fall of 1802, a member of the Ohio
Conference came to Athens as Pastor of the
M. E. Chnrch, ignorant of nearly every
branch of school learning, even common
Arithmetic. He v as fraternally encouraged
by all the Professors alike, to study in Col-

lege, they little suspecting his capacity for
mischief. Prof. Arthur heard him in pri-
vate recitations in the elements of Algebra.
He also began the languages during the
year. He was Invited to the societies of the
Students, and cordially, it seems, entertain-
ed, and even became a member of a secret
society. Thus passed the last part of the
first year of this Pastor's sojourn at Athens.
During the next year it was found that,
green as ho was in learning, the President
of the College had, without consulting the
Faculty, made him tutor to a class in Col-

lege. Of this Prof. Guthrie, who was Im-

mediately in charge of the languages, com-
plained; and all the Professors thought it
arbitrary on the part of Dr. II., and injuri-
ous to tne College. It was soon apparent,
however, that he was the confidential ad-

viser of Dr. n. on College affairs. This
was extraordinary for the Pastor of a vil-

lage church in a State University. Dr. II.
was charged with habitually employing
irresponsible parties to teach classes. All the
Faculty looked upon this policy as a fraud
upon the Students, and suicidal to the in-

terests and honor of the College, and the
dignity of its instruction. Its only end
seemed to be, to multiply the dependents of the
President. To correct this growing evil,
Dr. Blair drew up the following resolution,
whloh can but meet the approval of every
judicious College officer, to wit:

"Resolved by the family of the Ohio Uni-
versity, That it is adverse to the interests of
the Students and honor of this College, and
the reputation of its Professors, to allow
any class or classes in this institution, to
recite to, or be crraded upon the merit roll.
by any person other than a teacher regu-
larly appointed by the Trustees."

This resolution was to bo offered by
Professor B. and seconded by another
Professor. But It seems that Dr. B.
retained the resolution some four weeks
before presenting it. Mr. S. had be-

come the brother-in-la- w of the Pastor, and,
in the meantime, Prof. Gntlirio had died,
and S. had been made, by some strategy, a
teacher in the College. Prof. Arthur's con-
ference had held its sesstou in Parkersburg,
Va. After coming back from his conference,
Prof. A. informed Dr.B. that certain parties
from Athens had been at his conference,
seeking to remove him from the College;
and that this Pastor the heir apparent of
Dr. T, of Columbus, O. bud reported in
Athens, that Dr. B. and Prof. A. were to be
retired from the College. How he was en-

abled thus truthfully to foretell events
which have takon place, I will not under-
take to say, but leave it to thost engaged in
the plot to explain. Tho promotion of 8,
the brother-in-la-w of the Pastor, to Prof.
Arthur's chair was, it seems, privately dis-
cussed; and the President asked one of the
Profs., "How he would do for tho post?"
About the same time, a man from Columbus,
It local preacher, and teacher of a private
school for little boys and girls, made a

to Athens, In view, as was
supposed, of capturing the chair of the dis-
tinguished Professor of Natural Sciences,
Dr. Blair. Thus the thread of this revolu-
tionary scheme on the part ot the faction in
Athens, and a certain clerical revolutionist,
in the city of Columbus, was unwinding
charmingly. Dr: Blair, although at the
time not certain that the Pastor was teach-
ing a class in College, (so secretly was the
President planning to draw this man Into
the College, the coming year, as tutor,) felt,
compelled to offer the resolution to shut off
incompetent teachers, and did to. The
scene that followed beggars description.
The President poured out upon Dr. B. the
most scurrilous afrni, and billingsgate that
would have disgraced an ordinary1' street
blackguard. Dr. B. remarked that If teach-
ers ofthe grade of tho Pastor were to bo em

ployed lii'the College, his sense of scrre-spe- ct

would compel him to withdraw.
4Tia," said the President, "is ioitf have
wanted for years; J want to get rid of you; go
as soon as you please; go to Africa if yon
please; I don't care if ym go among the ne

r. Blair were present, and can be called

on at any time to attest the truth of what
we nere relate ot the nmiaouicy anav;nris-tia- n

