As there are numerous reports
lation in regard to the night balloon ascen-
sion, that was to have taken place on Thurs-
day night last, and as there do not appear
to be any two stories alike, I think it but
just to the public as well as myself, to make
a true statement of the facts, which will be
advantageous to nil parties.'

vertised a night ascension to take place on
the evening following the one that Mr.

balloon, the superintendent of the gas-
works not I lied us that it would be impossi-
ble to fill the balloon that night; which be-

ing the case, and as there was not enough
gus then in the balloon to make the ascen-
sion, we decided, with tlie consent of the
persona who had paid their entrance fee, to
postpone tlie ascension until next day. In
a few moments after, the mob outside, led
on by one would be Bully of tlie town com-
menced throwing stones, brickbats, &c, at
the balloon, injuring It very materially; and
being advised by many prominent persons
to let the gas escape and roll up the balloon,
we did so, and stowed it away in the base-
ment of Mr. Rice's building and locked it
up about which time the mob becoming
enraged, tore down the enclosure and rush-
ed in pell mell, broke open the door, drew
out the balloon, net-wor- k, &c, and tore and
cut them to pieces; not being satislled with
which, they set tire to It and destroyed it
entirely, together with a large quantity of
lumber. As there Is considerable curiosity
to know what the balloon was worth, I
will state, that to build one of the same size
and material as tlie one destroyed, would cost
about $4500. fi .,

the many and generous persons who have
extended their sympathies to me.

Further Particulars of the
of Brownsville.

Caiho, Sept. 18. The steamer Belle Mem-
phis nri iveu with Memphis papers of yes-
terday evening. Sergeant F. 8. Clark, Ulst
Illinois infantry, hag furnished additional
particulars concerning affairs on the Eio
Grande. On the morning of the Cth the
French moved out of Bagdad with a lorce
estimated at 500 to 1,000, and commenced
the ascent of the Rio Grande, for the pur-
pose .of attacking Matamoras. The march
was uninterrupted till they reached a point
opposite White Kanche, where they met
C'oi tinas with a Mexican force prepared to
contest their approach. A terrllic artillery
duel took place, when the Frenc.. were
compelled to fall back in confusion, closely
followed for three miles, when, coming to a
chapparell, they made a stand. Cortinas
opened on the Imperial forces with shot
and shell.

While engaged at this point, the rebel
commander at Brownsville, Col. Ford, came
down the Texas side of the Rio Grande with
a large drove of cattle for the French, and
seeing the Conlederacy's friends engaged
with Cortinas, promptly espoused the cause
of the French and opened on the Mexican
rear. Seeing this the Imperial army made
an attempt to turn the tide of the day, and
charged the Federals with bayonets, with
the determination to conquer or die, and
were driven back In disorder under cover
of the chapparell. Cortinas then brought
two pieces of artillery to bear on Ford,
forcing him to retire.

About this time tho 01st Illinois, at Bra-
zos Santiago, hearing firing on the Rio
Grande, were ordered to march to the scene
of action, arriving in time to witness the
repulse of the rebel,. The gallant Sucker
boys then pitched into Ford and drove him
Ave miles, capturing his caiup equipage and
about thirty stand cf arms.

In the meantime Cortinas succeeded in
putting the Imperialists to flight, and drove
them to Boco Del Rio. Here he shelled
them, but as his artillery could not compete
with their heavy ordnance on ship board,
he withdrew his forces to White Ranche,
and crossed with live hundred men into
Texas, where they lay on their arms during
the night of the 6th, by the side of the
American troops. No sooner had Cortinas
crossed the Rio Grande than he lowered the
flag of his country white, red and green

and hoisted the stars and stripes, which
was greeted with enthusiastic cheers by the
Mexican soldiery as well as American.

On the 9th Cortinas followed Ford to the
old battle-Hel- d of Resaca De La Talma,
where he rested his troops for the night,
while Ford fell back to Brownsville. Cor-
tinas dispatched a courier to Matamoras to
order the forces there to prepare to move
immediately.

