New Yong, April 20,—The following ‘s
the subatance of the oration:

Mr, Bancroft saitl: Oor grief at the orime
which had elothed the eontinent in mounrn-
Ing, finds no ndequate expression in words,
no relief” In tears, Neithor the oflice with
which Mr. Lincoln was invested, by the ap-
proyed choiee of a mighty 'mu}ll(,, nor his
simple-henrted kinduoess of pature, could
save him fiom the flendish passions of re-
lentless fanutics, Millions attend his re-
makns as-they are borpe bn solemn proces-
flon ower our great rivers, along the sea
slde, bevond the mountaing, across the
prairies, to their finul resting-place in the
villley of the Mississippl. ‘The echoes of
his fnperal knell reverberatad through the
world, and the friends ot freedom of every
tongue, and i évery clime, are his mourn-
ers,” Members of the Government. which
proceded - bis adwinistration opened the

atesof tréason, and he closed them. When
e went to Washington the giound on
which he trod shook under his feet, and he
left the Republic on a solid foundation.
Trepitors hied seized the public forts and ap-
senals, and he recovered them for us. The
Cuproud, which he found the abode of slaves,
Is now only the abode of the free. The
houndless public. domain whicl wus grasp-
ed at, and, In a great measure, held for Jur
diffusion of slive 1y, 18 now irrevoeably de-
voted to freedom,

T'hese men talked jargon of a balance of
power in the IRepublic between the slave
States and the free States, and now the fool-
ish words are blown away forever by the
breath of Maryland, Missour! and Tenues-
Bee.
The atmosphere 18 now purer than ever
betore, and the insurrection i= vanishing
away. ‘T'he country Is enst iuto another
morild, and the gigantic system of wrong,
which had been the work of morethan two
centuries, is dashed down, we hope forever,
As for himsell personally, he was scoffed at
by the proud as untit for the station; and
now; againet the usage of later years, and
in spite of numerous competitors, he was
the unblased and undoubted choice of the
American people for u second term of ser-
vice. Throngh all the bitterness of treason,
lie retained the sweetness of a most peace-
able disposition; the loss of myrinds of the
lost on  battle-tields, and more terrible de-
struction of our men in captivity by the
slow torture of exposure and starvation, had
never been able to provoke him into har-
horing one vengeful feeling, or one purpose
of cruelty. How shall the nation most con-
pletely shiow its sorrow at Mr. Lincoln’s
death—how shull it best honor lus memory?
There ean be but one apswer ; grief most
like the character of wetlon nuli breathe
forth in assertion of policy to which he fell
a gacrifice; a standard on which he held his
hand must be uplifted again higher than
before, and must be carried above every
thing else. His emancipation proclama-
tlon must be affirmed and maintained.
Events have removed doubts  of
its legality and binding force, Mr. Ban-
eroft Incidentally nlluded to the usarpation
of power of the Execcutive by General Sher-
mun, saying from this bad act, which peo-
ple with ona united voice condemn, no

reat evil will follow save the shadow on
iis own fume, He referred to President
Jolingon, to whom remained the power to
consummate the vindication of the Union,
and coneluded ng follows:

Jo that Union Abesbaw Livcoln has fall-
en & martyr. [Ilis death, which was meang
o sever it beyond repalr, binds it more
clogely and more finmly than ever. From
Maine to the southwest bouudary on the Pi-
cific, it makes useone country. Wemay
have needed imperishable grief to touch its
inmost feeling. The grave that reccives
the remains ol Llumlu, receives nomaityr
to the Union, and the monument which will
rige over his body will bear witness to the
Union; and his enduring memory will as-
slet, during countless ages, to bind the
States together, and to incite to love of our
one and undivided country. Peace to the
ashes af our departed rriend of his country
and his race. Happy was his life, for he
was the regtorer of the Republie, He was
happy in his death, for the wanner of his
end will plead torever for the Union of -the
States.
