Drayis was eaptured was situited in o pine
forrest on the side of the Abbeyville road,
about one mile from [rwinsville, Irwin
county, Georgia, It counsisted of a ]
wall tent, conl:a!rlln]i only the arch-traiior
and his fawily. and an ordinary fly, con-
taining the male portion of the caravan.—
Surrounding and contiguous to these were
two common Army wagons, two ambu-
lances and several horses and mules, with
the usual amount ol camp paraphernalia,

such as gaddles, bridles, harness, cooking
Davis himsell and Postmas-
ter Regau, with the two Cols. Lubbeck and
Johnson, aid de camps, had only overtaken
the party the night before, after a fatiguing
journey from Washington, Georgla, where
they had remained to settle some business,
ns thuy say, while Mrs, Davis with the
train and servants had pushed forward un-
der the protection and escort of Private Sec-
retary Harrison and a few of the watchful,
such as Lientennnt Hathaway, Midshipman
Howell, and about twenty servants and
soldiers. It was probably at or very
near Washington where Davig dismissed
hig escort ancd divided the spolls; nnder the
most pressing citcumstances.  Some of
Stoneman's cavalry were hard upon him,
and he conoluded to deceive them hy let-
ting them follow the body of eavalry, while
he and his friends traveled in cog across the
country and joined his family.
