This route Is 2350 feet shorter than the
route terminating below Moler's dam. and
the saving In the cost ol construction would
oe 21.840.

Tnere are however obieetions to this
route besides the great depth of the exca
vation, the proximity of the terminus ol
the sewer to the city, and the depth of
water in me river at tnis point. Uy re-
moving Moler's dam or what is left of Hie
same, the surface of the water can only be
wrreu 10 incites, leaving tne depth or the
water 6 feet 9 inches at low water stage.
There is now no perceptible current in the
river at this point and an accumulation nt
tne sewerage filth here, would undoubted-
ly poison the atmosphere of the vicioity,
during a low stage ot water in hot weather.

2. The Gay street route. Continuin g the
sewer In Fourth street to Gay street. thence
in Gay street to Fifth street, thence diasron- -
alley across the Alfred Kelly property to
the intersection of Long and Medary street,
thence in Medary street to North Public
lane.

This route is 700 feet shorter than the
Seventh street route, and the saving in the
cost of construction would be $16,783.
