The German;, but more particularly
the Anstrian press, continnes to discuss
the effects which the late Vienna schutz-
enfest has had on political matters in
Germany. Aceording to some of the
organs of Mr. Von %euat. Austria is
guided hy a domble interést which re-
quires her to play the part of a pacifica-
tor. On the one side she does not wish
to Ipse gll ioterest in German matters,
and must therefore keep side by side
with Prussia in every question concern-
ing German politics. On the other hand
her interests in the Orient compel her to
remain on good terms with Franee; con-
sequently her pelicy is, with a few
wprds, as follows: “Neuntrality t]mmgh
peace and peace through neutrality”

I'be most contradictory reports are still
in “circulation in German papers sbout |
the state of bealth of Count Von Bis-
marck; there are some who say that he
is:far from having recovered sufficiently
to be able to resame the direetion of
public affairs; others state that he has
entirely recovered and is about to leave
for Berlin; others again make Mr. Bis-
marck neither better nor worse, but at-
tribute his prolonged residence in Pom-
eraine to purely political canses.

Bumors have been afloat about nego-
tiations to be resumed between Prussia
and the Holy See. with a view to send-
ing an A({:natolic Nuncio to the North
German Uonfederation. There is, how-
ever, not the slightest probability of any
such step having been taken on the part
of Prussia, and the declarations of the
official North German press leave no
doubt as to the entire improbability of
any such efforts being made.

The prorogation of the Ttalian Par-
liament is expected to take place about
the 21st of the pressnt. month. The
Italian Chambers will assemble again
towards the middle of November.

Fliendish OGutrages by Negroes in
North Carolina.
[(From the Georgia Clarion.)

Ons of 'the mest revolting outrages
and a double " murder occurred near
S8wain’s Mill, North Carolina, on Tuoes-
dny last, which it was ever. our lot to
record, or which ever took place in any
civilized land. A few miles from the
mill, on the Uolumbus Road, lived Mrs.
Marks, a yonng and beautiful widow
lady nbout thirty years of age; a hired
woman and two children, a little boy of
five, and a little girl of eight, living
with her. . At abotit nine o'clock in the
evening of the 21st ult,, a loud rap at
the door of the house startled the in-
mates, who had justretired forthe night.
The hired woman who slept in an apper
room, raised a window to ascertain the
cause, and was accosted by a negro, who
said that he had a letter for Mrs. Marks,
which he bad brought from the village,
and that it was very important, and
must be answered that night. Recogniz-
ing him as & man from the u].!agu whom
she knew; she went“down stairs and
opened the door. As soon as the door
was fairly unfastened, a gang of nine
armed uegroes, who had besn concealed
4n the dark behind a clump of bushes,
’l‘bﬂ

“womdn fled through a rear door, and es-

-caped into a piece of thick woods back

of the house.

Mrs. Marks, hearing the noige, started
to come from her room, but was met by
two of the negroes, who seized her and
attempted to_drag her toward a bed
standing in a corner of the room. Being
a woman of great strength, she strunggled
fearfully, but the rest “of the gang com-
ing to the aid of the other two, she was
finally overpowered. They then threw
her on the bed, tying her arms and feet
to the bed-post with cords, and proceed-
ed to violate her person in turn, until all
nine of them had satiated their hellish
passions. While this was going on, an
attempt was made to violate the person
of the little girl, who was held by two
of the fiends in plaiu sight of the mother,
while a third one accomplished the
damnable deed, a knife Imvmg to be
used for the purpose ! The screams of
the child were fearful, which so enraged
the demons that they tore her tongue
from her mouth, and finally beat her
brains out against the stone jam of the
fire-place and threw her body into the
back yard ! Not content with this, they
seized the boy, and after tying him with
cords, proceeded to commit & nameless
outrage upon his body.

The woman who escaped from the
Lonse fled toward Stover Station, but
the night being dark lost her way, and
did not arrive at Mr. Appleby’s, the
nearest neighbor of Mrs. Marks, until
abont two o’clock in the morning. She
immediately gave the alarm, and Mr.
Appleby called up his men, and after
arming them, sent off to Robert Stowes
and the other neighbors. As soon as
possible they all took their horses and
proceeded to Mrs. Marks, where they
found the house on fire and discovered
the terrible scene we have described,
but the perpetrators of the deed had fled.
When found, Mrs Marks was wholly in-
gensible, and it was with great dlﬁcuhy
that she was restored to consciousness.
George, the little boy, was found dead
on the floor, bound with cords as they
had left him, and the dead body of An-
nie, the little girl, bad been dragged
from the yard into the back stoop, ua-
&aubted[{ for the purpose of haviug all
traces of their guilt obliterated by the
fire which they had set.

| DEMOCRATIC GERMAN MEET-

It is anpsnsud that - the miscreants
were alarme the approach of the
horses of Mr. Ap leby and his men, and
fled into the adjoining woods,from which
they scattered to their homes Lefors
morning. The whole country is aroused.
and it will be difficult for all the perpe-
trators of such a diabolical deed to es-
cape. The negro who pretended to have
the letter was recognized by Mrs. Gral-
ly, the work-woman, as Bill Batson, the
recent negro and Radical candidate for
the Legislature from that district, He,
was not to be found the next day, and
his wife said that he was going to Mil-
burry fo a negro meeting. He is prob-
ably secreted either in the woods or in
tlve huts of some of the rest of the gang,
ut it will be hard for him to escape, as

whols country is aroused. No ne-
groes were fonnd absent from home for
four or five miles around, except Batson;
and unless he is caught it will be very
difficult to ferret out the murderers, on
account of . the secret ugsmaHoma
known to exist among them.

Life and property are af the 'merc)l of
the blacks in nearly the whole South.—
They refuse to work, and being fed by
the Freedmen’s Bureaud, are allowed to
live #n idlenees to perpetrate their fiend-
ish outrages. Mr. Stokes, whose plan-
tation is on the Cumberland road, in-
forms us that he finds it almost impossi-
ble to hire help at any price—all the
negroes refusing to work, and being
supported by the bureau. 'Just before
the lest election nearly two thousand
rations were dealt ont to the negroes in
that distriet by the bureau agent, and
Batson had nearly the whole control of
the distribution. The excitement in
relation to the murder is intense, and
it was with the ntmost difficalty that
the citizens could be restrained from
wreaking wvengeanee indiscriminately.
