Hiere, In Ohio, at & meeting of the Re-
publican State Central Committee, held in
Columbus on July 25th, 1861, after a very
full digenssion, in which gentlemen ot the
Giddings school opposed their adoption. as
they waoted a partisan war for the *nig-
ger,” the follosving preamble and resolu-
tions were passed:

“Waenreas, It is the duty of sll citizens
in these times of national peril, to lay aside
ull difterenceés of political opinion. &nd
unite In defense or their Government;
therefore,

“ Resolved, That it is not now expedient
to call & Convention of the. Republican
party, for the nomination of officers to be
chosen at the State election.

“ Resplved, That the call be addressed tn
all who are, in favor of the unconditional
preservdtion of the union of these States, ol
the maintenance of the integrity of the
National Government, and of the yigorous
and continued prosecution of the war for
that purposes” and the Democratic State
Central Commitiee were reguested to join
in the movement.

On the day previousto the meeting of the
Republican State Central Committee, the
Seuate of the United States, on the motion
ot Andrew Johnson, had adopted the
famous Crittenden resolutions, which had
passéd the House with only four votes
pualist them, namely : Bornett, of Ken-
tueky. and Reed, or Missouri, secessionists,
and Totter, of Wisconsin, and Riddle, of
Ohio, Abolition disunionists; while Sam-
ner dodged, Hale gave in his sdhesion,

The Convention thus ealled in Oliio un-
der the slgnatnres of men heretofore con-
nected with different politieal partles, met
at Colambus, on  Septeniber the 5th, 1861,
adopted the Crittenden resolutions, as its
sules, platform, and was presided over by the
Eom Thomas Ewing, whose late able letter
expobes how completely the honest ninsses
have been betrayed by men who have not
adhered to a gingle pledge upon which
‘they have obtained power.

This lead of Ohio was followed every-
where, exeept in Jowa and New England,
and the Republican organization was dis-
golved, and the Union party formed of ele<
mentz united on the prineiple of regtoring
the Union, and suppressing the rebellion
by force, while on other questions every
member held in abeyance his' politieal
opinions. The prople without distinction
ol party voluntered by thousands, and
furnished unlimited amounts of money to

nt downp the rebellion and restore the

nion, and no draft was neccssary until
the belief became prevalant that politicians
were trying to pervertthe war for partisan
purposes.

Even President Lincoln®s Proclamation
of Emancipation was delended s no act
of military necessity, and a diplomatic
stroke to prevent the acknowledgément of
the independence of the Southern Conted-
eracy by France and England, with whom
the Cabinét of Jefferson Davis had been
‘eoquetting on the subject of Ireeing the
slaves of thie South in consideration of cer-
tain contingenciea.

So necestary was it to satisly the people
that the war was to be confined to its brig-
inal purpose, that the Baltimore Couven-
tion, whieh- renotoinated President Lin-
coln,

* Resolved, That we approve the deter-
mination of the Government of the United
States not to compromise with rebels or
traltors, or to offer any térms of peace, ex-
cept steh as may be based upon an uncon-
ditional surrender of hostility and a return
to t.eir just aua?mm to the Constitution
and laws of the United States; and we call
upoon the Government to maintain this po-
sition.” .

Here, just allegiance to the Constitntion
and laws is all that is demanded of the
rebels, now, unconditional submission to
the will of Congress “outside of the Con-
stitution”—as expounded by Thad. Stevens
—izsthe test of returning loyalty. Under
which rule Geueral Longstreet and Gov.
Brown, of Georgia are countéd as good
and true men in the Radical ehureh, while
Alex. H. Stephens and General Lee, who
deelare in thelr recent re;]:lj' to General
Roszecrans, that they are willing to ncoept
every is=ue as settled upon which the war
was prosceuted, are still rebels aud trai-

tors.

Until Gouﬁe&! interfered, by potiringhot
oil on smonldering ‘embers in the shape of
negro sufirage, freedmen’s bureaun hills,
fand réconstruction laws,’ ad
purposély ‘to humilidte the Wwhite race,
evarything promised well, according to the
testimony of thelr .own candidate for the
Presidency. Indeed, Congress has legis-
lated from the start with the design of in-
flaming the old sores and prejudices b the
Sounth, in hopes of exciting resistanea there,
to give & pretext of uring military foree to
enrry out its preconceived intentions. How
pertinent is now theinquiry. in Henry Ward
Beecher’s letter of August 30, 1806, to the
Cleveland Soldiers’ Convention, in which
he asked: *Is the nation then to remain
disunited, to serve the end ol parties £

The secescion leaders at the Charléston
Convention broke up the Democratic par-
ty, breause they feared that 'a new sct of
men, under Nouglas, would take the lead
in the fawure, even if' their own party tri-
umphed, and that their cligue would not
continue to Hold office; they vainly imag-
ined that ageparation of the Unlon coald
he effected which would eontinue them as
the great men of an independent nition,
but they failed, and notonly ruined them-
selves, but their whole section.

Now the same idea has taken possession
of the Congress whieh found itselt in an-
limited control ot political power at the
close ot the war; and for fear that they
eould not continue to monopolize the ot-
firer it the States lately In insurrection
should be restorad to representation, they
have inaugurated, under the forms of law,
a rebellion against the Constitution of the
United States, which will destroy the whole
country, unless the suthors of it meet with
thesame fate as the Confederate Chiefs. In
the meantime, the people were to ba de-
eeived as to their true design, under vari-
ous pretexts. The public mind would have
been shocked, at first, by the demand of
Negro Suffrage as a condition precedent to
# State exercisiog its rights in the Union;
henece, the proposed X1Vth Constitutional
Amendment was gotten up, a8 a sort ot
bridge to earry over the elections—but
with no inteation of adhering to Ita terms
In good faith. It was strenuonsly denied
until after the elections were over that Ne-
gro Suflrage was the object of the scheme.
A more gigantie frand was never perpe-
truted on the people, when for the purpose
of giving Congress control of the negro
population of the South you were askad
here in Ohio to snrrender powers of legis-
lation over your own «domestie concerns,
that would enable Representatives lrom
Massachusetts and Kentucky to exercise
the same power over you as the Legislature
ol Ohio—a centralization which io time
will reduce us to the condition
of France, where universal suffrage
prevails, but a license must be ob-
tained trom Paris to carry on the smallest
local business. . Do you desire to be com-
pelled to refer in the same way to Washing-
‘ton City ?  The great merit cinimed for the
X1Vth amendment is, thatit equalizes rep-
resentation, making a voter in Obio.equal
in political power to a voter in South Caro-
lina or any other State. The constructive
representation allowed to: the South for
three-fifths of their negroes was complain-
ed of; while nothing was said of the con-
structive representation. of wemen and
children in New England, which gives her
the same advantage over the West, if voters
are to he taken as a basis of politieal pow-
er. On the apportionment of 1860, the six
New En Img g‘:ntes for twenty-seven Rep-
resentatives in Congress have 18809 votes
apiece, whilas the six Western States, Obia,
Tndiana, Hlinols, Michigan, Wisconsin and
[owa, require 24,020 votes each, a difference
of aver 5,000, thus glving New England an
advantage of over 185,000 votes in' repre-
sentation. Yet, when the Western meo,
through Senator Sherman in Congress, pro-
posed to shape representation on voters as
they had promised thelr constiluents be-
fore tne election, New England would not
agree to it, but through Mr. Blaine, of
Maine, got up the present proposed consti-
tutional amendment, which operates to