temper of this President of a State
University, and his dignity and moral influ-
ence in a Faculty of honorable and learned
men! There is the fact; no one can deny
it. And yet, he is shamefully continued in
that hieh position. These exhibitions of
manly dignity and Christian meekness, on
the part of this, to bis former associates,
historical President, are not so uncommon
as to render them suffcrable. What must
have been the feelings of Dr. Blair, Prof.
Arthur, and the other members ot the Fac-
ulty, as they went out from the presence of
this President of a University, upon that occa-
sion? Tho Pastor left the College, and re-

fused to return (although the Faculty, feel-

ing his need of further instruction, nad of-

ten requested him to do so), except upon
the condition that Dr. Blair should be re-

moved. It might be well for the clerical
brethren of this Pastor to inquire how it
happens that the Pastor of the M. E.
Church in Athens, in his appropriate work,
could be so largely involved in disturban-
ces in a State University ? Here we have
the grouping of the actors in this Christian
recreation, in a State Institution. It was
very easy for a certain clerical gentle-
man in Columbus, who knew about
as much about the real power, and
popular efficiency of the Professors
at Athens, as he knows about the African
Chimpanzee only informed by a certain clan

to go to Athens as the great all of the
Ohio Conference, and in defiance of the
written protest of all the students in College,
except one or two, to ask for the resigna-
tion of Dr. Blair a man who has more pop-
ular power in favor ofthe College than this
Columbus minister and all the balance of
the Faculty put together. Who gave to the
Ohio Conference of the M. E. Church the
care and control of the Ohio University?
By what authority do they assume to act?
The whole transaction is an insult and an
outrage upon the feelings of the public,
which, calls lor the Interposition of the
Legislature. We desire and pray the com-
ing Legislature to inquire: 1st. Into the
propriety of allowing a man to be a Trus-
tee in two Colleges (not farther apart than
Delaware and Athens) at the same time.
We think a man of commendable sense and or-

dinary modesty, would not wait for the Leg
islature to raise this question.

2d. How many relatives in the 6ame Board
and Faculty, in a State Institution, can be al-

lowed in view of tho good of the College?
It might not be amiss for the Legislature to
inquire Into the competency of the President,
whom that Board of Trustees is continuing
at the head ot that College, and under whose
administration the school lias lost honorable
rank in the State, and whose Faculty, so
many able men have had occasion to leave
in the last ten years, and of whom rarely a
student speaks commendably; and further,
about whom there is more than a suspicion
that his policy is, to keep himself surround-
ed by young and green Professors. If it has
come to tliis, that it is dangerous to the
character and reputation of uble, learned,
and modest men, to be connected with the
present Administration of the Ohio Uni-
versity, let the fact, sad and humiliating as
it Is, be A'noten, so that men who are men can
avoid this network of treacliery and crucilix-io- n.

Let the next Legislature give this matter
a thorough Investigation, and "flat justitia
mat caium."

An Abolition Statement of Mr.
Wharton's Case.

Mr. Wharton, editor of the Parkersburg
Gazette, who was arrested by order of Gen.
Hunter, for publishing some Information
about the suflerings of the army under his
command, is again at hUeditorial post. Mr.
Wharton was one of the early anti-slave- ry

men of Western Virginia, and has been a
staunch Union man throughout It seems
that he was placed in charge of a scamp,
and treated shamefully while under arrest.
Ho locked Mr. Wharton up in a guard
house, refusing him all accommodations,
tearing away from him the paper on which
ho "attempted to write a note to Gen. Hun
ter, and ordering the guard to shoot him if
no attempted to write or speak to any one."
At Cumberland, Mr. Wharton says he was
put into the guard house again, "among
dirty and Infamous secession prisoners and
deserters," and that he "was kept lying on
boards, eating only stale bread, coffee and
fat bacon from unwashed plates and cups."
His arrest was on Thursday, and he was
kept in confinement until the following
Wednesday. He complains that the guards
who were put over his office did him irre-
parable damage, by destroying all his pri-
vate papers and memoranda. For all this
Mr. Wharton says he shall enter suit against
Gen. Hunter "for false imprisonment, and
not let it rest, when he is out of the service,
until his means are exhausted or tho courts
determine I have no redress."