Early in the morning of the 8th, five hun-
dred Mexicans moved up the Rio Grande,
crossed the river and came down on the
Texas side, attacking Brownsville simul-
taneously with Cortinas. The struggle for
Brownsville was brief and resulted in the
defeat of the rebels, who were driven from
the town, and Cortinas took possession.
The exit of the rebels from Brownsville
was so hasty that they left their rag float-
ing on the court house and other public
buildings, which was soon torn down and
the stars and stripes hoisted amid the shouts
of citizens and Federal soldiers, who were
almost as proud of the starry banner aa our
brave boys.

Further About the Captured Cattle

Chances of Recapture Rather
Slim.

New Yokk, Sept. 19. The Herald's
Army of the Potomac correspondent of the
17th Inst., gives the following account of
the rebel capture of our cattle:

To the rear portion of our line picketed
by the 1st Division of Columbia Cavalry,
there was a large field In which theie were
about 3,000 head of very fine beeves. As
the enemy had been constantly throwing
scouts through the country thereabouts, ho
had probably learned this fact, and resolved
to possess himself of our treasure. Accord-
ingly, daylight yesterday morning revealed
him approaching close in front of the 1st
District of Columbia Begiment, in two
strong lines of battle, the first comprising
troops of Wm. II. Lee, and the second be-

ing the Hampton Legion the aggregate
number of .men reaching probably 5.000.
Quickly breaking in lront of our pick-
ets, the enemy turned by right and left,
moved around the cattle and drove off the
entire herd, likewise-man- horses belong-
ing to our men. All this was done so quick-
ly it was impossible to get any reinlorce-meu- ts

in time to check the bold movement.
A brigade of cavalry under Gen . DavieSf and
another party nder Gen. Kautz, were sent
with a view to intercepting them. It is be-

lieved they can cross Norfolk railroad, but
their success will depend upon who arrives
at this position first.

At about the same time the attack was
made on our rear, two consecutive move-
ments were made against the lines in front
of Crawford's anu Ayers' divisions, the
pickets being driven in on the main body
on both occasions. This fact leads to the
belief that the massing of troops at this
point is only a feint, it being in fact a part
of the movement for securing the drove of
cattle.

At the time of closing this dispatch
nothing definite is heard from the pursuing
force.

The Herald correspondent says : The tel-
egraphic construction corps engaged in
nutting up the wire between this and Fort
I'owhattan, numbering forty men, under
Wm. Macintosh, with six wagons, thirty-si- x

mules and twenty miles of wire, were
also captured. Wm. Macintosh, Frank
Thompson and a colored teamster are all
ot the party known to have escaped.

In the pursuit we first came upon them
in force at a small creek near Hawklnsvillo,
on the Jerusalem plankroad, where we
found them strongly intrenched beyond
the stream, with the bridge torn up and an
almost impassable swamp intervening. Col.
Stedman, who commanded the advance
brigade, made strenuous efforts to carry the
Eosition, but finding it too strong, General

ordered up the 2d brigade, under
Col. Smith, and Clark's battery, lor a com-
bined ett'ort. Tlie 8th and 10th Pennsylva-
nia, and 1st Maine regiments, formed
on the left road, while the 1st Massachusetts
and 6th Ohio were on the right. The na-
ture of the ground compelled them to fight
dismounted. After a vigorous artillery

of Clsrk's battery, a general assault
was ordered, Which was obeyed with a will,
but without success, the enemy's Hue being-foun-

both longer and stronger than ours.
The 1st Massachusetts regiment In the
charge became intermingled with the ene-
my, and fought them hand to hand, but
were obliged to fall back. The enemy had
six pieces of artillery, while we had only
four. In the mean time we could hear
nothing from Gen. Kautz, although prison-
ers informed us they had captured a whole
regiment of Kautz's command, with

News from Mexico Discredited
Despondency Among the Rebels

Disposition of the Trans
Rebel Army.

New- Orleans, Sept. 13, via Cairo, 19.
There is much dispute over the Mexican
news. It-i- not generally believed, but
some who should know assert positively
that it is true.
